Subject of Rpv. Osborne’s Sermon at
Trinity fhurch Last Night.

The aunual genference of the Woman's
auxilliary of the! 'Episcopal diocese of Ne-
braska was openct last night with a sermon
by Rev. Louis & Osborne, of Trinity church,
Chicago. to [

Thore was a large attendance, vrincipally
of ladies. The music was exceptionally good
and the service was’ one of great interest
throughout.

#ir, Osborne is o most eloquent preacher,
as his sermon Jast night attested. His sub-
ject was “‘Foreign Missions.” He adminis-
tered s most scathing rebuke to the cheap
humorists and writers for sensational jour-
nals and all others who make this feature of
christian work the butt of their ridicule,

“When we boast,' sald he' *‘af our super-
lor station In life, it would be well to pause
nod ask ourselves the questlon, ‘Who are
wel’ If the sposties had not left their own
shores wnd gone forth into the world to
preach the gospel, we might be to-day unon
the same level as the heathen the missionary
socleties are endeavoring to save.”

One of the objections many people urged
ngainst giving to foreign wissions was tnat
there is plenty of missionnry worle to be done
in this country, but ip his twelve years' ex-
perience he bad found that & majority of the
people making use of this argumant were as
equally unwilling to give towards domestic
missions, In any event the heathen of foreign
lands shoula be saved as well us those at
home, God does not loyve Omaha, or Ne-
braska, or the United States alone, but all
nations and all people.

foreign missionary socteties kneel and aay,
“Thy kingdom come?"”

In conclusion, he said that all he asked
was for those befors him to think upon these
things, to study their bible, to use their
roason, and show their love of God
by helping other nations w share in it
“And now,” said he, “all I ask, women of
the Auxiilary of Nebraslm, Is that you do
your duty in planting this missionary seed
in fertile gruuut‘, Organize a crusade ngainst
allwho dare to defy the armies of the living
God and jeer at the work being done for
Him. Tell them that God did not love
Omaha alons, but the wholo world, and gave
His only begotten Son that we might be
saved. And st tho last, when we reach the
realms above, may we be greetoed with love
by some ransomed soul whowm wo had helped
to save." i

KILLED BY THE GRIP,
Walz Meets a Horrible and
Painfal Daath,

Tenall Walz was crushed to death, yoster-
day afternoon., at # o'clock, by being run
over by a cable car, at Thirteenth and Dodge
strect, The ecar which muangled him was
vumber 08,

Wale was a tailor by trade, and was in the
employ of Johin Rasgorshek, 205 South Thir-
teenth strect. Ho was thirty-one years of
age and roomed at 1205 Jackson strect.

Shortly before 8 o'ulock, Walz, in company
with Julius Schrimer and Rudolph Leh-
mwann, boarded the cable at Twentioth and
Charles streets, to go to the Union Pacitie
ticket office, which is located on Thirteenth
street, When they got to Thirteenth and
Dodge, his companions alighted from the
opposite side to that from which Walz jumped,
Walz would not wait until the car stopped,
but jumped buckwards and fell dirpctly
aeross tne adjoining traclk, upon
which car No, 63 was approaching. Before
it could be stopped he wus uader its wheels.

Walz died enght minutes after he was ran
over.  His remuins wers taken to Drexal &
Maul's undertaking estabhishment, where an
inquest was held. The result of the inquest
was that Walz met with his death by his own
carviessness, He was a member of the
I,Ilmlerl-lrmaz soclety, and also belonged to the
tailors’ union. The tailors held a meeting,
last night, and  decidod to give Walz an ap
propriste burial, to-morrow afternoon.

J. B. Cravin, condoctor, and Jonn Cahill,
gripman of the car which killed Walz, wore
arrestod for criminal curclessness,  Each
furnished bonds in the sum of &5,000 for ap-
bearance in police court, Thursday after-
noon.
