You have throe or four names sent you to
select from, I know, but 1 don't know any-
thing about any of them. I have the ap-
pointment of twelve chiefs of divisions and
some maedical exports, nnd & lot of messen.
gers and boys, and to these positions 1 can
appoint whoever 1 ochoose, but they don't
amount to much, yet they go right on abus-
ing me just the same,

“*Now, when 1 came here I found three old
soldiers who were democrats at the head of
divisions. Instead of puttiug them out en-
tirely. I went to Secretary Noble and got
him to have aspeciol examination for these
three men, a8 be has a right to, and 1 gave
them  positions—subordinate positions, of
course—but  better than nothing., They
couldu't expect to rotain thelr places as
chiefs, and 1 gave them these positions for
no other reason in the world than because
they wereold soldiers, but for those dis-

AN ACCIDENT AT PLATTSMOUTH"

Willis on Trial at Wahoo for the
Killing of Grover—<The Ancient
Order of United Workmen
=Crops and Crimes,

The Kelley Shooting Trial.

Mamison, Nob, May 14.—[Spocial Tele-
gram to Tue Bue, | —Interest in the Soulier
and Born trial continues with unabated
earnestness. As was anticipated, the stato
rested without* putting Kelley on tha stand.
The evidence of the state was all in by sbout
11 o'clock this morning. The defense are
making a strong showing by the evidence
that the defendants are not the parties who
did the shooting. About six or eight wit-
nesses have already tostified as to the de-
fendants being In the city of Norfoik at the
time of the alleged stiooting of Kelley. One
witness swears positively that he was pros-
ent at the time of the assault upon Kelley,
saw the parties who did the shooting, and de
clares that the defondants are not the men,
His evidence remained unsnaken, though
subjected to & rigid cross-examination.
Aunother witness testifies  t  having
seen a team  answering  to the
description of the team driven by
the parties who assaalted Dr. Kelley, and
men answering the desoription of the men
who did the shooting driving rapidly past his
place a short time after the crima was com-
mitted, and driving rapialy in an eastern
direction. The defense have flaully suo-
ceadod in placing before the jury the death
of the sister of Soulier, one of the defend-
ants, through a so-called surgical operation.
This evidence was lotroduced in connection
with threats made agdinst the life of Dr.
Kelley by some of the people of Norfolk who
were present at the time of the Inquest held
over the body of Caroline Soulier, A strong
effort was made by the state to exciude this
evidenea, but the court held it to bo rele-
vant, as tending to show that there waore
persons, other than the defendants, who had
threatened vinlenee ngainst Kelley, It is
believed that the cnse will go to the Ir|ut’y
some time to-morrow afternoon, One of the
most important witnesses examioed to-day
was George Oliver, the colored cook formerly
employed at the asylum, 'The excitement
ingreases as the trial continues.

The Willis Murder Trial.

Wanoo, Neb,, May 14.—[Special Telegram
to Tne Bee. | —At the convening of the dis-
trict court this morning the case of the
State vs Isane Willis, indicted for murder in
first degree was called, and o ripple of ex.
citement ensued when it was found that the
defendant was not in courl. In about an
hour he put in an appearance and explained
that a break-down on the way had oceasioned
the delay, The tedious work of selecting a
jury took up the time till noon, when elevan
men had veen empanelled, and the twelfth
was secured about 3 o'clock. The opening
statements to the jury were made by the at-
torneys, and the examination of witnesses
boegan. The second witness was on the
stand when court adjourned. The testimony
s0 far has been very damagiong to the de-
fendant. The crime for which Willis 18
on trial is the shooting of Jake Grover, near
Valpargiso, last Qctober. Grover and Willis
were having trouble on account of Wills®
cattle trespassing on Grover's lands, Ref-
orees had been selected and a time set for
fixing the damage due Grover, At that time
Grover and Willis and the referees met to
sottle the dificulty, und Grover and Willis,
who were both armed, began quarreling nu_d
words grew into o war, resulting in  Willis
shooting Grover, who died in four or five
days, The defense will be thav ol self-de-
fense, Willis claiming that Grover pulled his
revolver first, The state is represented by
County Attorney Simpson, Hon, J. It Gil-
kison and Hon. Geogge 1. Wright, while L.
C. Barr, of Lincoln, ex-Scnator Vandemark
and S, H. Sornborger conduct the aefense,
The case wiil probably occupy the court's
time all this week.
