SIGHTSEERS NOT ALLOWED.

The Boellel Growing That the Bodles
in the Debris Muat be Cremated
—A National Reller Com-
mittee Proposed,

Diamal Sights and Scenes,
Jonsstows, Pa, June 6—A bird's ofn
view from the mountain side this morning
shiows that the waters in the Conemnugh
vulloy have subsided nimost to their usual
Jeveli With the receding waters the seeno
of desolation becomes hourly more wierd and
ploturesque. Like a desert swept by some
flerco simoon, the valley level isan unbroken
plain for miles, only at last to find abrupt
termimation in the mountaln of debris that
found lodgment on some projecting rock,
The work of recovering the dead goes on
with undiminished vigor, und as the workmen
become

ACCUSTOMED TO THEIN GUASTLY PINDH,
and the horrors of the scene become com-
monplace, they apply themselves more (dill-
gently to theie duty and labor with a system
that produces rapid results,

The Altoona delegation has beon onoofl the
busiest and most useful on the ground, Thoy
took charge of the two leading hospitals and
ran thet until this morning, when they wers
relieved by the Pliladelvhi branch of the
Ied Cross soclety under Clara Barton, Thoy
have also been in charge of the wreckage
above the bridge,

The purty of sixty men from Altoopa
have done so well that a big blast of
TWENTY-FIVE DYNAMITE CARTRIDGES
at 10 o'clogk loosened up the debris and moade
it possible to open the mouth of the old chan-
nel. This ghng of workmen has loeated the

night,

Shortly after midnight a riot was reported
at Cambria City and word was sent to Adju-
tont-Cleneral Hastings, requesting a detach-
ment of soldiers.

MANY UNINENTIFIED CORPSES,

There nre at preseat tnivty unidentified
bodiea at the Fourth ward school house,
These bodies huve been lying there for the
past three doye, and in that time nt loast
forty thousand people have viewed them.
No one has identified them and there is noth-
ing i their clothing to indiente who they
are. During the past tweonty-four hours
sixty bodles were embalmed and taken from
this pluce. Tnis morning five bodies wero
brovglht m. Their names are Henry Ludwig,
Albert Werry and Osear Hennekamp, of
Johustown, and Muaggie Hillalde, Moreland
countiy. Oscar Menneknmp was a well-
Konown merchant of Jotinstown, and his rela-
tives, who have been looking for him since
the Hood, had offered o large reward for the
recoyvery of his body.

TWENTY-FIVE HNUNDRED NODIRS POUND,

Some doubts have been expressed ns to the
eatimates that 12,000 to 15,000 people have
been lost in this Hooded distriet,  Of course,
there 15 ot present po way of  acter-
wining  with uny degree  of exactness
how muny are dead, but tho guessing
18 reasonable and conservative, and is bused
on close figuring, At loust 2,500 bodies have
beon foumd. Two thousand, at the lowost
ealoulution, are in the burned debris o the
river: 3000 nre i tho unsearchied sand banks
aronsd the Cambrin works, down along the
river end in tho lower purt of Johnstown;
from oue to two thousand are seatteroed in the
valley from Woodville to the bridge, and a
thousumd or two below the bridge between
Johustown and Holivar, Hundrods wero
carriod down the broad river in the tre-
riengous current and may never come into
tho houds of the liviog,

THE LIVING AND DEAT,

The real work of ascertaining what the
number of living and dead of Johnstown is
started to-day. A corps of clerks, under the
direction of & rellof commitice, started out,
this morning, and they will go to every houds
in this vivinity and secure tho names of the
living. Another corps of men will endeavor
to find out who the missing nro, and in this
manner it ean ba definitoly known just how
many lves waora lost in the flood. A rovision
of the register list sbows that only 15,000
people hd registored by 1 o'clock this aftor
noon At the different registration stations,
By this list it 1a plainly apparent that a
Inrge numbor of the suevivors will not take
the trouble to registor. At one of the sta-
tions, conscquently, thae plan of hoaving roe-
isters make o canvass was adopsed, A groat
number of bodies are not ldentitled, They
have lain in the different morgues for four
days, Thonsunds of people from different
sections of tho stute have soen them, yet
they romain unidentified,

At Nineveh they nre burying all the un-
Identified dewd, but 1n the morgues in this
vicinity no bodies have been buried unless
they were idontifiod,

KEEPING OUT SIOGITTSERNIS,

A wall has been thrown about Johnstown,
and nobody can enter it unless it is shown
he has business in tho eity. The Yonnsyl-
vania railrond has been maldng an affort to
keop out the crowds, but the Haltimore &
Ohio peaple yesterday brought in a flood of
peaple from Somerset Valley., This morning
whoen General Hastings heard of it he had o
conference with Seott and O'Marn of the
Pittsburg police, and it wus decided to send
Company 19, of the Fourteenth regimont to
Someraet for the purpose of preventing any
further rush of people this way. A comunit-
tee  of citizons accompnniod the militia,
Thoey will stop off at all the stations nlong
the road and remonstrate with the people
ml;uhlst. coming to Johnstown. The crowis
0 curious onoes nre constantly
growing, and hinder "  work of
removing the bodies and cleaning away the
dobris. On the Pennsylvanin road side the
gates are practically shut, and it is hoped
this move will huve sowe effect on the Balti-
more & Ohio. There s but one bridge
ncross the Conemuugh, and pothing but o
puss from  Adjutant-General Hastings or
Seott will carry one over it

“The point has come in this horror when
sentiment should be lnid nside, To endunger
the lives of the living that the dead moy be
identitied is. no lonzer justifiable. Boesides,
they are all past being embalmed, and
friends can scarcely recognize the features
any longer.  Identifiention i3 only possible
by the elothing or jewelry worn.”

Dir, Groff, who is now in charge of the
Johnstown bureau, states that the board of
health and the sanitary inspectors, assured
the Assoclated press correspondent  this
afternoon that thore is no immedinte danger
of an epidemic in Pittsburg. *The danger
18,'" sald he, " that people will be scared into
veing sick.  We need thousands of men to
work on the debris and to clear it of car-
canses. '

An inspector who just arrived from the
Woodvaie distriet reports great destitution,
There is nothing in town but flour and bucon,
and very littie of that, After noon to-day
1t was reported to Chief Gagely, of the police
committee, thut u body of ulleged rescuors
ut the foot of Main street wore removing
jewelry from the bodies thoy carried away.
Gugely ordered a policeman to go and pre.
tend to superintond the work, for the pur-
puse of apprehonding the thieves. A spoecial
police had to be detalled to prevent stealing
from the debeis bugk of the general hospital.

A NATIONAL RELIEF COMMITTEE.

The relief committee 18 to bn  made
national in its scope.  Action to that effect
Wis tikcen nt a meeting of the finauca com-
mittee of the rolief organization this after-
noon, The plan was proposed by parties
high in suthority, and has been given tho
offlvinl sanction of the finance committee by
Jthe following clauses in this afternoon's
resolutions:

“Survivors of the flood are now and must
be for some time, wholly dependent upon
issues to them of food and clothing us thore
ure no goods except those brought in by the
relief committee, and no places in ich
commerce can be carvied on,  Agencies
for making such distribution should receoive
grave consideration. 1t 18 with the
ununimous consent of this committee that
another committeo should bo appointed for
thus purpose, composed in part of citizens of
this locality and members appointed by the
wovarnors of states or by the chambers of
commuoree of tho eities from which the con-
tributions shall be recaived, or in such other
wiy os will glve this ageuoy a national char-
acter and sssure the country that its most
generous charities will be judiciously wad
fully applied to the relief of the victims of
our unprecedented calumity,”

ACTUAL CASIE RECEIVED,

Up to to-day the committee has received in
actual cash contrbutions #25,700.10, with
57, 115,45 prowised |n additlon. ‘Phe grester
part of this is represented by wlecrams from

by this method. Army men lavoe beon for
two days employed o clearing up the wreck
in the olvy proper, and aithough tundreds of
bodios have boon discovered, not oneifth of
the grountd His you boen gonoover, In many
places rubbish s plled  twenty o thivty feet
high, aod not infrequettly these groat drifts
cover an arons of nearly aa acre, Now  pas-
sages hiave been cut through in evoery diree-

At n meoting of the central rahief commit-
tee, Goeneral Hostings suggested the advisa-
pility of apolying the torch to the great sea
of waste, He oxpinined briefly the groant
work yet to be aceomplished if it were hoped
to thoroughly ovorhiaul every portion of the
debris, and iosisted it would take 5,000
men  months  to  complote  the task,
A motion was made that after forty-clght
hours further search the debrla of tho oty
should be consumed by fire, enzines to be on
hand to pluy upon any valuable building,
that, despite previous preenutions, might be-
come ignited by the general conflngration.
Those whose relatives or frionds still rest
beneath the wreck remonstrate strongly

nriinst any such summary notion.
The physiciana  warned the committee
that further exposure of the putrid
bodies could have but one  result.

None of them
were claimed for private burial, however,
as in the mojority of instances, the survivors
were too poor to stand the expense,

There 18 an unvsunl amount of sickness
about Kernville, Physicians elaim that sev-
cral hundred cases of pnettmonin exist, The
reaction, now that the great shock has
passed, in ameasurs, has left hundreds of
survivors with their nervous forces badly
shattered and broken, Johnstown and ad.
joining villages are now under thorough mil-
itary and police regulations, Each place has
been provided with men enough to keep out
intruders, and none save those who are actu-
nlly employed will be allowed to remnin.
Oficars ure arresting moen  every hour, some
of them on the slightest provoeation,

Notices woro postad in all the morgues to-
duy stating that after to.day bodies would be
held only twenty-four hours for identifion
tion. If atthe expiration of that time they
are not recognized they ure photographod,
the photograph bearing the same number s
th morgue number of the corpse.

The work of blasting the gorge atthe
Pennsylvanin bridge was prosecuted to-day
with much better success thiun on any previ-
ous day. Severul men armed with poles waro
busy pushing logs loosenea by the blast
out into the stream so  that they
would fluat away,

AN OLD SETTLER'S THLORY,

Thomas Jacobs, of Morrellville, is one of
tho oldest inhabitunts of the Conemaugh
valley, He seld to-day that the water of the
river was much highor in 1537 than last Fri-
day, even after the dam bad broken., **Tho
whole trouble nbout this deplorable offair,?
he continued, *“results from the narrowing of
the channel ol the river and the defleetion of
its course. I remember well when the chan-
nel ran down where the mill below the bridge
now stands. The Conemaugh alwaya hos
been a shallow stream.  After heavy rain-
falls it rises rapidly, as all  moun-
tain  streams  do. Its  watershed a8
large, and the hillsides are so constituted
that the water runs down rapidly, eausin
quick rises and turbulent cureonts, 1'ri-
marily I hold that the Cambria iron com-
pany is responsible for narrowing the chan-
nel; secondly, the South Fork club for not
huving mude the dam secure beyond all pos-
sibllity of break, especially when thoy causaed
the dam to be enlarged by raising, and third,
the Pennsylvanin railread for having con-
structed a vinduet with such low arches,
with ribs caleulated to eateh pioces of drift-
wood if they hoappen to strilte dingonally on
the plers, The dam made by the gorge at
the bridge 15 what engulfed the wown,'?

Heavy Damage to Property.

Wirteiamsronr, Pa., June 6,.—The people
here are a littlo easler now that apprehen-
sions of suffering from hunger have bean
dissipated. Several cars of supplics brougnt
up yesterduy evening, are ready to be un-
louded and the work will begin some time
to-dny. The river is now down to seven
feen at this place, The body
of Calvin  Miller, who was missing
since the Maynard streetbridge went down,
has been found four miles betow here, This
mulkes two lives only lost at the Maynard
street bridee instead of the inrge number
fulsely reported drowned thore. Advices
coming show that the loss of | roporty is
very heavy in all places near here, Morris,
Tioge county, is a total wreck, Many mills,
dwellings and other buildings were swept
away uand the Pine Creek railrond has
suffered greutli)'. At Holliduysburg much
damago was done. Bridges were cuarried
away ana great destruction was caused at
every point.  All along the line of the Phila-
delphin & Reading rosad in this oity de-
struction meets the eye. The number of
houses taken away or demolished can nov be
stated yet,but it is guite large. All along the
entire river front from Pine street and back
to tho heart of the city nre piles of debris,
Clothing, which hbas been called for, 18
badly needed, ns 80 wany lost all but what
they had on, Some of the large mills aro
still filled with people, nod freight cars and
lmprovised shuntios aro occupied by others,
Teunts sent wiil be extremely welcome, but
they mpy not bo obtained in time Lo get
them erected to-day. Tho weather is cold
ul present,

Waord has been receivod from the Crescent
Null works, on the Northern Coentral rail-
way, thut the place has been nearly ull
washed nway. fany houses and o part of
the nall works are gone. The people toolk
refuge in u church on the side of the ll, and
are left entirely destitute, Most of the men
of the town have gone to work nlone the rail
roid, belping in repairiog it, bat thewr fam-
ilies are staying wherever they ecan find
sholter,

Resarvoirs and bridges are  de-
stroved, aua the e¢lty s entirely covered
with water, Provisions and other supplies
are uttorly ruined,  We hope Lo reach them
with  provisions to-du}l' as we did at Wil-
Homsport yesterduy, torh cities nesd Hp-
plios, clothing of all kinds and vedding,
Jounstown s being well supplied in these
respects, bue the work of clearing sway the
wrugk and putting things in order wikl boone
of weels,  We will need further bolp of ull
kluds for a few days.

The Sanitary Situation,

Wasiinoron, June G.—8Surgeon General
Hamilton of the marine hospital service, has
recoived soveral telograms from Johnstown,
Pa., concerning the situation there, One of
them i from Past Assistant Surgeon Car-
rington, in which he says: ““There is dan-
ger ot sickness unleas aetive snitary moens-
ures are taken, A corps is now being or-
gonized.  Dead animals are being burned as
rapidly as possible and disinfectants used
freely., The work will require consuderable
time." A telegram from Dr, Loo, socrotary
of the Pennsylvania state board of health,
says; “Temporary dopopulation is  being
urged.”

A NEW ORLAITOMA,

The prosident has succeeded in comploting
the commission which 18 to negotinte with
the Cherolkee and other Indian tvibes lo-
eated in the Indian Territory for the cession
of thoir lands to the United States, 1t will
have to treat with every Indian tribp in the
territory and complete negotintions that will
require thoe entire time and attention of the
commissioners for the time being, They
will have to thoroughly understund the his-
tory of tho various tribes from the date they
took the lunds they now own up to tho pres-
ent time; thoey will have to bo conversant
with the titlo by which the Indians now
hold their lnnds, and be prepared to meet o
thousand and one other minute and intricato
points which will either arise during the
troaty with the Indians or the knowledge of
which will be necessary to secure o result
that will not only be a satisfactory one to the
United States government and the Indians,
put which will be binding upon the parties to
the contract, should the Indians deecido to
sell the lands to the government, President
Harrison recognizes the importance of the
situation, and secordingly looked over the
country for a man whom he thought could
satisfactorily fill the bill as chairman
of the commission, Thoe position was
first offered Judge Robinson, of Massachu-
sotts, o man of undoubted abilivy, who par-
tiatly accepted, but upon mquicy nto the
natura of the office and its requirements, he
was unwilling to sacrifice nis  business
interests, as he would have to if he accepted
the offiee, and he conscquently declined the
appointment,  Then anothor search wus
begun, and Mr, Baker, of Indiuna, wns se-
lected. He also declined to accept the po-
sition after he understood its requirements,
To-day the nppointment of John D, Miles, of
Lawrence, Kan., to be a member of the
commission was anuounced, end he will be
chairman. The other two members of
this are Mr. Humphreys, of

Illinois, a bright young lnwyer, and Mr, Wil.
son, of Arkansas, a well-known luwyer. The
lattor gentleman, slthough appointed and
commissioned, may not be a member of the
commission that will finally ro into the In-
dian territory. His resignation would not
be & surprise to his friends in Vhis city, who
sy that he has about determined 1o with-
draw from the commission, as he does not
consider either the glory of the oltice or the
salory attached o suflicient recompenss to
warrant him in leaving the law practice,
The fuct that the commissionors are re-
quired to so thoroubgly understand every-
thing appertaining to the tribes they will
meot, which necessitates great  study
and consequent  delay, and the unor-
ganized condition of the commission, has
postponed the work of negotiation. It was
thought when the board was anthorized that
it would have been on the grounds long cre
this, but now it will be ten daysor two woeks
before the sturt is made, After the commis-
gion begins ita labors tLey will be engased
anywhere from one to two years, T'he Chero-
leee tribe will probably be the first visited,
and then the others inturn. The government,
if the commission {8 successful in its negotin-
tlons, will acquire about twenty-two  million
neres of land, enough for a new state, Theso
lands are very fertile and rich in minernls
nna settlors will pour into them when they
are opened more rapidly and in greator num-
bers than did the boomers into the territory
or Oklahoma,

A LITTLE RED TAIYE ADOLISHED,

Soon after Mr. Biack assumed the position
us commissioner of pensions, he issued an
order to exumining surgeons, prohibiting
them from giving any statement on afidavit
to o claim for s pension, without fivst asking
permission from the pension bureau.
