“The statement published last Saturday
morning to the efféct that the war depart-
ment bad selocted a site for the new Fort
Omuaba was entirely without authority,”
eald Chief Clork Twoedale, of the war de-
partment to-day, “The matter Is held up
until the return of Secretary Prootor, and
no decision has been reached yer. Jt scems
that there is o decided digposition on the
part ¢f many of the business men of Omaha
to disapprove the abandonment of the pres-
ent site, Iean give you no information con-
cerlng the declision of the secretary, and
Gonernl Schofield, who s neting secretary of
war, is not prepared to take any action in
this matter during the ubsece of the secre-
tary."

This was all the information that could be
secured after vigorovs Inquiries in the de-
partinent by Tae Hee correspondent to-day.
The chief clerk of the quartermnster-gens
eral’s office said in rosponse to inquiries:

{ “This department has no knowledge what-
ever of the aotion of the board, It hus never
been brought to the uttention of the quarter.
master-general, and whatever action s takon
will be taken solely by the sceretary of war,
Of course, nfter he renders his decision it
will be reported to this office and the neces-
sary steps will be tuken to acqulre title to
the proporty selected, but up to the pres®nt
timo we have received not a word concern-
ing the selection of a sito since tho first
gteéps lookmg to that end were taken some
roonths ago.”

ALEX. SULLIVAN ARRESTEE

The OCoroner’s Jury Recommend
His Incarceration.

PUT IN THE MURDERERS'S ROW.

He is Taken From His Bed to the
Chicago Jail—Two Men Are
rested in New York
Clty.

A Bensational Day.

Cnicaso, June 1L—It was given out at
an early hour this morning that James
Moran, a driver In the: employ of the ice
firm of MeGinnis & Moran, of Lake View,
was arrested late Inst night, and is held as o
wilness in the Cronin case. It is alleged
that on the evening of Dr. Cronin’s disap-
pearance Moran, in company with another
man, wnas seen in the vicinmity of the Carlson
cottage,

In the Cronin inquest this morning, John
C. Garrity, a saloonkeeper, testified that he
was acquainted with Detective Couglilin,
now under indictment for vomplicity in the as-

sassinatiog. Witness declared that Coughlin
camo to bTm and sald he wanted to hire o
tough character known s ‘*Major'! Samp-
son, to slug a wan, Witness told Sampson
about it, and a few dayvs luter Sampson told
him (Garrity) that the man Coughilin wanted
slugged was Dr, Cromin, He wanted him
slugged with a base ball bat and disfigured
for life. 1f it killed him {t wouldn't maie
much difference. '

J, D, Haggerty, railrond clerk, gave most
important testimony thie morning, After
the trinl of Dr. Cronin, he said Alexander
Sullivan told him that Dr. Cronin was a
scoundrel and a menace to the Irish cause,
It wns tho impression ot the witness that
Sullivan was trying to express the opimion
that Cronin should be exterminated. ‘T'he
witness was of tho sameopinion at that time,
About that time a circulur had been  issue
sayiog that many Scotland Yard detectives
had left England for Amerien to try and find
out some of the secrets of the order and
overy person who was o member was on the
lookout for informers. All that time Sulli-
van was not alove in his opimon. Le Unron,
who was a friend of Alexunder Sullivan
was a member of the committee which tried
Dr, Cromin. He was introduced to the wit-
ness by Sullivan at thotrial as a man worthy
of-confidence in the Irish cause, He was
opposed to Dr, Cronin at the time on account
of the statements of Alexander Sullivan.

At the afternoon session s number of wit-
nesses were examined without developing
anything of importance. Chief of Police
Hubbard was sworn and told of an nterview
which he had had with Woodruff, the horse
thief, Hubbard asked him whav he knew of
the Cronin matter and if he reully was the
one who drove the trunk from the Carlson
cottage. Woodruff said he was, and he then
described the cottage.

*‘He sald,”” continued the chief, “he took
the trunk about miunight on May 4.  He had
been given §25 by two men the day before to
do the job. At 11:20 p. m. on May 4, two
men, according to agreament, rapped on the
door of Dinan's stable. He opened the door
and let out the horse with rags on its [lest
and hitched it to a wagon. They then drove
to within one hundrea feet of the Carlson
cottage. He was then told to walt aud the
two men left him and went Into the cottage,
They remuained there five minutes and then
beckoned bam to drive up, He did so, and
two men, Kiog and Fairburn, and a third
man came out with a heavy urunk,
The third man wns R. O. Sullivan, When
the trunk was put in the wagon Sullivan re-
turned to the house. Woodruff, with King
and Fairburn, drove on Lincoln avenue to
Fullerton avenue, thence to Lincoln park.
The men intended to take the trink and its
contents in a boat out on the lake and sink
them, but owing to the bright night and the
presence of strangers, they changed their
winds and drove back, When they reached
the man-hole on IFifty-ninth street they tried
to dump the trunk into it, but falling they
knocked the trunk open, having lost the key,
nnd took the body from it and threw it into
the man-hole, Woodruff was then told wo
drive oft.®

The chief was asked in regard to the
grounds on which Meldonuld and Maroney
were arrested in New York to-day. With
regard to the man MeDonald, who seems to
be the most important of the two prisoners,
Hubbard said:

“We attach no gront importance to the ar-
rest, as all the fellow has to do with the case,
80 for as we know, is this: He 18 o well
known New York crook, and was absent
from New York at the time of the murder,
und we think he was here, but we don't know
yet.  He can not or will not teil where he
was on May 4, but thav doesn't prove he mur-
dered Crovin or had anythiug v do with the
erime.!

It Is learned that the Carlsons can ident-
ify tium as the man who rented the cottage!”

“Bah, sheer nonsense."

“And that he was, in all probability, the
man who drove the doctor awn[vl"

@ The chief 's reply, though inelegent, was the
expressive: “*Rats!"

Juke Dillon, of Philadelphia, on whose in-
formation the arrests were made, declined to
say on what grounds.

State's Attorney Longenecker would talk,
however, if Dillon would not.

“The men are arrested nnd there is noth-
ing to conceal vow. Maroney is Lhe man who
18 suspected of driving the doctor from the
oftice to the Carison cottage, About theother
man I don't know so much, but we expect to
prove he was in the conspmracy. Maroney is
a laborer, I thiok, anda McDonald is a black-
smith, I gotthis information from Dillon,
and we will learn how much truth there is in
iv later on."

VEUDICT OF THE CORONER'S JURY,

The following is the full text of the ver-
diet of the goroner's jury: *‘We, the under-
signed jury, appointed w0 make inquirles
acoording to lnw as to how the body viewed
by us came to its death, state our verdict
from the evidence,

The oMcer, with
a comrade, hurriedly left the eity hall and
Jumping into a carringe drove straight to the
residence of Mr. Sulllvan on Oak street.

Sullivan had gone to, bed a short time pre-
vious, but after the object of the officers wns
explalned and the information given that ho
would not be permitted any timo for any pur-
pose, he promptly and quickly dressed ana
unhesiiatingly accompanied his visitors,

The prisoner's demeanor was ealm through-
out the entire proceeding. Entering the
earringe which had brotight the officers, the
trio wore driven to the offlce of the county
inll. After the usunl preliminaries Mr, Sul

Ivan was teken through tho cage ints tho
ﬁlloomy prison itsalf, he ex-president of
e Trish Naotionnl Leagoe of America was
then immediately inearcerated in cell No. 35,
in the tier known as “murderec's row."

Two Arrests In New Yorlk.
New Your, June 11.—Acting upon insteae-
tions from Chicago, Polioe Inspector Byrnes

to-day cnused the arrest of John
Maroney and Charles MceDonald, two
men whom he has been shadowing

for suspected complicity in the murder of Dr.
Cronin. The men are now at police head-
quarters and will ba held to awat the ar-
rival of oficers fromn Ohleago. These men

STILL FINDING MORE BODIES.

The Waters Qliving Up the Dead
at Johnatown,

A CHANGE IN AUTHORITY.

The State to Take Control of the
Work To-Day—Qitizons Taking
Fart and Gotting Ready
For Dusiness.

The Horror Not Diminighed.

Jonxsrows, Pa,, Juno 11.—This is tho last
day for clearing away tl @ effects of the flood
by the civil authoritite, To-morrow the
state takes bold, and nll work done aftor
to-day will be under the supervision of Ad-
Jutant-General Hastings, One of the first
things to be done by General Hastings will
be the discharge of 800 policemen now doing
duty here. Tt hms been decided that thoy
should not be paid out of the relief fund, but
that the county whose sheriff deputized
them, should pay for their services. Some
persons look for trouble from this source.
All the men employed by Booth and Flynn
will be paid off to-day and discharged and
transportation furnished for as mony as do
not wish to work for the stato.

A more cheerful and hopeful fecling pre-
valls and 18 daily increasing, and worl all
over the valley is being vushed to-duy with
vigor. The horror of the situation has not di-
minished,but grows. The search for the nead
continues, and in all soctions and directions
bodies are being lound. A numbor of bodies

are now coming to the surface of the walers,
aud thoso whose work has made them com-
{mlcnb Judges, say as many more bodics as
inve been found ure lying somowhere,

Notwithstanding this is the twelfth daay
since tho flood, most of the nowspaper corre-
spondents are still without sleeping accom-
modations of any kind, and sson the first
day are slecping in barus, brick kilus and
nther places without cows or biankets. Cots
have been sent, they are told, but some one
elso gets them, The supply of provisions is
improving some, wnd they now manage
to. get  one, and  sometimes two
fair maonls daily, The provis-
fons sent to  this  wvalley don't scom
to have reached tho right places, A numbor
of carloads of all kinds of supplies have been
sont to Morrellville, and as there was no
dumage done there by the flood this stuff has
been misapplied. A prominent oitizen of
Morrellyille said this morning: “There is a
large class of people here who have not lost
i thing in the flood, yet every arrlving train
finds them in line ready to receive o share,
It is sale to say these people have secured
enongh |'1ruvmlom to last them six months,
and elothing cnough to lnst five vears, .

After to-day the commlissary departmonts
will be in charge of Col. Spangler, assistunt
rluurmrmnﬁtcr-gwn(‘rul. with three assistants,
Thoere will be vwo post commissaries and
and eleven distriot commissaries, the lntter
m charge ot lieutenants of the Nationnl
Guard. . Their duty will be to find out all the
needy snd to make o list of them and to
mulke requisitions on the guartermaster-gen-
eral for provisions and to distribute tho
salwe ns fast ns possible, It is the intention
to induce the citizens to take hold and as soon
a8 posaible the entire commissary depart-
ment will be turned over to them.

But two bodies have been recoived at the
Fourth ward morgue up to noon to-day and
it is quite likely .thnt after to-day no bodies
will be taken to any of the morgues becausao
of the bod state in which they are found.
‘l;hem Is now but little attempt at identition-
tion,

The impending change in the control of
the town, the exodus of workmen and flood
survivors and the steady rain have com-
bined to make Johnston more quiet to-day.
At all hoadquarters work has boen nurrowed
down to the fMinest possible calibre and a
good many faithful men are getting the rost
they necded long ngo, . To-morrow Mr, Scott
throws down the reins of government and
Adjutant-General Hastin takes hold, Atv
least £100,000 will be pud out to worlgnon
to-morrow morning and the most
of it will leave town with men
who earned it, The new leaders claim n
number of plans are t  be introduced
by which the work of eleaning up thoe wreck-
ppe and earing for the survivors will be
greatly systomatized. The military will be
retained,

Good progress was made in eleaning out
the channel of the Concwaugh above the
bridge o-duy. A pumber of stationnry en-
gines and lopg cables ure belng used to pull
out the heavy timbors,

T'he morgues are about to be abandoned on
account of the bad condition of the bodies
belug recovered,  Identification is almost
impossiblo unless by the personal effects
found on the bodies, The swate board of
health still issues encouraging bulletins, al-
though isolated cases of poneumonis, dipn-
therin and measles are reported, generally
from the suburbs.

The spirit of recovery took a firm hold on
tne oitizens of Jolinstown to-day. Every-
where ownors of property were hard at
work clearing out the collurs, drying carpets
and bedding, and ingsugurating a general
renovation.

In January the members
of the gang wore arcested and o
dieted for the robbery. While they wero
boeing searched in the sherifMs oMeo, Mulhall
oscapnd unnoticed in the crowd which had
gathored, and a Pinkerton man placed on his
track loentod him five weoks ago ot Omaha.
F'rom there he followed him successively to
Knnsas Gity, Minneapolis Omahn, St. Louis,
and back again w Kansas City., Monday
night ho was located in o bonrding house n
this eity, snd this morning Detective Waob-
ber arrested him in RRice's marblo yard at
Seventeentn and Main street, where ho had
been employed for the past four duys. As
the arrest was made on o federnl warrant,
Mulball was tuken to Aspen to-night with-
out n requisition,

It was stated
in the articles that the object of Lthe company
was to construct and operate a raitrond from
0 point in Yellowstone county, Montann,
through the counties of Yellowstonae, in
Montana, and Sheridan and Johoson, in
Wyoming, to the mouth of Rock creck, two
miles northeast of Buffulo. Subsequently,
congress grunted the company the _rii:ht. of
way across the Crew Indian voservation, and
the war department issued o similar permit
with regard to the Fort Custer, Mont., mili-
