THE SITUATION IN MONTANA.
Advices from Montana indloats that
tho democrats intend mnking a tro-
mendons effort to get control o1 the new
sinte. Having n majority of the mom-
bers of the constitulional convention, it
is sald to o their plun to utilize this
ndvantage in gerrymandeving the logis-
Intive districts so that thelr party may
socupre control of tho legistuture which
will eléot two United States senntors,
This is tho big prizve which the demo-
oratg of Montann are looking aftor, and
they will not hesitto at any menns 1o
gocure it. Thelr majority in the eon-
stitutional convention is small, and

it may be that there are n fow
among the number who will not
consent to  any irickory . to ob-

tnin an unworthy advantage, but un-
doubtedly the party insh will be vigors
ously used to malntain an unbroken
demooratie front in the constitutional
convention on so vital a matter as that
of munking provision for ssouring the
next log®iature. Nor will the domo-
orata of the territory be allowed to want
for outside assistnce and advice, The
democrncy of the entive country will be
at their back, nnd they will buve but to
ask in order to recelve. Dut they have
among themselves n gencrous nmount
of both eapital and zoal, Many of
the wealthiest meun in the territory
are demoornts, some of whom are
aapirants for tho senate. Thay will use
money freely, both for offecting n ger-
rymandor of the logisintive districts
and in the election for legislators.

1t is to be supposed thut the republi-
enns of Montana are fully awake to the
situation, and understand porfectly the
pluns of the demovrats so far ns they
liave been indicated. It is not apparent,
howaver, that thoy are equally alert
and active, otherwise the demovrats
would not have boen permitted to guin
the advantage they have, With a
united and havmonious party, Mountana
is ynquestionably vepublican, [t was
8o only last November by =n
considerable majority. It will be so
agnin if republicans  will ‘“‘get  to-
gother,” If vhore is any existing dis-
nffoction an eohrnest cifort shofild be
mude at once to remove it It 18 most
desirable and necossary that Montann
shall be kept from democratic control
not only for the good of the new state,
but for the influence sha ecan exert in
continuing tho administration of tho
genoral  pgovernment in  republican
hands. The people ol the territories
which will come into stntehood this
year are indebted for that groat privi-
lege to the republican party, and that
party has ngreat claim upon thelr grat-
itude and, support. As to three of
them thore i3 no uncertainty. The two
Dakotas and Washingron are counted
upon as socurely republican. The
doubt regarding Montann can be re-
Fnowsd if her republicans will realize

the greut duty that I8 before them and
go forward hurmoniously and zealousy
to its performunco.

A COLORED LEADEIR'S COUNSEL.

Ex-Senator Brucoe nddressed o lotter
full of Fovd sanse to the conference of
men of his race just held at Jackson,
Mississippi, to consider the condition of
the colored people. Mr. Bruce sces in
the condition of his race at this time,
as conbrasted with that of thirty years
ago, evidence of substantinl and hopeful
progress. The intelloetual, moral and
material statusof the presantis suporior
to that of the past, and there is nothing
in it to indieate race fuilure or a ten-
dency to race dererioration, In order
to maintain this advancement thoe race
must  cultivate industry, economy,
thrift and integrity. Owing to its
peculiar and  exceptional condi-
tion, the race must for a time depend
upon state and national authorivies for
educational privileges, but this should
not be the sole reliance. There should
be generously and cheerfully added
thereto, says Mr. Bruce, “Our own
contributions towards supplying that
satisfactory education for the youth of
our race so vitally important to both in-
dividual and race progress,” The im-
pediment to advancement which results
from a denial to the colured race, south,
of political and civil rights is calmly
dwelt upon, without resentment or
hopelessness,  Mr. Broce helieves in
the ultimate Grlumph  of  justice,
he hans faith in the sufficiency
of the constitution and laws of
his country to secure to every citizen
his rights, and he does not entertain u
doubt that time will set all things right.
“Our estate,” he observes, *‘though
embarirnssing, Is still hopeful, and I am
sure that abundant and permanent de-
liverance will ultimately coms to all
who ‘heretofore have deserved and
faithfully wrought for it.” Tho judi-
cious and ocousorvative utternnces of
Mr. Bruce will vary likely oot lind ac-
coptance with all the men of his race.
There are radical and hot-honded lead-
ers among them who will spurn the
cpunsel to patdently and hopofully wait

for time 1o bring in the reign
of wight and justice. Such men
may bhave thelr uses in  nssist-

ing to worlk out tha problom of the
colored race. Dut they are not the
sufest guidos for tho rass, though they
may do well in keeping v it courngo
and spieit, It will be more secure in
following tho counsal nnd lendership of
men ke Bruce, who bettor undepstend
its character and condition.

PROINIBITION IN TW0O BTAVES.
To-day P*ennsylvania wiil vote on the
proposed amendiment 10 the constitu-
tion prohibiting the manufacture and
sale of liguors in that state. The eam-
paign on both sides had been very avtive
up to tho date of the *Johnstown ea'wm-
ty , but since then the poaople of Penn-
aylvanin have given little attention to
anything of a public nature, besides the
torrible loss of lifo und proporty by the
floods, and the duty of providiag for the
survivors and replacing what was
swept nway. There was no doubt before
this vigitation that the vote of tho state
world be overwhelmiogly against the
proposed amendment, and it is now be-
lHoved, mather curlously as some may
think, that an eifoct of the disastor will
be to swell the adverse majority, There
ave two good rensons for this viow, one
that the probibitionists have been un-
able to enlist the publie attention, and
the other that people who befors fa-
vored the amendment will now be less
disposed to give up the revenuo to be

derived under a high license system
from the sale of liquors. The defest of
the amendment by at least a hundred
thousuna majority, with a groatly re-
duced vote, would not o at all surpris-
ing. but in any event the popular
verdiot against Lhis effort to engraft o
prohibition amendmant on tha constitu-
tion of the stite promises to be a0 large
ns to conslitute n vigorous robuke of fts
nuthors and ndvoontos and AG equuliy
strong endorsoment and vindieation of
tho poliey of high license. That policy
has been on trigl in Pennsvlvania for
something ovor n year, nnd the excel-
lent results from it in tha largor cities
have supplied a most convinplng argu-
ment agninst resorting to n policy which
has failed of its purpose in avory state
whore it has been adopted. Vhen to-
dny closes Pennsylvania will have taken
n place in the list of states which
during the last two or.threo years have
rejected  prohibitory  constitutional
amendmonts.

On Thursday, RRhode Island will sottle
thy question whether the amendment
she adopted in 1856 shall romain., Tt is
not questionablo that prohibition has
fafled in that state. In the prineipal
clty of the state, Providence, the
nimbor of places whore Hquor is sold s
larger thaa under hign license, and the
syme s true of nearly ovory town in
IThode Island with any considerable
manufacturing  population. The best
proof of the failure of prohibition in the
state isin the facy thatso large a pro-
portion of the people demanded its ro-
penl that after nearly three yenrs’ trial
the legisinture yielded and resubmitted
the question, The rosult in Rhode
Island {8 not so clearly foroshadowod na
in Pennaylvanin, but the most trusts
worthy advices indicate the abrogation
of the amendment. The experience of
Rhodo Istand with prohibition hns
shown clenrly that nothing short of a
general sentiment in favor of the policy
e¢nn secure its enforcement in anything
like a sntisfactory manner, and in no
stute having prohibition is the senti-
maont in sunport of it general. The ab-
rogation of the amendmeut in Rhode
Island would be even more Sigunificant
than the defeat of the proposed amend-
ment in Pennsylvania,

LEADING stook men are in favor of
inaugurating aseries of prize stock ex-
hibitions in Omaha. A fat stock show
should by all means be encouraged, It
would be sure to attract the intorest ol
onttle breeders throughout this and
neighboring states and would lead to
benaficinl results. Nebraska is gradu-
ally becoming a great cattle breeding
state, and its fine stock will compare fa-
vorably with any in the country. Ex-
clusive fine stock exhibitions take piace
annually in the older states and the dis-
plays made annually by the farmers of
Ohio, Illinois, New York,Massachusotts
and elsewherc huve won world-renowned
reputations. Such a project should no
longer be put off in Nebraska and o
churacteristio exhibition of our fine cat-
tle would fix our place permantly
among the great cuttle breeding states,

Asa preliminnry Lawyer Wheedon, counsel
for Dean and Cooper, and Councllman Bush
nell Indulgod in o histle tilt,  Though somo-
what caustio, they smolced the pipe of poace
after adjournment and dubbed It a litlé
pleasantey, During tho bour, howaver, It
developed that the eommittoo is sitting as o
grand Jury rathor thon o trial jury, dovelop-
Ing ovidenco upon whioh to bass an aolion
providing enough is found. After the first
wituoss had been examined, Mr. Wheedon
statod that he was ready to put on witnesses
A8 8000 w8 the prosecution rested, but thay
he first desired that it mako (ts case, Strode
responded thut the proscoution had mores
tostimony which could be used in rebuttal.
Wheodon thought it proper for him to make
his case while ho was at It, and so statod.
Strodo nguin retorted that the proscoution
had & good, prima facle case, and Bushnell
chipped In with the statemont that the com-
mittea was simply heaving evidence and
would take it as it eame, and when it got
through would probably muake a flnding of
faota,

Thomas Doyle, n laborer, was firat sworn,
He stated that he superintonded the masous
on Miller's sower contract; that the inapee-
tor inatructed the “mixers" to use two sacks
of sand to one of cement; that this was done
while the inspector was near, but when he
was away they usod from seven toton of
sand to one of cement; that, niso, when the
inapector was away ''bata wero used in the
walls nstoad of whole bricks. On oross-
examination the witness stated that he had
not squealod because he did not wish to get
fired from his job, for the reason that on
settling with him thoy paid him 20 cents an
hour for his worl.

Ex-Councllman Burks then answered to
Judge Mason’s catechism for the defouse,
He told about the bond deal, dwelling upon
the aifficulty the ecity had in pinclng the bonds
and of the contract made with Clark and
Lewis & Lowis. These parties would not
have tho intersection bonds uniess they could
have the district bonds also. Witness could
not remember of but one contract. Dealers
were to sell the bonds at par and recoive 2

r ceat commission. The charter prohib-
itea selling at less than par.  Witness
admitted, howaver, that if premiums were
received thoy should have boen accounted
for, but no one expocted a promium, and all
were therefore satisfied with var,

Judge Masongannounced that he would
prove ot the prober ime that 8100,000 of tho
intersection bonds were sold by these agents
for $00,000, but that they accounted to the
oity for the par yalue of the same,

Ex-Councilman Billingsley wos next sworn,
He stated thathe was chairman of the finance
committee whgn the bond deal was made,
and detailed the effort that had been made to
place the bon The witness also stated
that Lincoln's inflebtadnoss in 1838 was about
30 per cent of th® ussessod valuation: that in
Massachusetts, Connecticut und New Hamp-
shire, whero most of western municipal
bonds were sold savings banlks could not in-
vest in them if the assessed valuations ran
ovor 5 par cents but, explaining, he satd that
the high proportion was probably due to tha
lax judgment of the assessor, He further
stated that the city was glad to be able to
sell the bonds, and that the agents ought to
account to the eity on the sales, if they had
not. Witness admitted that Still Bros, and
others had oriticised the transaction,
saying that they would have been
glad to have had the contract
and guarantes a premivm, but ample notice
had beon given ana they were mum when
time was money.

Courtney asked the witness to give his
opinion as to the liability of Clark & Lewis
to the city for the amount received nbove par
on the sale of the bonds, and he retorted
sharply but laughingly that it was in evi-
dence that his opinion wak worth 850 in such
matters, and that he wonld have to have his
fee before giving his answer,

Billingsley and Courtney indulged in two
or thressharp speeches during the morning,
The former, however, admitted that someof
the acts of tho coungil in the bond deal
might be criticised, but that he thought then
and thinks now thut they were doing the
pest thing posssble for the city. He was
unshalken i eross-examination.

Joe Burns was recalled, but the old war

PORT-AU-PRINCE NOT TAKEN,

Rippolyte Has the City Surrounded,
But Has Not Entered,

New Youk, June 17,—|Special Telegram
to Tnr Hig,|—The story denying the report
tiial Mippolyle, tho Haytion insurgent gen-
oral, had captured Port-au-Prince, was con-
firmed today by Johannes Hansteadt, rop-
resentauve of Hippolyte in 1 this oity. Han-
steadl said at the time tho report of the cap:
ture of Port-au-Prince was recelved at this
oity via London he knew It was untrue, as ho
had been lkapt posted ns to tho movements of

his chiel, 13esides this, ho sald that Hippo-
/Lo was too cantious a man to attempt to thke

the city by storm « from one slde,
and that white he knows Hippolyte
18  with his army within a I"l;w

miles of Port-au-Prince, he has not
made any attempt to enter or take the clty, nor
any demonstrations ngainst it. A movement,
_howover, is now on foot that will probably
result i either Port-au-Princo falling into
the hands of tho northern soldiers or thoeir
receiving a bloody repulse. Mr. Hansteadt ia
anxiously awaiting the arrival of tho stommer
Sam Saginaw  with autbentic news of the
situation, as he understands that Hippolyte
is working his troops through the Yoll
country to the west and south of Port-au-
Prince, with the intention of covering the
city on sll sides where an appronch can bo
made by land. Mr. Hansteudt received two
cablegrams to-day, one from his correspon-
dent av Port Plato, and the other from his
partner, Mr, Jiminez, at Cape aytien, Both
cablegrams confirmied the report that every-
thing was quiet, and said nothwg of Hippo-
lyte having occupied Port-au-Prince, Mr.
Huansteadt said, however, he was In receipt
of authentic informution that Legitime is in
a very wenk-kneed condition and desirves to
abdicate, but is prevented from dolug so by
his generals,

Nothing eqpld be learned from the sttaches
