DPEFINING ORIME.

Bome of tha New Offensos and Fines
Creatad by the Counoil.

The counoil, Tuasday night, passad tha phe-
nomenal ordinance on misdemeanora which
it has beon conaldering so long.  The law s
so lengthy that several of the ecouncilmen re-
fused to yote on  ita passige, elniming after

nll the considaration which had been given
it thay did not know what it contained.

‘e ordinance deciares cortain acts unlaw-
ful. defines cortain offenses and nuolsances,
and (tnposes fines and ponalties for the viola-
tian of Ita provisions, It ropeals chapter 16,
the portion of chapter 24 eéatitled “‘Lotter-
jon,'"" chapters 85 and 81 of Chasa's compllad
n‘:lmnmu. and also repeals ordinances Nos.
408, 4906, b4, 521 and 1631,
excerpta from it

Seetion 1 prohibita lond or unnsuoal nolse,
threatonings, abusive, obscence or profane
Innguags, anywhere, to the annoyanes of
citirens. The higheat ponalty s $100 fine or
thirty days imprisonment,

Section i provides that any person loitar-
mg about the ety for the space of ten days
without having logal occupation s all vagrauts
nod  all parsons pracuicing any swibdliog
gamae may be arrested without a warrant and
fined #0, or be lmprisoned thivty days.

Saction 0 providos that any persons who
shall disturh any lawTul assombioage of poo-
ple by making any nolse or by rude or inde-
cont behavior, may be fined $100, or imypris
oned sixty duys,

Sectlon 7 provides that any perdon who
shall assamble with an intent to do an un-
lawful  net  against  the  property  of
the ity or Lthe parson or broperty of anothor,
and overy person presont at such moeoting
who shall not ondeavor to prevent the com-
mission oF parpotration of such unlawful act,
shull upon conviction be fined not exceeding
3100 of be Imprisoned not excesding thirky
days for cach and every offense,

Seotion § provides that any persons pro-
moting or engaging In any prize fight, fist
fight, dog fight or othoer such contest Mmi] b
fined between £ and $100 and be unprisoned
thirty days,

Section @ provides that no person shall
carry any burglarious nstrument unless it
be for some innogent purpose,

Seotion 10 declares it unlawful to woar
unider one's olothes or concealed sbout the
person any deadly weapon. The persons ex-
empt from the provisions are United States
marabals and deputies, shoriffs and deputies
and police oMcera of thoe city. The ordinance
further drovides that, in ¢ase o person car-
rying o coneoaled weapon proves thut ut the
time of earrying it he was engaged in a legal
business, and the circumstances in which he
was placed ot the time wero such 28 to jus-
tity n prudent man in carrying the weapon
for tho defense of his person, property or
family, the accused shall be acquitted. Vio-
lators of this section may be fined 100,

Segtion 11 imposes a 50 fine or thirty days
imprisonment op uny  persou  unncessarily
benting or otherwise misusing & horse or
other dumb brute, or using any oni-
mal For worlk for which it is untittew by dis-
ease or physical infirmity.

Section 15 forblds the commission of any
immodest or filthy net in sueh  a situation
that persons pussing might ordinarily seo
the sume.  Tho penalty is  $50 fine or thirty
days imprisonment, or both,

Sectlon 17 forbids any courtesan to ply her
vocation in the strect, or at her door or win-
dow, by word or action, or by her dross or
westura provall upon noy person to entler her
liouse. ‘T'he ponaulty isa fine of 8§50,

Scotion 18 forbids any diseased or de-
formeq person to expose himself or herself
to view upon any strest or public place for
the purpose of soliciting alms or exciting
pity. '1“:; penalty is £5 fine.

Section 20 forblds the distribution of any
pamphlot or other printed article relating to
venereal diseases. ‘The fHne is between 85
and 3100 or thirty days imprisonment.

Seotion 38 forbids sny person to throw on
any sidewalit the rind or pesl of any orange,
or other fruis, under a penalty of §1U for
euch offense.

Section 27 prohibits fast or furious driving
n every part of the city except on Sherman
avenuo north of Nicholns strect.

Section 20 forbids the shooting of fire
crackers or other fireworlks without the per-
misaion of the mayor. The city council may
by resolution suspend the operation of the
se¢tion, on the Foarth of July or any other
day of publie rejoicing.

Seotion 40 provides that it shall be unlaw-
ful for any person to ofter for sale any loaf
of bread welghing less thun sixteen ounces
when baked, The punishment for every
such offense is o fine of §5.

Seoction 44 declares that no bawdy house
or house of assignution, or adultery, danee
house, opium joint, or common, ill-governed
or disorderly bouse shall be kept or main-
tained, and any person who, keoping such o
house, or i3 an lnmate thereof, or shall con-
tribute to its support or permit suy building
in his possession or under his control to be
used for such purpose, shall upon conviction
be fined not less than 5 nor more than $100
for each offense, or be lmprisoned thirty
days, or both.

Section 47 forbids the keeplng of opium
joints and {mposes upon violators of this
section s fine of from 85 to $100 or three
months imprisonment, or both.

Section 40 imposes the same flne upon
froquenters of opiuwm joints,

How ‘“'Harrison & Co.," Duped Coun-
try Producers,

The commission flrm of Harrizson & Co.
hius gono ont of bualness by the sudden de-
partiro of the hoad of the firm, and thereby
hangs & tale, the recital of which will oause
woiling and gnashing of teoth and the coin-

age of new awear words among the country
morehants 1n the territory tributary to

Omaha, .

late  m  the winter, » shrowd
appearing man, about thirty yoars of age,
hung the sign of “Harrison & (10." over the
door of the brick store at 18508 St Mary's
nvenue, and announced bhimsell as the head
of a great firm of commission merchants,
As the produee season opened, he fHooded the
muils with circulars explaining to country
merchants the magnificence of his establish-
ment, Ho lald particular stress upon his
storage Tacilitios and wrote extravagant de-
seriptions of his refrigerator with u capacity
for 20,000 pounds of butter, and his
cold storage room which furnished room
for 150,000, Ho was liberal, too, and when
the other commission firme of the city woro
offering 11 cents per dozen for eggs ‘' Harri-
son & Co.” bulled the market at I8 and 14
cents, The rosult was natural. Consign-
monts came w0 him in large numbers,
He refused to dabble with the petty rotail
trude of Omahn and reshipped his products
atonce to the Boston market. He was
Frompl. in overything save his remittances.
’lausible excuses wore plonty, howaver, and
his time was protty evenly dividod between
ahipping goods to Boston and writing to his
custouors, promising (o pay them the amount
due the firstof nexs week, This method was
leept up until July 1, when some of the coan-
try merchants became obstinate. One of
thom wrote that uniess he receivea from
“Harrison & Co." the amount due him, he
would report the matter to Tur Bre, and,
in the course of the letter, ecalled the
alleged commission prinoe some namaos
that would not look well in print.
“Harrison & Co’' wrote a reply
threatening  to have the irate costomer
nrrested for sending  obscene literature
through the mails, nnd of course promised
to remit “*the frest of noxt week." In the
meantime other customers began to clamor
for their dues, and “Hurrison & Co." found
it unhenithy to remuain longer in the
oity. So, on  Saturday night, he
turned the key in his door and
took mtrain for Boston, His mammoth re-
frigerator has dwindled tw a #3ice chest
that never held anything but jce enough to
keep his beer palatable, No estimmate can be
made of the amount he secured by his short
method of dealing, but his victims are found
in almost every town in the state,

I}ut. the messago came too late, the bird had
flown.
