The clerks of the railway mail service cen-
toring in Omaha have been thrown into a
fover of exci®oamout by the issuance of a
general order affecting this division, The
order is issued from Chicago, and dirocts
that examinationa wall be pushed with vigor
from vow until the end of the year,

The order recites that the promotions re-
sulting from good exsminations wnd records
should be inducement enough tw inspire
clerks to the most caralul work and earnosy
stully, but ns a further incentive, and to
strougthen the momory, 1t has been decided
to offer certiin inducemonts,

Clerks of the fourth and fifth classes who
distribute correctly between the 15th and
it of Decembor, 15889, the highest per cent,
whove 4, of 8,500 oMees upon which they have
been examined during the yoar 1580, will ro-
coive o gold modal appropriately iuscribea.
The clerk of the suwme classes who ddis-
tributes the highest per ecent, above Y2, of
& 500 oftices, under the same conditions, will
recelve s silver medal.

Clerks of tho second and third closses who
distribute the highest per cent, above M, of
05,500 offices, under the same conditions, will
recewve o gold modal, and & silver modal will
be presented to the one who distributes o)
por gent or more.

Cluorks of the first class will only have to
distributo 4,000 offlces Lo receive oo medil.

All clergs mugt compote in the oxsmina-
tion, but only thosa who attain 3 per oont
will ba considered as fn the list for the
medals.

Clerks of the lower clagses may compete
for prizes of the higher grides, No clerk
shall recelvo more. than' one medal. Uine
copsumed in distributing will be considered
a8 u factor in the uxstination,

further aection. . O'Keeffe Hually assumed
the responsiility of engaging one of the two
exports, and got Cornes, who took measure-
ments and last week wude his report, which
wus lald bofore tha board on Saturday. The
report was ordered flled. This report con-
tains an ilemiged statement sliowing just
what Mr, Cornes would be willing to furnish
ench article for, and gives the totul cost at
£242.40, Whether Anderson and Turner will
proceed now and sccenre another oxpert is
not known., Turner has gono east, NMount
and O'Keeffo ave out in the country looking
after roads and bridges,

My, Anderson was asked what he tbhought
of Cornes' roport, whioch showed that while
the balcony which had cost #1500, the bourd
had adopted an expert opinion which asbhowed
that the material wlonc in the same  could be
purchased for less than $300.

The commissioner wus surprised to hear
that @ report: of the kind had been filed;
wanted to know who Cornes was, what he
had done and other things of thot kind. He
had not even read of Cornes' ro-
port in the papers. He WARS
ignorant of the fuct that his board had voted
on, aceepted and paid for, a report which
makes It an interesting query as to _why
£1,500 should be puid for a balcony which, it
seems, could have been put in position for
leas than $400 at the utmost.

Al ths Ne=alt of a Trial Defore a
Colured Jastice In Which an
Exoaping P'risoner was
Filled With Ballets,

Getting Ready For Mavengo.

New Youx, July 23, —A Bastrop, Tex.,
apecial says an incipiont roco war has beguu
in Bastrop county, AL the lust election the
negroes in Codar Creek precioct elected the
Justice of the peace and constable, colored
men. They have been earrying things with
n high hand since, A fow days ago All
Litten, white, was arrested by o negro con-
atabie. During the progress of the trial
Latton startod to leave the court room, when
Wicks, the negro Justics, shol him  down,
and Constable Wilson omntied n
revolyor  Into  the dying man, Tho
wildest confusion took plaee, Knives, ro-
volvers apnd shotguns wero speedily brought
forth, People from all partsof the neigh-
borbhood rushed to the soot. During the
battle many poersons wore atabbed or shot,
among the latter Peter Lee, colored, who
was shot down and kilted, Two white men
~—Alexander Nolan and George Schoaff—
were killed. Ono of Houston
Mooore's  sons, ecolored, wnas  killod
by @ suay Dbullet, Two others also
bit tho dust at the hauds of white assatlants,
Sovoeral otheras were wounded. Owver ouo
hundred shots were fived, The whites and
blucks are arming and getting ready for roe-
vonge. There is o telling how the trouble
will end, Justice Wicks is among the
killed. Last night nearly a hundred white
men, all armed, flocked to the scene from tho
surrounding country, prepared to moet any
attack made by the blacks, The negrocs
putnumber the whites,

Before nuyone fully realized
whaut it all meant, Jimmi= waa bravely swim-
ming to the spot whers the man disappearoed,
He reached the place ns the man camo to the
surfece, and was clutched in such a dospor
ate embrace that both went down togother,
In sryme way he munaged to frea himself and
sueccecded in tugring his churge into shallow
waler. How he did can hardly be under-
dtood, as he has no logs whatever, and his
ability to swim alone is almost a miracle, to
suy nothing of sustpioing the wdditionn]
weight of o strugeling and drowning .
He certainly saved the life of the stranper,
s any othwer help would have boen Leo late
to reach him.

The heroie little fellow, whose courageous
netion 18 above enronieled, lost both lees
u few years ngo while picking up conl
along tho Northwostern roilwoay  Lracks,
it was o wonder that he dived, amd
for a while people gave tinancial testimaonials
of thelr sympathy for him in bis misfortune,
but it wis reported that atl he recelved was
squandereaid by his father for liquor, nud it
begame necessary  for the boy to carn his
living blacking shoes, He manages %o got
around upon two short erutches, sod  with
the stumps of the amputated limbs resting on
the soles of two old shoes presents a most
pitinple spectacle.

DE BRAZZA AMONG SAVAGES,

The Way He Managed Natives Whe
Nefased 1o Sell Him Food,

“1 rogard Saverginan do Brazen, noxh
to Stanley, as the greatost of livin
Alriean  teavelers,” sa®l Mr.  Car
Steckolmann in New York afow days
ago o a Sun roporter. Mr, Steckol-
minn  was .to sail next day for the
Francéh Congo reglon, where he had
alrendy spont threo yoars. “No one
who hns ever secon Do Brazzs on his
teavels,” he continued, “‘could fail to
recognize the fact that he was Lorn to
be an explorer. 1 shall never forget the
time I met him far inland, when 1 waas
traveling up the Kwilu river,

“One day I roscoed o tribe who sel-
dom saw white men. They were not
hospitable, but tinally coneluded to soll
me food. After a fow hours | got on
friondly terms with thom, aud they al-
lowad me to camp in the village. Sud-
donly 1 observed a little commotion
among the natives. A few carriers
woere soen emorging from tho forest;
and with them wasn slondor, sad«fucod,
poorly clad white man. It was the
governor of the Fronch Congo himsolf
nnd he was off on one of hislong trampa
through the country.

“Do Brarsa appronched a group of
natives and askod thew for food, The
siwvages thought this was piling it on.
‘No," they said grufMly: *“Wo hiive one
white man here already, Yoo oan't
ot food hero.  You hod better go on
your way,’

e Brazza said nothing,
ordered his eavriers to Iny down  their
londs in the middle of the wvillage.
Then ho sat down apart [rom the na-
tives while one of the men unpucked
his nstronomical and other instruments.
Tho explorer went w work to make
observations for position and to onleu-
Inte his altitude,

“16 was the strangest sight the na-
tives over siw-—this white man study-
ing his instruments so intently, and
liguring nwany on n bit of paper. They
made up their minds that his instru-
ments were a vory powerful fotich, and
that this white man was a person not to
be trifled with. Soon # orowd gathered
around him, and when the curlous
blacks came (oo nenr, the explorer
frightened them awny by his grealf man-
ner and imputient gestures.

et awny from ma.
Don'*t you see I'm busy?
he said.

“As length De Brazea finished his
work and put away his instruments,
Somae natives had  been cooking thoeire
evening meal in front of theie hut.
Their meat and vegetablos, which had
been boiling in a pot, were ready, and
the proup gathersd around the dyiong
fire nnd begnan o eat. Da Brazan
watched them for n mingte or two,
Then he took o tin piate and o
large  spoon.  walked up 1w the
pot, helped  himscll liborally to its
contents without sayving o word to any-
body, sat down by a troe, and regalod
himself with native cookery. He knew
just the effect his actions had produced
upon the native mind and just what to
do.  Then he told the villagers his men
were hungry and muast be fed. Fed thoy
were, witn all thoy could eat, for who
would dare to oppose i great medivino
man  who earriod such o remarvkable
fetich ns o thoodolite?  De Brazzn slept
in the villnge that night, and next
morning hie puid the nutives well for all
they had given him, and took his de-
parture.

De Brazza is one of the few explorers
who are perfectly willing, il neod be, to
live for months on nativo cookery. I he
has no stipplies at hoasd he s not afraid
to teavel without thom. Stanley said
that Do Braz: wus one of tha most
dilapidated looking objects be ever siw
when he suddenly turned up on the
Congo one day, barefooted and in rags.
Do Breazen relates, however, in his story
of his travels on the Opowe, fin experi=
ence that nearly upset his egquilibrinm.
He arrived at o villago one day and re-
quested n woman to cook him some din=
noer. She prepared the menl, and while
he wis enting it he asked his dusky
host the name of the fish she had sét be-
fore hini.  She replied that it was not
fish but snauke he wos eating., Thoueh
he thought tho dish an inviting ans his
imarinntion ot the bewter of him, and
the explorer says ho suddenly lost his
uppetite aod did not rogain is until the
next meal time,

The Wor'd Is Against Him and He 1s
Alwnys Prepared.

A gentlemnn, says the Cincinnati
Fnguirer, who rocently retuoned from
Dallus, Tex,, snys of Frank James, tho
brother of the dead ontinw, Joesso:

“He is nfflicted with consumption and
it is only a question of time until he
dies. "The steain upon him must be
something tervible, ns he is ever upon
the wlert, vot koowing at what time
nor from what direction trouble may
come to him, I heard him say onoo, in
a semi-contidentinl wny, that he trusted
