profit. The forward movemoent would un.
questionably be larger now but for rains,
and as it {s they are almost enough to offset
the consumptive and export movement which
has formed a basis for the bulling of the last
two weeks, Altogothor the bears caleu-
Inted thay, with any kind of weather during
the month of August and the resumption of
forelgn indifferonve, they will have the best
of it. The bear fecling s getting stronger,
and with its development the bulls are los
ing something of their courage. Early in
the day 75,000 bushels of whoeat were
worked for shipment, and the roport of
Inke engagements at the close of business
showed that lake freight room had been
taken for 224,000 bushels, ‘This came m too
late to help the market much, though it
served to improve the firmness of the tone to

'rince Bismarck receives £2.700 a year
and a residence, The foreign secratnry
gets £2,500, including free quarters; the
state secretary £1,800, including free
quarters] the state sceretary of the im-
perial court of justice £1,200 and a
house; the state secretary of the lmn-
p«srlal treasury £1,000 and a houss; the
state postmaster gencral £1.200 and a
house; the minister of war £]1,200, with
a house, fuel and rations for eight
horses; the chief of the admiralty £1,500,
with o house: the chief of the
general slafl  £1,600, 8 house, and
rations for six horses. Fourween com-
munding generals get £1,50 each, with
free furnished quartors and rativns for
eight horses, With regard to  win-
bassadors, these in London und St
Petersburg are paid £7.500 each; those
in Vienns, Constantinople and Paris,
£6,000 each. Of ministers, £2400 is
paid at Brussels, £2,600 at Bucharest,
£2.400 at the Hague, £2.700 at Madeid,
£3,000 nt Pekin, £2400 nt Rio Juneiro,
L£8,150 st Washington, £2,000 at Stock-
bholm, £2,500 at Teheran and £2,250 at
Yeddo. Compare all these figures with
our scale, and | am sure that neither
our mluuumi nor our diplomatists are
more efficlent than those of Gavmany.
