A KNOTTY QUESTION.

Under the New Loaw How May a Jury
Be Sclected?

The county commissioners have found a
big stumbling block in the matter of selecting
names from which to draw district jurors
under the new law.

‘*Unless some interpretation can be given
the act warranting the violation of other and
counter statutory provisions,' says Commis-
sioner O'Keeffs, *'it will be unlawful for us
to select our jury by the wheol-of-fortune
plan before next January.

“In making and passing this law the legis-
lature either through Ignorance or an over-
sight forgot to repeal the law relative to poll-
books and ballot boxes. As the matter
stands now," he continued, Ywe
have no right to open one
and hanale the other, except In a contested
eleation or for the use of the courts, After
election returns have been made and the
voto has been canvassed, poll-books must be
sealed and not ovensd within the pariod of
one year, only for the purposcs 1 have
named. If that s true we have no right to
take them out, and, without the poll-books,
It 18® impossibla for us to got a 1ist compria-
ing opo-tenth of the voters of Douglus
county, as requirved, from which to select
toﬂy—a‘z]u or sixty jurors for the September
term of court.'

It is understood that County Attorney
Mahoney has been asked to give the board
an official opinlon, and until theat has been
