Loxpow, Augost 15, —|New York Herald
Cable—Special to Tun Bew. |—The Maybrick
case found ita way into tho houseof lords to-
day and rufiled the temper of the lord olian-
pollor to an extednt absolutely dangerous to
his health. In language mild and choioo
Lord Fitsgorald asked if during the coming
recess the question of constituting an effec-
tive court of appeal In criminal cases would
be considered, and if 1t were deemod expodl-
ent would a measure to effoct such objeoct be
presented.

The face of the lord chancellor becamn
covered with a hue that betokens the rapid
approaoh of apoplexy. He could only per-
feotly express his regret, he smd, that such
& question should be raised. It was a mat-
ter he preforred not to have discussed at
such a time,

Lord Herscholl coldly stated that it was
impossaible to obtain attention to the nocesst-
ty for any partioular reform except whon the
public mind was excited on the subject, He
trusted the matter would be seriously con-
sidered by the governmant at the comfing re-
oess, as there was undoubtedly o widespread
feeling that such a tribunal would give addi-
tlonal security against injustice and sgainst
such agitation as tha suspicion of injustice
created,

The importance of the romarks made by
Lord Oross lies in the fact that he has been
home secretary, though the little he did say
‘was of such an extraordinary character as to
doserve attention 1f he had never occupied
such u position. Having said that he would
be prepared to express ideas avthe proper
time, ha adaded : L am not
quite suore that, with the existing stato of
things, criminals do not gain an advantage
rathor than loge one by the right of eriminal
appeal,” Unfortanately, he failed to explain

what eoriminals could possibly losc by a
ohange for the better in their behalf,

After Lord Oross had spoken the matter
was dropped.

To-morrow's Lancet, nfter a thorough re-
view of the medical testimony, will say:
“We can have no desire that the royal prerog-
ative of mereyv should not be exercised io this
case, but us a duty to the living relatives of
the deceasad, to the painstuking, lfearless and
hotiest jury, and to one of the greatest orna-
ments of the English bench, wa solemuly as.

dict arrived at in Mrs, Maybrick’s triul was
warrianted by the evidence.

The latter laft Quesns-
town at 1:30 o'olock last Thursday afternoon,
and ter timo to the bar, after allowing the
usunl difference In time, is therefore 6
days, 14 hours nand 45 minutes, The
Teutonie left Quoenstown at 2:05 o'dlook
tho samoe afternoon the Inman liner
did, and her time up to the time of sighting
her off the bar was a:ncllt 0 days 16 hours
95 minutes, It muat have boen close steam-
ing nll the way over, and It is conjectursad
that the two vessels could not have lost
sight of each other during the trip, execpt,
perhaps, when it was foggy. The Teutonic’s
time I8 12 hours and 18 minutes behind the
best time made by the Inman line
steamer City of Paris, and the City of
New York is over eleven hours behind her
sister ship'a record. It wias said that an en-
tiroly new sot of engines were fitted in the
City of New York at Liverpool, and that
miy account for her fatlure to make such a
brilliant trlumph as it was supposed she
would.

The machmery is all
velow the water line, Thers are twelve
bollera from 12 to 124 feet in diameter each
und 17 teet long, with six furnaces in
anch, The whole of the machinery for
working either sorew 1s shut off completely
from its neighbor by fore and aft bulkheads,
which extond from the after and of the en-
gine room to the forward end of the foremost
coul bunker.

Cheokered Oareer of the Late Judge
Terry's Wife.

A WARRANT FOR FIELD'S ARREST

Mrs. Terry Eager to Prosecute the
Justice—Nagle Says That the
Victim Was Armed With
a Knife,

Romembered at Her Old Homae,

Cira Giranpeav,Mo., August 15.—[Speoal
Telegram o Tur Hue, |—Sarah Althea HIll,
whoso stormy carcer in Callfornia has given
her national notorlety, was borp/in’this town
thirty-nine years ago., She comes of good
stock, her fatber bsing Samuel Hill, s prom-
inent attorney, and her mother Julia Sloan,
tho daughter of a wealthy lumber dealer.
She has one brother, Hiram Morgan Hill
Her parents died In 1854, leaving the two
orphans an eatate of $40,000, Sarah 18 ro-
lated to some of tne best families in the
county. She attended school at Danvlille,
Ky., and flnally gradoated from St. Vincent
convent, this town. She had a roverness in
the person of & Mra, Barrall, sister of ox-
Congressman Hatoher.

Her grandfather, Hiram Sloan, was her
guardian, and appears to have hold a slack
rein. The young woman developed a spirited
temper, and soon after reaching legal age
made her wmoney fly, She grew up into
womanhood in much her own way, and was
noted for her beauty and temper. She was
8 “‘schemer’ above all things, and this mado
her unpopular among her girl companions.
It was said of her,too, that though sahe was o
spendthrift, she worlhlp%ad mouey and gave
her attention mostly to those who possessed
it. She is romembered by her friends here
us somoething of a flirt, and at one time is
snid to have had three engagements to marry
on her hands. One of tho parties, Leandor,
is now a prominent politiclan in southeast-
ern Missourl, and aunother resides in St

Louis, Her conqueats were nuvmer-
ous during the time she held sway.
She wns  fast, but her nameo

was never tarnished with scandal,

In love affairs Sarah was tyrannical and
more than one of her lovers had to suifer her
iron rule and eccentric whims. It is aaid she
reslly loved one young fellow named Wil
Shaw. They were engaged to be married,
but as the result of a tiff the younz man de-
tormined to break the engagement. Sarah
heard of this, and when next he ealled she
was 80 charming that he pressed his suit
with more ardor than ever, when she had
her revenge by snubblng him, The story
goes that she really wanted and expeoted
him to return, but he did not, and In Sep-
tember, 1870, disgusted and broken-hearted,
and with only the shadow of her fortune,
she started for Cuelifornia.

A young uncle named Willinm Sloan ae-
companied her to the coast. He was wealthy
und took his handsome niece to his mother's
home. Surah and the old lady did notlive in
harmony and Sloan gave the girl & fine suit
of rooms inn hotel. It was there she met

If it is rafused the matter will be ap-
pealed, Unitea States Marshal Franks has
secured from Nagle the details of the affair,
Nogle suys he is confident that Terry
drow back his hand after striling Jus-
tice Field for the purpose of pulling
from his coat a knife he was presumed to be
carrying, as he once made affidavit that he
always went srmed, It s the theory of
those about the United States marshal’s of-
flce that Mrs, Terry, when she threw herself
on her husband’s body, took & weapon from
him, though when the ‘:od,y was searched no
waospon was found,

The warrant upon which the arraat of Jus-
tice Field s expected to be made was {ssued
by Justice of the Peace H. V. J. Swain, of
Stockton, and s addressed to the sheriff of
the county. The sherif ean not arrive in
this pcity until to-night, and it is thought
probable that he will not attempt to serve
the warrant until to-morrow. No course hus
been outlined by the friends of Justice Field
as to the action he will take under the eir-
cumstances, beyond the statement made by
the attorneys for Nagle in Stockton to-day
that Justice Fleld would appear at any time
if  desired. The warranv [for his
arrest was issued solely upon compiaint of
Miss Terry, who did not witness the shoot-
ing, 8o far as the evidence given before the
coroner’s jury showed, In fact, no evidence
was glven connecting the justice with the
tragedy in any way, beyond the fact that he
was assaulted by Terry, For this reason the
uttorney who appeared for the state, in the
sbsence of tha district atlorney, refused to
Issue a warrant, and 1t was issued oo Mrs.
Terry’s complaint in consequence,

THE OLD DOMINION.

Virginia Pemocrata Nominate, and
Denounce the Republican Party.

Rionmoxp, Va., August 15.—Thae state
democratic convention met at 10 o'clock this
mornlng and procesded to take a second bal-
lot for governor. Before the roll call was
completed Cantain Phil McKiuney was nom-
mated by acclamation, J, Hoge Tyler,
of Pulaski, wns nominated for lieutenant
governor by acclamation, The convention
next proceeded to make a nomination for
attornoy general, the names of several can-
didates being presented. A reccss was then
taken until 4 this afterncon,

Upon reassembling the convention nomi-
nated for attorney general R. Q. Scott, of
Fauquier. Basil B. Gordon, of Rappahanock
county, was selected chalrman of the stute
uantrnf committee, The platform was then
adopted and the convention adjourned sine
die. The platform opens with the declara-
tion of the people of the state that, through
the wise leglslation and adounistration of
the democratic party, the public schools have

been preservad In  eficient operation
and thelr wccommodations  extended;
that the  resourcos necessary for
the conduct of the government in

all its departments have been secured, and
that the debt queation has been put in the
line of final and acceptable settlement. We
would reprobate us mischevious to wll inver-
ests,” runs the text, *‘the reopening of an
issue which has been the sourch of so much
embarrassment and vexation to the common-
wealth and with the continuance of the party
administration which has deait with it so
ubly and wisely, we confidentiy look to its
solution upon the lines of adjustment which
the democratie representatives have falth-
fully executed."

The platform closes vthus: “Wo oppose
the republican party as the party of high
taxes, of the corrupt and extravaganl ex-
penditure of the public revenues, of unjust
nnd oppressive treatmont of the peoplo of tho
southern states, as the creator of trustsa and
the promoter of rnonnfmlmu. We oppose the
republican party as the stirrer up of strife
between races, as o false friend to the col-
ored race and an enemy to the white race.”
