The New Hridge.

The new bridge schoma was prosonted for
the consnideration of the counly commission-
&rs at nn adjourned moeting yostorday after.
noon., Messrs. Johtn A. Meshane, W. A
Paxton, J. . Dumont, W. J. Connsll and
othor parties intorested in the project were
present.

The proposition snbmitted was the same as
appoared in Toe Bra. This was accompanied
by o petition roquesting that tho commission-
ers submit the proposition, as it would be of
great advantage and bopefit to the clty of
Omahn and the county. ‘IThe petition was
signed Ly wvinely-five promisent eltoens,
among whom are she following: H. ). Wood,
Luther Deako, Alfred Mdlard, A, T "U;:'-
kKinn, W. 1.

Comgmissioner O'Kenffa was in favor of the
proposition, but wanted some ciauso incor-
porated providiog that the depots and prin-
¢lpal Improvements of the company shall be
built in Omuaha N

Mr. Dumont, on behalf of the company,
assured the commissioners that all of tho
memboers of the company wore interestod mn
Omatin, and did not vropose to build up
(}num'ii Biuffs, but Omabas, whore the inter
ests of Lho movers intho onterprise e, The
compuuy, he suid, was willing to incorporato
a clouso i:imlmu the company to make its
principnl  amprovements i Omaba, The
company has a charter and proposes to ox-
pend omillion dollars in o bridge, anothor
milllon in real estate, and would build »
depot sultable to necomwodato all of the rail-
roads desitine 1w enter Omahn,

After some discussion the commissionors
withdrow to consult with County Attorucy
Muahoney upon the proposition.

After n short absenco the commissionors
roturned aud suggested somo chisanges in tho
proposition, which were concuriea in by the
represontatives of the railway compnny, ana
the proposition was submitted as follows:

OmMaita, Oot, B1.—To the Honorable Hoard
of Commissioners of Douglas County, Ne-
braske—Gentlemen: The Nevraska Cencral
Rallway compuny proposes to build a dooblo
track steet rallway biridge across the Mis-
sourl river, at some paint yet to be seloebed,
above the present bridges, and south of the
north live of the eity of Owaha, provided the
county of Dougins will donwte to the com-
pany $250,000 of & per cent twonty vear bonds
of the county, to bo delivered Lo the company
on the completion of the bridee ready for op-
eration on or hefore June 93, 1802,

The bridpe 18 proposed to be built under an
Ack of congress entitled, “An wet to nuthor-
ize the constructiion of a bridge over the
Missouri river at or near the city of Omahn,
Nobraskn,” approved June 22, 18588, And the
act provides that the bridge thall be apen to
all railroad companies desiring to use the
same, upon equal termes,

In case the coustruction of the bridpge is
not begun bofores the 16th day of June, 1300,
or the bridge Is not completed before the 224
day of Jupe, 1802, tho company shail not be
entitled to receive any of sald bouds, oven
though tho proposition should be carried by
vote of the electors.

And vrovided, further, that sald bonds
slinll be delivered to the said Nebreaskn Cen-
tral Rullway company, its ngents, successors
or assigns, only upor the exceution by sald
Nebraska Ceotral Raillwny compuany, or its
succossors, and delivery to sald county of
Douglas, of an undertakiog in writing to the
effect that the prinvipal dopot of said roal-
Wiy company, 118 general offices and pringi-

al machine shops, when buily, shall be
peated and maintiined within the lneorpo-
rate hmits of the city of Omaha, Neb.; and
thot 4 violn lon of the terms of said undor-
taking by the said Nebrasis Contral Railway
company, or ita successors, shull rendor said
Nobraska Central Rollway company, or its
supgeessors, indebted to the said county of
Douglas to the full amountof sald bonds aod
the interest therson,

the following resolution was introduced by
Commisgioner Anderson, and unanimously
adopted ;

Resolved, That the county of Douglas do
hereby nccept the proposition of the Ne-
braska Central Rallway company dated
October 31, 1850, and that the county of
Douglus (o hereby agres to issuo and donule
to sald railway company tho bonds men-
tionea tn sald proposition, upon the terms
and conditions therein named, provided that
the terins of auch proposition be first sub-
mitted 1o the legal voters of said county and
ldol.lml by them according w law,

Thut o specinl election bey, and the snme is
hereby ealled of the leenl voters of Douglps
county, Nebrasks, on T'uesday, the 8d day of
Decomber, 18584, at which election the follow-
fng questions shall be submitted o said
voters and voted upon in the form and man-
nor following '

Shall the connty of Douglas, Nebraska,
fssue its coupon bonds to nid the Nebraska
Contral rallway company 1 the construction
of a raillroad bridge ueross the Missouri river
al Omaba, Neb,; sald bonds to amoont to tho
sum of 850,000, to be issued In sums of
21,000 each; to be made payable Lo bearer; to

duted on the st day of Junuary, 1661; o
como duoe twenty years after the dute
ahereof: to  bear interest ot the
e of 65 por cent per  aonum
payuble semi-aunually on the first day of
wanuary and July; cach of which bonds to

menced on or before June 16, 1800, and
abu!ll ve tinished rendy for operation ou or
before Juno 22, 18021

And shall an annual tax, i sddition to the
ususl nod all other taxes, be lovied on the
taxable property of Dougles county, Ne-
braskn, suficient to pay tho interest on sald
bonas as 1§ becomes duei nud ot the time of
levying Ltho aunual county LAXUS  COMMONDE-
fng the tenth year prior to the maturity of
said bonds, shall a tax o addition 1o all
othor taxes be levied on  the taxuble prop-
erty of Douglas county, snd continued un-
nually thereaftor from year to year, uulll
thereby o sinking fund shall bave boen ore-
ated suflicient W pay siaid bouds at the
muaturity thoroof!

Tue abouve questions shsll bo regardod as
ong ontire question, aod ull legal votors ol
sald Douglas county who desivre to vole in
favor of the issuance of said bonds wnd the

As & conse-
auenee,several clerks were relleved of duly in
Viee Prosident Kimbalt's department, In all,
fivie were nffected by the change, but some
were fortunate enough to seoure positions in

olher depurtments,

T, M. Orr was hurd at work at his desk ns
usunl. He is no longer nssistant to the gen-
ernl manager, but 18 yet in the employ of the
company. It was reported that he had tend-
erod his resignation, but this was meroly o
matter of form, inasmuch ns the position of
goeneral maunger was abolished to take effoct
vesterday. Thisaction also invoivoed the aboli-
tion of the titie of assistant to the general
manager, consequently Mr, Orr labors no
lonwer under that Litle, but is patiently
awalting future dovelopments,  Whnlle he
may roetiro from  the sorvice of the
company thern s a possibility of bis being
persundod to remain, and accept some other
position,

Undor the now state of affairs but a slight
change will be made in tho looation of the
oMees., Viee President Kimball will occupy

The Vanderbilt Speculation a Death
Blow to the Presidénts® Combine.

Notwithstanding the deniala that have
been made concerning the probability of the
Inter-state rallway associntion going to the
wall, the opinlon prevails here that the asso-
ciation will soon collapse., It is reported
that the Union Pacific and the Chicago &
mNorthwestern have withdrawn from the or-
ganization, but wauiry av thoe headquurters
of the former road elicited o deniul. A well-
koown offleial who has jost returned from
Chicago sald: *“T'o a man up n tree it would
appear s thouveh the associution is destined
to go to the wiull,  [n Chieago, it is the gen-

erul talk, Asto the reported withdrawal of
the Union Pacifie, I actually pelieve, that if
it hns not already done "0
1t will in B short tiwe. On

pecount of the conlition of that road and the
Northwestern, there is uo way out of it but
for both rowds to withdraw., They must
cither do this, or tho roles of the association,
if lived up to, will molte the traffio agree-
mont inoperative, 'There is nodenyiog that
the Intor-Stato Railway association is in bad
shapo, and 1ts longevity 8 a serious ques.
tion."

“In what rospect does the trafile agree-
ment wlract the rules of the association! "

“Why, in every respect, Do you suppose
that the roads are willing to bind themsolves
to maintain rates, nod sllow two of the mem-
bors to gobble up the majority of thio traflic,
and pspecinlly a majority of the through
busiuess? The rules of the association vx-
plinitly state that there shall be no combina-
tions formed of any, or between
uny of the roada entitled to mom-
bership, for thopurpose of diverting traflic.
If the Union Pacitic and the Chicago &
Northwestern did not have this ebject in
view, wherefore did they enter into & close
teaflle ngreoment that amounts almost o a
consolidation? It is useless for any one to
enter a denlul as to the purports of the
serecment.  Weo all understand it folly,”

FOOD FOR SERIOUS THOUGHT,

The Whites and Blacks in the South
Growing Apart,

The Rev. Dr. A. E. Dickinson, the
editor of the Religious Herald of this
city, says a Richmond dispateh to the
Baltimore Sun, one of the most widely
circulated religions papers inthe south,
says: I have within a few months bean
over much of the state, attended large
Baptist meetings and have had favora-
ble opportunities for ascertaining the
fucls us to the relations of the races.
And | may say that I have never known
a more profound interest manifested
in anything than that felt as to the
result of the contest now peonding.
The two races are growing apart
more and more. The colored people
are more distrustful of the whites (Ju.y
by day, and the whites are becoming
more exasporatod ot the massing of the
colored vote against them whenever an
election comes off, Over and over of
late I hauve hourd sotld old Virginiaons
suy things which indieate how intensely
they feel on this subject, Here and
there I have heard & man whom [ have
known for long vears, and from  whose
tips I have nover before known an ia-
discreet word to fally affirm that his pa-
tience was all gone, snd that now he
wis rondy foralmostany measure which
might teach the colored people of Vie-

ginia that they  gan  npever rule
the -old state, To this epd
muny ara withdeawing from the

colored schools any appropriations ex-
cept those ruised by thxes on their own
property. That, of course, would pric-
tically break up their schools, us you
know that the negroes pay oaly nbout
oné-fourth of the amount theirschools
cosl the commonwentth, For one, [ sin
u]?lu'm-.d to oll extreme measures.” The
Virginie whites ought to scek in every
way possible 1o gain influence over the
colored people —inlluence by which we

ey guide them in the best way
ns to overything that comes up,
and Wi ought not o be
discournged, but to persevers in

well doiug., Tasked an lntelligent col-
ored man if he kuew of a single lustance
in the swle of Verginia in which any
white mau was dealing unjustly by
negro beenuse of his color. He repliod,
after a little reflection: ‘I do not know
of usingle case of the kind.” Certninly,
I do not Buow ol any such cuse, The
trouble comes largely from bad men,
white and colored. who, for politioal
redsons, seek Lo stir up strifo between
the ruces. They are the wreltohes who
are at the bottow of all this trouble in
the south.”

A RUSSIAN CHAIN-GANG.

Pen Picture of a Not Infrequont Scene
in the Czar's Dominion.

What’s the matter here?” asked I,
finding & considerable crowd assembled
around the long, low front of the great
eastern depot ot Moscow, the starting
point of the railway that conneects Rus-
sian's old capital with the famous com-
mercial center of Nijni-Vovgorod, on
the upper Volga, writes David Ker, in
Harpoer's.

“Some fellows going along the Viad-

mir rond,” said a puasser-hy cavelessly,

1 shivered involuntarily at the words,
which are a proverbial phase in Russin
for transporiation to Siberma, the man-
ufacturing town of Viadimir stunding
on the great enstern highway: which is
the most direct route to the penal sot-
tlements. But before I had time to re-
ply, a peculine elinkitbg sound—only too
familinr to my ear from my visits to
countless prisons in all parts of the
wor]d-—-tuhl me that the chain-gung
was at hand; and in another moment the
crowd purted hike water cleft by the
prow of a ship, and the dismal vroces-
sion came [iling through it

It was o strange spoctacle, and not
without o cartain gloomy picturesque-
ness of ils own, sad and heartsickening
though it was. Most of the prisoners
had the sullen dogged look of the hard-
ened social outlaw, who wagesa lifelung
war against society, neither giving nor
expecting merey. In the sunken eyes
of the others lurked the hall-cowed,
hall-frenzied glare of the trapped heast
of prey, ns they keptglancing stealthily
but ceaselessly aronnd them, bent upon
nttempting an  escapo, or upon some
other ventura mors despernte still, if
they could but tind o fit moment nod o
rendy wenpon,

I noticed one white-haired old mnan,
very poorly dressed, whose haggard
face, hollow eyes and bowed attitude of
utter despondency showed that he had
reached the lowest depths of misery
where hopa censed to exist, and all that
can be wished or expected is a lessepned
measure of wickedness., Behind him
came several young Inds—evidently
professional eriminals, with a
whole life-time of viciousness
and guilt branded on their
beardless fuces, which had barely out-
grown the years of boyhood. These
strove to ussume an air of swaggering
and reclless defiance; but the poor pre-
tense imposed upon no one, ll.ntll lenst of
all upon the stalwart soldiers, who
marched beside them, who, knowing
well what real courage is, looked down
with just contempt on this miserable

Iaﬂ‘uawliou of it,

Almost av the end of the gloomy file
came the figure of & woman, still young,
whose face, wasted and delormed
though it was by vice and misery. still
bore manifest traces of former beauty.
The hardness and heaviness of the
lower fentures—a characteristic defect
with nearly all women of Siavooian
race—coutrasted startingly with the so-
patural brillinney of her wondepful
eyes, which kept gldncing around with
a floree restlessness that reminded me
of the look which I hoad once seen in
the eyes of a snaved woll,

o volce as sharp and full of agony as the
ery of a sleop-walker suddenly awakoen-
ed. *"Ach, Moeshn!

Framed in tho darknessof the prison-
aar doorway stood a solltary form, the
lust of that doomed band, taking his
farewell look of the world he wus lenv-
iag, The fanece was thatof & young man,
aud though white and shrunken as the
fuce of n corpse, it had o its nameloss
something which showed Lim to be far
above the foul erentures with whom it
wis now his doom 1o live forever.

He was
made to dismount, and in the usunl
stvle was mnde to stand at one side of
tho rondway with his hands pointing
hosvenward. The passengors wero thon
requested to step out of tho coach -and
fall in line with the driver. One of the
Amoricuns was one of the first to oboy
the mandato of the hold-ups, He, how-
ever, on dismounting, did not leave his
Winchester bohina, and had hardly
touched mother earth when ho coms
manced to dumpeold lead fnto the high-
waymen with askill that put them to
tight.

The Yay following this emsode, and
in the samo vicinity, the identienl gang
tackled that stago again, They sue-
ceedod in relioving tho passongers, who
ware nll Mexicans, n} evorvthing of
value on thoir persons snd 1eft them
doing duty in line with their hands
nbove their heads. Flushed with the
success that had anttended their exploits,
the highwavmen had not gono far be-
fore they fell in with two mule drivors,
and ot the point of the revolver pro-
cecded to despoil them of overvihing
they had packed upon their animals,
One of the mule drivers, not relishing
the treatment, remonsteatod, and he fell
u victim to the weath of the hold-ups.
e was tled. thrown to the ground and
his noge buried in the sand.  FHis com-
panion Kept a discreet silence during
the disposition of his goods aud was not
molested,

I'or some reason or other after the
robbers had completed their work one
of them remained benind,  The muale
driver who had kept quiet said to him:

“Yo teconosco,”

SyWell, I will ix you so vou won't know
me,” replied the highwayman, and he
pulled his revolver and commoncod
shooting at the driver, who kept dodg-
ing until the shots in the revolver hud
boen exhnusted, He thon fell nvon the
hold-up with a roci, saying to him:

“Yo me toes, ami.” (Now it is my
turn,)

The first blow with the missile

knocked the skin off the robbers fnoe.
Thoy then grappled and fell to the
earth, polting onch other withous
morey. During the struggle the othor
driver muonaged 1o fres  himsell
from the ropes with which he had
beon tied, and with a rook in hand
foll upon the Dbleeding hghwayman,
benting him ton jolly, The two vie-
torions drivers then took their prize and
tied him to one of the animals and

excortod him to an adjoining hawmlet, |

where he was shackled to  ancother
prisoner. By some menns or other the
two men effected their escape from the
room in which they were conlined. A
posse wont in pursuit, and a cunning
fire was opened. The man shackled to
the highwapman was killed by one of
the shots. Ho was now picked up by tha
gamoy robber, who mnde good his
vseape, notwithstanding the burden that
he was carryving.

Two or theeo days allerward, nbout
threo miles from whoere the fight oe-
currad, the body of the man wno was
shaoklod to the hold-up was found ina
hut with hi= log cut off, but tha robber
was gone.  'ho highwayman, who waa
