AUDITING i:.\!"\l I‘.Il‘A'I'lJIl.H' ACCOUNTSE.

Atthe present time theore ave about one
thousand clerles empiloyed in the consus office
upon the accounts of the enumeritors, of
whom there were nearly fifty thousand em-
ployed during the first two weelks of the
month of June. The epumerators in the ity
of Now York are the ogly ones who have been
paid for their services. Eyory possiblo effort
I8 belug made toclosenp the other accounts
with the utmost possible speed, but the core-
lossness  of the enunerators themselyves in
sending in their bills cpuses delsy in abont
soven cases out of ten. It s impossible to
say positively when any partionlar set of
enumerators will receive the componsation
due them for thelr servicas, Tho oftice is ox-
amining accounts and paying each as fast as
itis foundto be cormet. A groat deal of
comploint Is heard fmm all guarters on the
inndequucy of the' pay for the work per-
formed, but although there are discoversl
many justances whero injustices wer done
enumerators, the only vermedy lies with con-

gress, which the compensation of
the enumerators wpon the work done
in  Wwking the ‘unth census, which

were not so laborlous, Sinco the enumern-
ton wis mm&lctml anumber of the men  em-
ployed have died and the department lus
made every effort to close the accounts of the
deccased men before any of the others in
order that the widows mght not suffer in
consoquence of the delay, but there are sey-
eral unadjusted bills of dond enumerators,
Some of themen whodid the work are evi-
dently suffering for the monoy due them. A
vory pathetic incldent In this connection has
just come to the attention of the ofee. As
so0n 08 he had comploted his work one of the
enumoratons in Tonnessee sent in his bill, It
was found to be lncorrect In several particn-
Iars mud hewas advised to make the neces-
sary chianges, He did not seem to compre-
hend wherwein the errors lay. He sooms to
hove wuited patiently for bis cheek snd to
have gone to the postofice duy  after day in
the hope of hesring from the government

which  he tried to serve falthfully,
On one of these wisits he wus  ue-
compauied by unother  enunierator,

who liad been more fortunate in reading the
instructions sent to him.  Enumerator No, 9
fouud n letter awaiting him, Thoo letter con-
tained the check in payment of his elaim and
he showed it to No. 1, This was wmore than
the unfortunate man could stand., He fearml
that hjs labor had all been for nothing und in
a fit of despondency ha went home, and se-
curing o revolver placed the barrel to his
head und tired. His widow will rectuve  the
small check, somsthing like $435, a8 soon  us
the voucher can be made ont and forwarded
o her, It will probably vequire severs!
months to settle up all the aceounts and in
the meantime the enumermtors have only
themselves to blume, ns the delay is caused
solely through the fallure of the bilis which
they send in to agree in every particulic with
the returns of lm{:ululiuu sont . ou postal
vards, The trouble in many instinces seems
to be that the enumertors got. mixed on the
specinl schodules and froquently chamed for
the sume work twice over. [t is necessary to
use the utmost care and thisseratiny causes
the delay.
