A Berious Hitch Discovered in the Count of
Beoond Ward Ballots,

THE CITY'S DOCUMENTS INSECURELY KEPT

-—

Demanids for New Vaolts—=A $10,000
Hog—Light and Water tor
Avouen—Death of Will
N. Clayton,

The county board of supervisors yoterday
began the official count of the recent election.
They had not procecded far before they
strick o snag.  The returns from the Second
wird of this city secm mixed, The rogistery
pooks and poll booles did not nyree, It seoms
that the clerks in 1'lng out the books found
it necessary to add some extra sheets, there
nob boing enough bound in tha books. So
with the tally sheets, Some of these loose
sheets were placed in the ballot box instead
of being returned with the bopls, and othors
of theso lpose sheots evideatly got mislaid
altogether, An effort was made yesterduy to
got some satisfactory straightaning of the re.
turns, but it seemed such i pusele that it was
declded to sleep over it and dotepming  today
whether a recoupt wotlld boe necessary or not.

The returns on the judges seem to be in
error in some unexplained way, Toere ap-
pear to havo been 153 votes more cast for the
Judicinl tieketghan  for the other tickets, 1y
is not thought that the maddle will catise
wny change in tho results of the election.
The only republican on the judicial ticket
who has not a vound majority, tar peyond any
dinger, Is Walter I Smith. His majority,
s guthered (rom the unofticial report shows
nim to have been safely  electod, 'I'he
offivinl count whittles down his majority
somie, 80 that it now seems evident that his
election is eloser vhan was  estimated o few
days wgo. The connt of tie Sceond ward is
tnerefore watched by his friends with a hittle
move interest  than by others, They seom
eontdent that ke will huve in any event s
mujority which will place his clection beyond
any chance for guibble or doubt, but still
there wis  manifest n nntural soxioty on ac-
count of the close eace. The returns from
the Second ward bear no evidences of fraud,
but vather ignotinee or  cavelessness on the
part of those whose duty It was to care for
them.

The returns of the First precipet of the
Fourth ward were found to b rather mysti-
thend, und the clerks were ealled in to expluin.
ey weve able to do so, the twonble being
thup thoy hod counted up the stealght yvotes
ang placed the gesult inoone  Jolaan, instead
of tullying cuch vote by o sepnrate mark on
the sheot,  With this oxplutistion the beard
wis soon uble to check up the returns satis-

The hieads of the city depurtments loeated
in the old city bullding on Bryant, street
dropped theie busy pens for a4 few momoants
vesterday afternoon and  entartamned Alder-
man Wood, who had dropped in to look aftor
some of the city's business, 1The ofMeers and
their deputies have not recovered from the
press of business that the last days of the
month  forced  upon  them, and great
stacks of books and roeords, stubs and
receipts wore piled upon their desks,

“There are some conveniences about the
old bullding, Alderman Woed,!! remuarled one
of the oficers, as he turned on his revolving
stool and palled ont o bond registor from a
pigeon hole, 1t 18 no trouble, you see, to
getany book or document you want.  Thera
is no davk vault orsafe to go into and nunt
around until you find what you want, We've
potall of the city's important books and ree-
ords right here in these pigeon holes, ulways
in sight nnd casy o got at.”

“But it's not a very sale place to keep the
city's account books,” drawled the alderman,
SThey might be =tolen, und they would
cortdinly be dosgrayed i thers was to be o
five in the ballcing,

“Of course they could be stolea by any-
body who took tho trouble to pry up ona of
the windows and unlodk the door, amd there
would be no chanee of saving anything if o
fire wonld break ont, but to chuck themn in
these pigeon holes and pile them up on these
racks are the the only places we have to keep
them. Thereis not o building in the civy
that could be more ensily burglarized than
this one. 1f some fellow who had oan object
in destroying some of the city records desived
to get anto the builaing he could accomplish
ilL n5 easily as he could get into s neighbor's
UL,

After cach one of the heads of the various
departments had poured this kind of hot shot
into the aldermen [or u few moments the con-
versation  toolke the form of & mutual
demagid for  better  protection for  the
vity vecords, Alderman Wood and  sev-
arial  eitizens who chanced %o be in
the buildiog st the time were taken thvough
the oftices and shown the piles and stacks of
redords and valunble papers  that  were
afforded no more proteetion than pine boards
could give, In the treasurer's office beneath
the counter and desk are a row of book
shelves, and they wero all filled with volnmes
of the treasurer's registers dating back sev-
oval years, They contain the vegisters of all
wiarran's dreawn aud paid, and if they were
to be destroyved the city would have nothing
whotever to show that the hundreds of

thonsands  of dollus  worth  of  war-
ants have over been paid, oX-
cept,  the stubs of the warrant books.

‘I'hese are piled up on the top of the big sufe
in the auditor's office and would be the Arst
thing to go in case of tire. In weloset in the
rear of the ofiice are stored special assess-
ment certificutes that are held in trust to se-
cure the puyment of the bonds issued in pay-
ment of all the paving, grading and sewer
ani other publio work done in the city during
the past ten years, 1f these were 1o be cor-
vied awny or destroyed there would be noth-
ing left for the city to use In prosecuting if
the taxpayers should refuse to pay the re-
mainder  of  the speciol  assessment
taxes, and the result would  be that
severnl huudred thousund dollars’ worth
of public improvements that have beon as-
sessed against private pronerty would have
to be paid by tha city, These are the cer-
tifleates held in trust to guarantee the pay-
ment of the bonds, the city only acting as
agent for the propervty owners in theve deal-
ings with the humlhnidpm

In thd anditor’'s oftice thelr is the same mass
of important docnments accumulated and
wlolly unprotected.  ““There are at least
S500,000 worth of receipts on top ol that safe,”
suld Deputy Auditor Auwerda, “They are
of as much value as any  other réccipt, and if
thoy  were to bo stolen or  destroyed,
it would mvolve the city in expensive
litigation to prove that claims had been
pald,  We have only wom in our big safe for
our sets of ledgers and jonrnals, and we can
an nothing more than pile these records up in
the manner you see thew."

The olerk’s office is in even o worse condi-
tion, The safe is filled with the most im-
portaut books and eash, aod there is no room
for the valunble records.

Taking all the departments and their un-
protected contents into  consideration, it is
sufe to assume that o firo in the old vity
building would be the means of damaging
the eity to the extent, eveatually, of many
hundred thousand dollars,

Alderman Wood wis very much interested
in the dispussion nnd  adwmitted the necessity
of providing safer quarters for the city's
vilunble pupers.  He had no plan to present,
but felt satistied that adeguate protection
conld begiven without plunging the city into
the tremendous expense of erecting o city
hinll, such as some aldernen hadsuggoested by
procuring a specinl set of the legislature
onabling the city to jssue bonds to the extent
of £150,000 for the new bullding., He thought
thiut the oxpenditure of &2,0500, if wisely
mady, wonld afford ample facilitles for °""“‘ﬁ
for all the records at tho present time an
for several years to come. An addition
could be built to the present building for
that amount contaming sufticient vault room
for all the records.  He was in favor of hav-
ing tho matter brought up in the council at
onee and the proper steps taken to have such
an addition built,

The dis-
pute arose over the duke's attentions to
n girl, and roeached its elimux in the
Nontyeket mate seizing the future king
of Englund and hueling him downstaivs,
An eye-witnessof the affair was wonl in
aftor yoars to ndd ns o decorative detail
thnt the click of the duko’s sword-hit
wing heard on every staler, Groone at
once went aboard his own ship and re-
fused to obey n sumimons from the nd-
miral,who, it afterwnrds transpired, had
intended to muke the plucky Naotucket
mun nn officer in the Euglish nrmy.

All tho stratogie resources of o quick,
rendy mind wore often ealled into play
during n whaleman's enrecr, not only in
wonthering storms and in avolding de-
struction of bonts and loss of life when
attacking  whales, but also in escaping
mussacre from savago i=lnnders and in
outwitting pirates. In 1819 the whales
ship Syren, while on a voyage to the
eastwird of Cape Horn, met with an ad-
venture which would have proved fatal
to all hands but fora quick strategem of
the mute,

One fing day, off one of the Pelew
islands, nll the boats being aftor whales,
and but o fow men left aboard the vessel,
w large band of armed natives suddenly
swarmed over the bulwarks,  The crew
flod to the rigging, leaving the naked,
howling savoges incommand of the ship.

The mate, on coming alongside, took
in the situation at & glance, nnd quickly
ordered the men to open the arm chests
and seatter on deck all the tacks they
could find, Inn moment it [nivly rained
tacks upon the naked savages, Tho
deek was soon covered with these little
nails, They piercod the feet of the
[slanders, who danced about with pain,
which incrensed with every step they
took, until, with yells of rage and agony,
they tumbled headlong into the sea and
swam ashore.  Unforlunately in the
struggle the male received an arrow
wound just over one of his oyes and was
obliged to retive from the sea,

Under the cireumstances, thoarefore,
the appearance of his new, book en-
titled, “La Tout Paris {8 engerly
awaited both on the bauks of the Seino
and abroad, It is to be about Parvis,
wlitieal  Paris,  socinlist  Paris, and
frerary, and artistic, and dewmntie, and,
of course, fast Pavis.

Philosophiers on Newspapers,

We have lately learned, through the
reminiscencesof their disciples, how two
of the most eminent thinkers of our time
—Schopenhaver and Emerson—regarded
the modern newspuper, says the New
York Ledger., Schopenhavey, it must
be remembered, was fond of veading the
London Times; (vt wos, therefore, the
highest type of the daily newspaper that
ho had in his mind.  He found much
more in it, however, o blame than to
prafse.  He used to call the newspaper
the second hand of the wateh of history;
adding that not only I itol less noble

metul than the two other bands, bat it
seldom  goes  vight. He points
out what, indecd. can havdly ba dis-

puted, that in  cditorinl articles, which
pliay the part of ehorus to the drama of
contemporiary events, exaggevition is us
essentiol as il is upon the stage. They
inovitably moke the utinost possible oul
of every ocourrence.

In Schopenhaner’s opinion the resull-

ant excess of emphasis made newspapers
i sourco of contagion to style in litera-
ture.  He also thought that  the system
of anonymity broeds s disingenuous spivit
which affects the fornm noe less than the
matter of newspaper utberanees,
BOn the other hund, Emerson took o
more optimistic, though  still diserimi-
nuting,  view  of  newspapers, Elv
recognized  that  “pewspapers  haye
done  much to  abbreviate expros-
sion, and so to improve style”
1o forsaw, too, though he was speaking
a quarter of o century ngo, that daily
journals wore to occupy i very lurge
share of altention during oupr gen-
eration. He added thut *'the most
studious and engaged man can only
neglect them at his cost.™ At the snme
time he cautions such men to read the
daily newspapers eclectically, and not
omnivorously, column by column, **Re-
member,” hesays, “that newspapoers are
mude for everybady, and don’t try to get
what isn’t meant for you,”
