eemun drew his vistol and threatened to
uell the riot If he killed every mau there.

J. V., Wolfe of Luncaster county, contostant
in the case of State Treasurer FLILL, testified
ns Lo the length of his residence in Nebraska,
stating it to be nineteon year's.

Frank W, Marsh of Omahs wos next called,
He spiot nourly all of election day at the

olling place of the First procinet of the

Cifth ward in Omaha, hmnllhm domogratie,
republican and independent state  tiekets,
principally democratic tickets, and all in the
interest of the prohibitory amendment, At
first, he sald, he was troated very gentle-
munly, but after the crowa discovernd that
he was peddling  prouibition tickets they
troated him shamoefully, seoking to engapge
hit in o fight. ‘The judge of olection at the
polling pluce ctlled  him the worst name pos-
sibla o nl-ply to n human being, He (the
witness) (i nothing whatever but attend  to
lns own business, but he was arrested by “'a
damocrat and given o republican ride in o
republican hack to the pollga stavion,''  \Wit-
ness thought the polling place in Omahin on
oloctlon day very diangerous for prohihition-
ists. There wns o widespread prejudice
agninst all prolibitionists and Powers men.

On eross-examination witness stuted Lthat wo
his knowledge no mag wius  prevented from
voling as he ploased. Some were interfered
with, but all voted In the end,

Anothor witness tostitied  that he was
ariven nway from the polls in Omaha be-
eouso he was peddiing  prohibltion  tickets.
Somebody ponred a bottle of Hguor In his
pocket and he afterwards received a deluge
of brandy on his head.

Chnrles Hoflin of  Omaha was sworn.  Ha
disteibuted prohipition tickets on election
day at the polling plaee of the First procinet
of the Sixth waed and was not molested in
any way. Buad whisky was distributed dur-
tae the day by persons who wers handling
eqgunlly bad tickots, Omne of tho judges wus
drank as was also one of the clerks.

John C. Bradiey, also of Omahns, was enlled,
At the Third voting precinot of the Second
ward the pronibition ticketa in the hands of
wuourkers were mutilated by aotis, A man
wenring the personal rights badge picked up
a dog welghing seventy-tive or one hundred
pounds and threw it nt him, the witness.
This man was Fred Muhiler, o suloonkeeper,
He hewrd numerous threats of  personsl, vio-
lonee made, nnd after dinner he and a com-
panion named Koze was chusod aud stoned by
a erowd led by Mubiler. They took refuge in
the latter's hoase.

A very pleturesque row occurred at this
Junctore. - Mr Lamb asked the witness to
whut source he attributed the prejudics
against prohivition in Omaha, My, MeGilntie
objected and  the witnesa pommonced 1o
answer,  The potavies kept silent and the
witness and Mr. MeGintie boad n talking
matoh Insting nearly 4 minute.  After awhile
an uttempt was mide to restore order; but
the witnoess and Me MceGintie conld not be
stopped. Mre. Lumb smiled and General Dil-
worth took & huud,  There was quite a-hab-
bub; but the notaries Anally nsserted thom-
selves and the attorneys quietad down after
Dilworth snd Lamb had exchangod soma
pleasantries.  The witness thought the press
of Omubn wiks responsiole for the enmnily to
prohibition.

Sam D, Cox of Lincoln, editor of the Call,
related the history of his attempt to cireu-
Inte 10,000 sample copies of the Call in
Omuha through the Omaha postoftice, prior
to the eloction. He also testiticd that the
Amgrican  district telegraph company  of
Omahn vefused to disteibute 5,000 copies of
the Call, The agent wld him that the com-
pany would not clirculate sony  prohibition
math = In eross-examination witness stated
thut the Call is o republican papor, and that
during the last campulgn it supported the ro-
publican nominees, the contestees in the
preseut case.  An ndjourmment was taken at
5 pom The exsmination will be resumed to-
morrow morning.

If civcult judges
wore democrnts (ns they arve now for the most
pirt republicans) the bill would not be ndvo-
cated on the other side of the chamber, It
wis thorefors o poartisan messuve,  Mr
Berry savagely scorsd Supervisor MeClure
and  enterad an earngst protost against the
bill as a measure designed o legalize fraud,

Mr. Daniels spoke bricfly, after which Mr.
Georgo obtined the floor,

M, Aldrien from tho finanee commities re-
ported the house billto authorize the pay-
ment of o robate in cortain cases (Lo correct
the enrollment tarif bill) and asked & unani-
mons consent to have it considered, but Mr.
