Lixcory, Neb, Dee, 20— Speclal to Tnn
Bex.]—The twenty-one members of tho
board of trustees of Wesloyan university,
seven of whom are from ench conferenoe in
the state, met in rogular session at the uni-
versity ‘I'hursday evening and an adjourn-
ment was not takon until between 1 and 2
o'clock yesterday morning, The board was
again called to order st 8 e'loock and the
morning spentin discnasing the affalrs of the

for several years and his resimation has
been before that body for some months, As
a matter of fact, C. 0. White was elected to
suececd himav the June mosting, but has not
taken chargo pecaunso the accounts have not
been settlea with the puditing committea.

Mauany friends of the institution have do-
sired n chunge in the office of treasurcr for
many months, but the report was tardy in
being made, which was the canse of much
bickering, and the exhibition of a great deal
of bitterness at the late moeoting of the boand.
There woro muny angry discussions, and it (s
said the good brothers paced the halls, and
hurled anathemas at one mmother for several
hours, Charges weore freoly made that there
has been much juggling of tho funds, and
that the treasurer had refused to pay war
rants deawn on certaln  funds on the ground
that there was no money on hand, when the
treasurer's own report showoed several thou.
sand dotlars to the oredit of the institution.

When these charges were made Mr. lin”
hoff rose in his seat and vehemently de-

THE WORK OF RELIEP,

At the state velief headguarters in this city
the distribution of goods to westorn settlers
ia being pushed with all possible vigor by
the committea under the specinl direction of
Governor 'nayer.  Atlirst there was some
diffleulty in getting eounty clerks and county
commissioners to understand that there must
be system in this work, and that ouly those
actunlly in necd shonld recelve aid. It was
and {8 vet diftiéult for the covuty vlerks and
the justicos in these western counties to
diseriminate petwoen the pretended and
the real suferer, The  experlenco
of the last ten days, howoever, has
tought many kessons that will be valuable in
the future. A man who will fmpose himsell
on & relief comanittes in his couuty seat, and
procurs these supplies by misrepresenting his
condition snd thereby frandulently obtain
and appropriste to himself the  contribution
that was wntended for one who is actually in
distress, desorves & severne rebiko. Only o
few instances are reported so fur from dis-
tributing ngents where this deception has oe-
curred, and the people of the state who give
cnn rely on the various depurtments of the
relief work to guard  agailnst impostors and
protect the worthy and distressed,

The distribution so0 far hasextended to
spventeen counties.,  One handeed and elght
carlonds haye already been sent, und much
of this has been distributed. Theso supplies
consist of coul, provisions and clothing, Of
these 108 carlonds already sent DIty were
cond and the rest provisions and clothiog,
This clothing consists of all mauner of wenar-
ing apparel, such us second hand overcoats,
men's und boys' suits, underwenr for men,
women and chilnlr-.-n. stockings caps and mit-
tons, Theso articles are gathered by the
variovs local committees in the cities and
towns, packed in boxes and shipped direet w
the county clevks of the westem  counties,
who nct as the distributing agents for the
counties.  Besidos clothing ther arve staple
wrticles of food, such as tour, meal, ham,
bacon, riee, beans and other substantinls of
diet. Thon ther are boxes of bad quilts and
blankets and muny little articles of comfort
thatonly women know how ogather upamong
families who bhave such thiogs to spare
Filty-clght car loads of these goods bave al-
ready been billed to the different poluts and
many car loads more will be gothered and
sent before the winteris over.

In all this work of relief the vallroads have
borne the largest share of the oxponsa, It
would be absolutely impossible for this work
to proceed I the freight were charged up on
ull these shipments,  The comuitiee lins no
money to pay freight, and the people to whom
thesa goods are sent have no money to pa
freight,  In the matter of coal, it I8 well
known that ufrer it has been shipped six or
soven hundred miles the freight billis the
biggest part of its cost,  One thousand tons
of coal have been sent frelght [ree, so far,
snd not one-tenth nhas yet been sentthat is
required to warm thoso fawllies who have no
fuel, excopt buffalo chips, and no money to
buy.

History of the Territory of Nebraska
and the Bailding of the Union
Pacific Railway-—-The
Village Omaha,

Henry M. Stanley's pen pleture of Nebraska
and Omaha in 187, presented horewith,
forms o deciasdly interesting reminiscence
in view of the coming visit of Stanley to
Omaha, the seene of soveral thrilling inel-
dents in his early onrcer,

The letter was written from Omaha Feb-
ruary 4, 1867, und was published inthe New
York Herald, February 21. The twenty-
three years thot have  elipsed have wrought
great changes and the unknown nowspaper
correspondent from o terrvitorial villnge in
IS6T returns in 1800 the most famous lving
traveler and explorer to the most prosperous
state and the wost progressive and rapidly
developing city in the union,

Ouana, Fob 4, 1507.—The prominent po-
sition of this territory now asking admission
intothe sistorhood of stites will warrant o
short review of its history, Nebraska was
originally part of the French provinee of
Louisiann, eeded by France to the Usited
States in' 1503, It was soon nfter separatoed
from the prosent state of Loulsiang, wnd, to-

prograss of the terrtory the following tigures
will safiee: Population in 1855, 4,008, 1560,
28 0k 3 1865, ahout forty-five thousand., The
election returas of last full show »  populs-
tion of Al lonsy seventy thousand at present,
These figures exhibit an extraordinary in-
cresse in the past two years, This will be
easily explained by the marvelous progress
in construction of the Unlon Pacitle railromd,
ot which [ shall speak hereafter, The popu-
lation is wostly setiled In the tier counties,
fronting the Missouri river, iud lu the far-
famed valley of the Plutte, Other parts of
the territory are also filling up rapidly,

It1s iuthe valloy of the Platte, now tra-
vorsed by the Union Pacitic milroad, that the
vt nericultural resources bicome npparent,
The soil is rioh and well adapted o ralsing
corcals, but especially do thaso praime 1ands
afford fine pasture for cattle, Sheep ralsing
is now corcled on extensively and as advan-
tageously as on the piains of Saxony,
To th valloy thrifty Immigrants
from the oeastern states and  Europo
nro flocking o tako nmdvantago
of the olieap lends and remunerative labor
this country affords,  Although farming is
yetln s infuncy, thousands of bushels of
wheat wore lust foll shipped to St Louls and
Chlcagro, whore Nebrasks wheat sold at the
bighest merket prices, The millions of
bushels of corn consumed by the army on the

basis  The ninual session of the legislatur
commenced January 10, “I'he messago of Act-
