T'he highest wiges nre i in
New England, The daily wages in Grent
Britain are given for englnecrs uned drivers,
firemen, conductors, switehmen and tagemoen,
The avorage is o dhinde less thun half thoss
i in the Unftad Siates: bt no Hgures are
given for the time of employment in the
United  Kilugdom, so that it is im sible to
compare annual earnings, A bout o of the
Awerican lines furnished res ponses to o ues-
tioos touching the usde of noxiciting deinks,
and 3T have regulntions probibiting thelr use,
It is but o few vears sinee any road plaeed
restrictions on the dreioking babits of their
employes, but such rules are now erowing
rapidly in favor, It also upposrs that the
workers on I8 lines mointain  beneficiary  in-
stitutions of their own, 20 contribute o the
railvond work of the Young Meu's Christiin
association, 21 contrbute to outside hospis
tals and 6 o regularly  estublished rallvoad
assoclutions for the benefit of employes,
Among these special mention is made of the
Atchison, Topekn & Sauth Fe associntion,
which, though not established il 1887, hus
antnl receipts of #1A5L,000, and  lnst year ex-
tended relief in no less than ULT04 cases,
Some kind of provision 1s made by each of 25
lines for dwelling houses for thelr smployes,
16 furpish living shelter 10 section hands,
switchmen, ete, in remote places, nnd about
Balf firnish no kouses whatever, "Phe start-
ling eomeludion 1s nrvived ut that the aver
ape brakemnn Lius only 31 chances In 145 of
aving a natural death, and s Injured onee in
tilch nine years of sorvice. Onoin 6 of the
10,052 members of the brotherhood of rall-
roid brakomen in 1858 suffered in that vear
vither death or wiat disability from acddents
of the service,  Undey the common law the
company I8 not linble where the injury s due
to negligenes on the part of tne sufferer or
auother emplove.  But specinl provision  for
such liability has been made toa gronter or
less extent by Gireat Britain, Alavama, Mas-
sachussetts, Clalifornin, Colorado, Dakota,
Florida, Georgin, lown, Kansas, Minnesota,
Montuns, Wisconsin and Wyoming.

“We have no apologies to offer for the

trades’ unions, They are what they arve
But ns they sre every factlon of the people
turn to thew m the hour of danger and dilsl-
culty for help and comfort. The radical
nud the conservative, the wavward and the
envious admit thav the tendes’ unions are
strong numerically and  flmancially, and aro
B mepus to greater onds, Butl eladm that
the trades unions  benefit the people in the
widest sensy,  Thov enlarge and broaden the
sphore and vision of the workers, They ele-
vate them materinlly, that is ta say ecouomi-
cilly  ang politically. They raise them
soclully, thut is to say, materially mentally
and movally.  And I maintain thot advances
of such comprehensive charietor made, even
by the smallest trades’ union, is progress
mude for and shared by the whole human
race,

*1 need but refor to the events of the last
year for a verificntion of the caira thot to
the bold attitude of the Ameriean federation
of lubor is duo the wonderfully improved con-
ditions and entire change from the defensive
to the aggressive course of the wage-workers,

“The movement to veduce tho hours of
labor has been termed the eight hour move-
ment, not because that is the ultimate end,
but because all pecognize the necessity 1o
shorten the hours of duily toil of all or neariy
ill, tothat number before much if any -
vanes In lubor's interest can be successfully
aenievea,

1t will not be amiss, T think, to recotint a
few of the victories gained by the working
people, The Carpenters’ brotherhood secured
the eight-hour woprk-day for 25,000 wnd the
nine-hour dav for about #0,000 men of that
toade without reduction  (in mnny Instances
an inercase) in wages, The plumbers, staje-
builders, printers, bricklayers, masons, gran-
ifl.‘t’lllll'l‘.‘i' stonemasons, cigarmakers, bukers,
brewers, quarrymen, tailors, barbers, storp
clerks, iron and steel workers, cabinot mnk-
ers, painters, piasterers, snoe workers, cloak
and suit makers, and io (et all kinds of
skilted and unskijlod have secured either a
reduction o the hoursof labor or uu increase
in wages,

*“Thus for the present the elght hour move-
ment s but in s inception, vt I have no
hesitancy in declaring it to be my honest be-
lef that fully half & mitlion working people
In the United Stutes have struck off one hour
each day from their drudgery.

“That the movement is but begun Is evi-
denced by the declaration and determination
of ‘mauy of the largest and most powerful
pationnl trades ynions o Inangurate tho
elght-nour duy May 1, 1581, and of tho large
number of locaul trades unions to endeavor o
iuforce tho demand before thut Jdate,”!
