Coxsraxmisorne, Jan, 3 —[Bpecinl Canle-
gram to Twre Ber|-—An international inel-
dont which has eaused somo ridiculsy and cons
sidorably  judlguwtion ocdeurred in  these
wilers duriog the pust dav or so, A Javuneso
irou-clad frigate liaviog on board the sur-
vivors of the Ertogroul (the Turkish lron-
clad whivh foundered o the Ching seas on
Septerbor 19, during o typhoon ) arerved off
the forts nnd batterios guarding the entrance
of the Dardonolles, When the Japanese war
viesael's name  and  misslon were com-
munivated to the Turkish officors ot the en-
trance of the straits, these oMicinls eluimed
that they had oo authority to adit of the
ironclnd's  passage through the Dirdonells,
The Turks also sugpesteil that the survivors
of the Ertegroul disastor should be landed
from the agpinese vessol into the boats of
the Turkish officials, therchy intimating
thnt, while obliged for the fuvor dous to
Turkey ln bringing the unfortunate Turkish
sailors ek 1o thelr  native lund, the sconer
the Japuneso war vessel retorned to Japan
the better pleased would the Turkish om-
cors be,

This treatmont  so
munder ol the Jopunese  frigate
that he nrdersd  his anchor hove
up and soon after headdd his vessel seaward
again, firmly resolved o take the rescuod
MTurks bick o the place he bad browght them
from, Whitle the Jupanese offcers bud been
parleying with the Turks, the latter it seems
bod peen vigorously “'working the wires'
communicating botween the forts ut the on-
trance of the Dardonelles and the nuthorities
at Constantinople.

The Japunese commander fiually accepted
the apoligies tendered him, trunsforeed thoe
Burvivors of the Ertogroul to the imperinl
yneht and everyboiy feit more comfortable.

The news af the loss of the Ertogroul was
received by eable dispatches from  Hingo,
Jdapan, I belong then aonoounced  that 500 of
fer crew of 554 ofMlcers and sailovs perished

whin she foundered.  Among those who
wore deiwned on this occasion was Ad-
mirnl  Osmoan Pashn, who was at the

time confounded with the famous genoral
of Plevin faome, Osman Pasha, Al Pasha,
one of the few Turkish generals who entered
the army asa private soldior, was nlso on
board the unfortunate Ertogronl.  The Tark-
Ish frigate was bedaring Osman Pasha on a
specinl mission as envoy of the sultun to the
dapanese cmperor, T'he progress of the war
ship Ertogroul from  the time sho left Con-
stantinople soveral months before she was
loat until she finally foundered inthe China
soms,  wis  most  ludierous, She  left
Turkey short of money, coal and sup-
plies and  seems  to  have  put, with-
out  resylt, Into several ports where she
expectad to peplenish hor tredsury, bunkers
and pantries, Butthe supplies which the
home officizls wers ex pocted 1o send 1o these
ports, do not seem W nove materinlized, the
resilt boinge that the unfortunate vessel was
alwdavs in trouble and the crew continually in
danger of starving, She lost several of her
oMeers through sickness, and her crew’ were
frequently onthe verge of mutiny owing to
the priviations thoy hud tv egdure. The for-
cign port authorities In severnl eases refused
to remit the harbor ducs or grant other
privileges due the Ertogroul &% a man-
of war, ou the ground that she could not e a
man-of-war, 85 there was not enough powder
on board of her to allow of tho firving of su-
lutos,

However, by paticnes and through the
drpad 1.‘)&['('!’*1!1“‘{.‘!5 by her officers of doing
aunything else the Ertogroul flually managed
to reach Japanese waters and there seoms to
have given upthe strugele ns & final protest
against the Turkish govervinent's stupid mis-
mmnngement,

Admiril Osmap Pasha, who perished with
the Ertogroul was o vice admiml of the Turk-
ish fleet and a son-in-law of Hassan Pasha,
Turkish minister of marine.  Also on board
the ill-fated vessel were 8 number of Turkish
naval studonts,

News has been vecelved here to the effect
that the emperor of Germany is sonding a
apecinl envoy to the sultan of Turkey in
order to preseat the Intter wilh several rich
2ifts in loken of the emperor's appreciation
of the assistance rondered vy the Turkish
nuthorities to the German  iron colad, Friea-
rich Karl. This vessel, it will be remom-
beredd, was reported as here December 22,
having run on s reef off the islund of Mity-
lene in the Algean sea, vear the coust of Asia
Minor, Thanks to the assistunco rendered
by the Turkish authorities the Friedrich
Kurl was floated withiout having sustained
much damage,  The Friedrich Karl was
launched in 1867, carrles sixtoen hoavy muns,
hias nine inehes of armor, a displucement of
6,770 tons and $,500 horse power engines.

Mr. Hitcheock stated that he provosed to

Mr. Rosewater offered to go throveh the

After Mr. Hosewater's stipulation was read
again at the reguest of Mr, Hitcheovk, who
Kivked vigorously on the clause providing
for an itemized statemoent of the evening and
morning aditions, Mr. Hosewator expressed
his eutire willingouss to produce afiduvits Lo
show the figures desired, and the bonred  held
Mr. Hiteheock o the agreoment.  Mr, Hose-

Mr. Hitcheoek then took the witness stand,

best possibla evidénce of & roturn of confl-
dence, For odght weeks theore wis noeonstant
decrvase of deposits and sn increase of sur-
plus La nearly all banks, and this move ment
alone would moke g closenoss of the money
marker at any tipe. It showed that the
bauks were piling up their own funds, while
customers were dreawing out theirs. The
cause of this condition was, as hias been re-
peatedly stated, o lesseping of ‘contidence in
porsonal - and corporate  secunties,  The
comptroller suys the banks, both national and
private, woere probably never in a better cot-
dition than at this time. Oune remarkable
feature of bunking Interest Is the muiner in
which bauk stock hos continunlly kept up.
During the darkest days of tho threatenod
panie, bank stock remained fivm, and in many
instances it wdvaneed in quoted prives.  The
coinptrollor suys  there s now no need of
nervousiess about the future of buauking in-
terestsa o the monoey market,
