wire mude thern that et
groat  exeitement, nnd, as  wis often
tho ecnso thon, In ashort time a minlature

elty with hotels, halis, saloons, eto., sprung
vn In the heart of tho mountalns, Stamp
mills woere erected and sot to work, mining
proportios were bonded and heavy companies
formed to develop the resources of the rich
replon around Poverty Fiat.  But the boom
collapsed Inless than two years, tha pepula-
tlon gradually deserted the eamp and aftor
ropeated attomopts to revive ioterost In it, it
was apandoned by even those who had
stukesl thelr all in 1ts success,

During o recont storm o man who had
known the camp in its prosperous days took
refuge, For n week ho enjoyed the hos.
pitality of these hapless people.  He found
all but one family without supplies such ns
ten, sugar, coffee and other things considered
8s simone e nocessitios of life, Thore wis
not o sack of flour in the whole camp.  In s
cirouit about the place before reacning  and
after leaving iU he did not see a jack rabbit or
o sign of game of any sort, Thore was no
meat of any Kind to be had in Poverty Flat
He prosinies that they do manngo to fnd a
rabbit ouee ln awhitle, but the country sur-
rounding the enmp s =0 poor it would ne
support n coyote and thoreis not onoe so bold
as Lo vinture Into i, The same moan visltod
the camp ona day Inst summoer and counted
pineteon dogs, o sayvs he did nobt see one
this time.  Althoagh he travelod for miles in
every direction arcund the camp he did not
so0 a living thing except o lnme duck thut
had  fallen in  the path, and that he
would not ullow his own dog to kil
hoping it might drift into the camp he had
left. Yot those people eling to the hope that
gome doy they will wrost from earth its
treasures.  They ave free of care, happy and
coutontod despite their povorty and priva-
ton,  They have. nover appeaied to the
county or the state for aid and they never
will,. Soma day fortune will smile on them
and glve them thelr deserts, they will steike
it vl where others falled, and we sholl
hear of millionatres from Poverty Flat.,

H. Sninn, pastor of the First Uni-
versalist church, at Elghteenth and Lathrop,
devoted the hour for yesterday morning's
sorvices to a reviow of the life of Phineas T,
Barnum. He found much in the (e of the
groat showman to admire, and thought that
nll should strive to emulate his many good
gunlities, Said he: .

he great good natare of Mr, Barnum
shono in every toaturo, No one of the thous-
ands who mized upon his face wera over re-
pelled by it. It was his mission on earth to
amuse, and there are hundreds of thousands
on both continents who can bear evidenco as
to how well he succooded. It wos also his
mission to ontertain and  ipstruct  as
as woell as amuse, and who shall say that he
wis not an agent it the honds of God, His
genius wis matehless, and the world never
saw bis egqual in the diveotion of his wission.

“In many things his life was an example.

Pirst in physical manhood. Although in his
elghty-first year whea ho died, he was well
preserved in all his physioal functious, aod
this was due to his temperance principles.
He was o tototaler from bis  birth, and was
the open enemy of liguor and tobseco in
every form. Secondly, he was an example of
moral and spivitual manhood., He was @ man
of grent lotegrity and rejoiced i the truth
of the Christinu  religion.  Thirdly, he was
an cxample of philanthropy, always giving
frecly and essisting in allevisting suffering.
Fourthly, be was an example of moral and
shysionl cournge nnd, (ithly, of cheerfulnoss,
1is roverses wore never aliowed to disturb
him and he kuew not the meaniog of melan-
choly or despair, but set to work at once to
relteve his misfortunes.

“Thoe law of kindoness was the law of his
lifo aud it was sbhown in his trestment of
overy form of lfe. By it he tamed the wild-
est and most feroclous beasts besides estab-
lisbing his riches in the hearts of his fellow
men, May his life lnspire in us an ambition
to lve lives of kindness ull of our days,”

HE WAS A P1ONEER,

Briefl’ Sketeh of tha

Lifa of Reubon
Waonids,
The late KReuben Woods, whose funeral

occurs today, was ove of the ploneers of
Omaha, aud was personally known to all the
older sottlers botween Lthis city and Salt
Lake, He was gindhearted and soclable, ns
woll ns ono of the most volinblaof the veteran
stage drivers of the early doys.

There are many in Omaha today who hnd
Ikmown him intlmately for nearly a Jhird of o
century, and nono have aught but words of
kindness aud affection,

Sliube,' as ho was Inviariably called, mado
his fivst trip to this city in 1562, when he as-
sociated himself with Dr, Peck in freighting
betwoen  lowa Clty  and Omaha. They
were engnged in frelghting  supplies
nhead of the rallroad, which ot that
time bhad not veached the Missourl river,
They were working abead of tho Mississippi
& Missourl Hiuer roilroad, which subse-
quently Bbecomo the Roek Isiand,  They oon-
tinued to operate thelr line until 1807, when
the Northwestern rouched the east bank of
the Missourl, when Wood sold out his inter-
est and went to Salt Lake, where he was em-
ployed by tho PPatricks to handle ores and
minerals and had cherge of their live stock
autdit. Later be weny to Avizonu, whoere for
four years he beld o position in the govern-
ment employ as sutier.  After that ke was
employod by Jim Stepnenson asstatlon ngent
on i stage line

Theu he came to Omahn and took chavge
of Canfleld's lavge stablos at Eighth and
Farnam, where he remained until June 20,
1500, when he ook alor of stock from this
elty to Grand Junction, Colo,, and stocked n
stagge line betwoon that place anda Meekor for
Pavker & Co., of Atehison.

Ho stayed there about slx months and his
heslth tailed and he returned to Omaha, He
ugain took charge of the Canfleld stable, re-
muining there untit a short time before his
death,

At the time that he was freighting in Town,
Jim Swephenson was driving for the Western
Stago compiny between Towa Clty and  Don-
ver. At that time Colonel B, . Hookor,
now at the Paxton, was superintendent and
general mannger ot the stage line, On his
trips Stephenson fregquently overtook Wood's
froight tralns and the Iatter would on such
ocensions tnke o seal on the stage and foo
abead, There was formed the friendship
that Insted until Wood's death,

In speaking of the decensed Mr, Stophen-
son safd: *He knew anll about tHe stage
business and was a flrst-class ageut, He
wis an excelleut® six-lorse deiver, and al.
wiys took the lines and drove hiwmself §f
thore was & man short,  Ha has frequently
driven for me here in Omaha of lato years,
nod 1 always felt safe whon 1Rubg was on the
box. He was always careful and no acel-
dents bappened with him, He was sober and
straightforward, aud o man whose own pecu-
liar place will be hard to diL"
