IRudolph was placed in tae eage o the jail
office last eveninge. When removed from his
cell in the jail he was as pleasant as ot any
time durlpg the past week, and tdked freely
to Snerift Taylor and the officials of the jail,
Joking, Intghing and apiearing as uncon-
cerned as aoman unconoeeted with the erime,

At Wo'clock the prisouer retired to lis cell,
He hina no desive to sieop, but talked to the
death wateh on vavious subjects. Shortly
after 1 o'clock this morning ho fell into a
stumber and slept four hovrs.  His test dur-
it the week was distured, and on the two

mormings prior he slept from b o'clock to §
and 720 o'clock
A S0 oclock he nwoke, Tle appeared

thorougnly rested and was brivht as a dollar
at b o'clock, AtLT o'cvlock the prisouer was
served  with breakfust. His appetite wis
poory but o mors than it had. bheon doring
the waek, e ate a small pleco of mutton,
nn ege, o pteze of toast and deiuk coffee. He
retubned his perve inexeellent shape and
wus really in better spivits than the ofeials
of the Jall who walted wpon hin,

At gelork he was tulken from his eell and
attived in & neat biack suiv, with sacgue cont,
purchasad especinlly for the oceasion. e
wore o white shirt and turn down o collny,
with s small steing neck tie. At 9456 the
denth warvant wias read to him and he re-
guested thut Lis boay be turned over to Dean
IKeating, who would give it a Christian
burind,

A 40 Rudolph's arms were piuioned and
al 1 o'elovk the warch through the jail cor-
ridowvs 1o the scaffolid begon. The prisoner
wis suuported by Deputy B, G Barratt,

There was ro hiteh nor jar iu the execu-
tion, evervtlung passing off smoothly, Dean
Keating was given the vemaips, which he
will bury in s parish cemetery,

On Tuesday movoing June 24, 1800, the
body of David Moore of Omaba, wias discoy
ored in Allen I'avk near the banks of the
Hinols viver,  The wurdered mun bl been
beaten to death  with @ ear coupling piu. no
wess than seven ghastly  wounds belng found
upon  his head and face, ench of which had
crushed the skull.  For several feet around
