Draflt of the Constitution for the Fed-
erated Colinies.

Sax Fraxoiseo, May 15.—The steamship
Alamedn arrived today and brought advices
regarding the Austrialian federation conven-
tion which concluded its sittings April 9,
having prepared a draft of the constitution
for the proposed federation, which will bo
submitted to the people of the colonles
for thelr approval, As soon as these colo-
nies hove accopted the constitution as jt
stands, for they cannot amend it the bitl will
be sent to England for the assent of the fim-
perinl  parlisment, and, if satisfactory, the
queen by proclamation way appoint a day
when the Commonwealth of Australin is to
be established and will a{umlul I governor
genernl,  Oan his arrival the constitutionnl
procoss of forming a ministry wili be gone
through and o parhinment be elected.

The powers of the parlinmenst as to the
waking of laws include the regulation of
colnago, teade aond commeree, and ave jn gon-
cral the same as the senate and congress
uuder the constitution of the United States,

Aporoprintion or tnxuation bills must be
sent down by message from the governor,
The governor gonoral I8 to assent to ol
moeasures and  have the power of reserviog
any bl for the queon’s approval, and the
queen  may disatlow within two years afto,
it roceipt.

Tho exceutive powesr of tha
woealth i3 vested angthe queen and  exercisod
by the  poverpey puenoral ns  thoe
gueen's represondgative, ‘Cho governor is o
be advised by an gxeeutive council consist-
ing of u ministey.  The minsters are to be
members of the fyderate executive couneil
and the gueon's mjuisters of state for the
commonwealth,  They may sit either
house of parlisment.

The suprome cqurtiis to consist of a chief
Justice and not less than four other justices
to be appoiotad by pgriiament and hold oftice
during good behavior,
