STEAMER'S COTTON CARGO CATCHES FIRE.

Pacsengers Behinve Well Throughout
and Assist (Tie Stewanrds in Filling
the s‘hhl'ﬁ Boats  With
rovislons,

tuln roports that on Thuraday last he sightod
the Inmun line stoamer Richmond, Ciaptain
Redwond, from New York June &, bound for
this port and Liverpool. The latter vessel
wis living slgnnls of distress and the Sorvio
vore down on her to offer assistanco.

The enptain of thoe Mty of Richmond  re-
nortad that his caygo wns on firo and the
Servin stood by und steamed slowly by the

slde of the City of Richmond uniil Browhead
wis sighted,

Cuptain Redmon pepoprtod that on Tuesday
At midoight o lady iabin passonger on gt
ting out of her birth noticod that the ooy of
tho stute room wis vory hot.  She  lnmeal-
wrely gauve tho alinem to the engineers, who
with ahe eantain, and an ex
ntfontion was quickly made. This resulted
mn the digscovery that amoko wis fssuing from
the foretiole and the smell Indicated that the
cotton in tho hold wis on fire, Stonm  and
water wore nromptly injected into tte hold
nnd it was supposed for s tune  that the fire
Had boon extinguishad,

At o'clock on Wednesday morning, how-
ever, three bales of eotton wers found to bo
on five and weie taken from the hold and
thrown overboard, In the meantime the
British <tonmor Counsollor, Captain Jones of
the Harrison line, bound from New Orleans
for Liverpool, b arrived on the sceno and
on learning the eondition of affairs stood by
the City of Richmond until the Servia came
up. It I8 believed the fAre was completely
subitued before the City of Richmond arrived
at Queenstown,  Tho vessel proceeded for
Liverpool and appeareil to be all right.

The following wdditiunal particulars of tho
fire on board the City of Richmond huvae
been recaived,  Thovessel earried 2,000 bales
of cotton.  The lady who gave the alarm,
upon awakening, found hor state-room filled
with smoke and at once aroused the occen-
pants of the adjoining staterooms.  In less
than three minutes all the passengers, lncelud-
ing those m the steerage, were on deci, at-
tired an little but their sleeping garments,
strenuous efforts wore instantly made by thoe
crew 1o rench the five, Upon opening the
hatehwaoy adjoining the spot from which the
smoke was issuing, it was ascertained that
wportion of the cotton was on fire.  Large
volumes of water wero poured upon the
burning mass, but with small effoot, and
until the stoam tire aunihilators were used
uo diminttion of the Hre was visible,

Whiie the eapthin and enpineers were try-
ing to got the tive fimder control another scene
presented itselt op'dock under tho eyes of
the anxious but well behaved crowd of pas-
songers.  Hers pravisions of all sorts waore
being earried by tho stewards to the ship's
boats in view of the possible necessity of
nbandoning the' vissel. In this many of the
passengors assisted,  Throughout the period
of alarm o gale was blowing and the ship
rolled henvily.  Diring the doark bours of
sispense the moss'nf oassongers  wore par-
featly calim, most qf them making  prepara-
tions to leave the ship:

Until daylight oif Wednesday the extent of
the five was Mot known, 5o dense was the
smolke enveloping the deck, The sen, too,
beeame so heavy that it wonld have almost
bean impossible for the plssengers and crew
to put off in the boals if such'n course had
ben desmaod necessary.

Soon nfter daylfent, hewover, the captain
wis ablo to nssure Elm people that there was
no immedinte danfger.  But although the fire
had been ehecked it temitined smouldering in
tho mnss of cotton and might break nto
tlames nt any moment, Tt was fmpossible to
itlsvover the extent of the Hre owing to the
foct that overy aperture in the vicioity of
tho nold had to be clesed in order to provent
tlames belng fanned by the gale,

The stewards continued preparations to
abandon the ship and had 2,000 powmds of
beef cooked tor the bosts, Ovhor stores wero
also made ready aud moved away from the
vicimty of the fire,

Hopes of reliof come at 8 o'clock in the
morning, when o safl was sighted ahead,
Signals of distress wero quickly hoisted and
rockots fired, buvr for two hours no ms\musu
was elicited. Then tho steamar ahead was
scon toslow up and_ goat half speed, evi-

cotimunicated

dontly with  the intention  of  waiting
for the - City of  Richmond. This
vessel  was  the Counsellor, ana after

an interchange of signals she agreed to re-
main alongsive tha distressed stoamor,

A sad incldent oceurred at the mwoment the
Counsellor came nlongside tho City of Rich-
mond. The captain of the former stomimmer
suddenly fell dead on the deck of his vessel.
The chief oMeer of the Counsellor upon the
denth of his suparior offleer took command of
the ship and continued to communicate with
the City of Richmond,

Throughout Wednesday tho crew of the
latter vessel continved t pour water and
steam upon the burning cotton. In  the
evoning an attempt was made to reach tha
hold for the purposs of discovering, If possi-
ble, the extent of the fire,  Foar smoulder-
ing bales wera taken out of the hold, when it
was found imperative to shut up everything
m order to exelude the air,  All of Thursaay
the situntion contituod much tho  same.
There wera oceasionnl outbursts of smoke
from the hold, but no Hames ware visible,

Durmg the day the North German Lloyd
steamer Allen pussed and exehanged signals,
Towards midmght the Sorvin bore down on
the two vessels and ageeed to stay by the
City of HRichmond. T'he latter and  the
Servin then went shomd ut full spoed, leavinge
the Clonnsellor asterm,

On Frigony the fire in the cotton appeared
to snift from time to timo to diferent pares
of the hold, but secmed to be lesssning in
intensity. In the wfternoon of thar doy the
Inman steamer City of Parcts was sighted and
shortly ufterwords she bore down toward
the Richmond and Servin,  When near the
latter  vessels the  captain  of the
Clty of Paris putoff in o boat and boarded
the Servia, where ho was jolned by the cap-
tain of the City of Richmond., [t was azreod
that the City of Paris should procecd on her
wiy to New York aud that the Serevia should
remaln in company with the City of Iuch-
mond,

On Sutupday no smoke was visible, aud ft
wus supposed tho fire was out, A number of
cibin passengers Avers foreed to abandon
their eabins in ebnasguence of the fire and
had not chonged thtir clothes for four days,
Muny weoere compellvd to got. what sleop they
could in thesteagior's chalrs,  The ovigin of
tho fire is supposéd to have been spontaueous
combustion, o
