RUMORED CABINET CHANGES.

8corctary Noble's Rerignation 8aid to be in
the Presidant's Hands,

IT  WILL PROBABLY BE ACCEPTED.

The Genernl May be Sent Abroad or
Appointed to the Clecuit Bench
== i8 Successor Not

L Yet Chosen.

Wasnraros, July 81, —It s sald that Sec-
retary Noble's resignation is in the hands of
the president. General Noble Is not here Lo
confirm this anuouncement, He is at Rich-
ficld Springs, N, Y,, but the information
comes feom such a source that its trutn is
accepted, 1L can be sald that wie secreiary
rotires from the cabinet with the best of
feolinigs berwoon thoe president and himself.
The step is taken ultor due consideration,and
the resignation is accepted with regret by
therpresident.  What General Noblae's futura
will be, cannat be stuted positively, He may
go abroad to Ml a misston, or he may be ap-
pointed to Miil the unew judgeship In tho
Eignth elreult, It is possible that Genoral
Noble's mind is not yot mude up as to what
will suit him best.  There 1s one story cur-
rent thut he will not return to Washington,
but go to Burope for three or four tnonth's
travel, returming after the judicial appoint-
ments are mado There seems to beno
donbt that Gonernl Noble can have this: ju-
dicinl nopointment If he will ke it.  His
personal inelinations are said to be [n favor
of the beneh,  The Indies of his family, how-
ever, are sald to leok upon an officinl_ resi-
denen at one of the Muvopean capitals as de-
siruble.

One thing which scems to point to tho
European appointment s the manoer in
which  General  SNoble's effects have been
packed. Strong cases have been mude, such
us would be used for removal abroud. In
these have been pleeed  the ceneral’s Dooks,
and such belonzings ws would naturally be
shipped if the family were golug to Europe
for an extended stay.  As ngainst the idea
of the aceeptunce of a foreign mission is held
out the fact that the bench appointment is
for tife, aud that it ranks next to the supremoe
court,

Even those who stand in  the closest reln-
tions to Genceral Noblo do not venture to ex-
press a decidea opinfon about his future. It
has been stated alrendy that there Is no frie-
tion between the presivent and General
Noble, They are the best of friends, Gen:
ernl Noble retires, nccording to those tvho
are in o position s speak, becuuse thereis
nothing more in tho secretaryship for him,
Ho hns nministered the duties nearly two-
und o hodf years. He has worked as hive
few other men connected with the adminis-
trition. He leaves no legucies of soandals.
The resignation has been in the president's
hands for some time, in fact, &8 to show the
president's unwlillineness to necept, and at
the same time the diMeulty which the presi-
dent finds in renching a conclusion apon the
SUCeession,

It is stated by o certain high ofMicial that
the president has known of General Noble's
desive to retire for several weeks and hnd the
rosignation before he left for Cape May.
The sccret hus been well kept. It might
have been preserved still longer but for the
meeting of the executive committee of the re-
publican national committee in this city. In
strict confidence the information was fin-
purted to the members of the executive com-
miltee by one who had brought it from Capo
May. The Lll'l'.!idm'll consulted about thy ap-
pointmont, but so far as ean be learned he
did not intimate npon. whom  the choice will
full, L

Denied by the President,

Care Mav, N. J., July 31.—The reported
resignation of Secretary Noble is absolutely
and ‘emphatically denied this morning by
Private Secretary Halford on behalf of the
president, and ns far as he knows Noble has
no intention of doing so.

Wasminaron, July $l.—Acting Secrotary
Chandler of the lnterior department stated
very . positively that Scerctary  Noble
had not  tendered his  resigonation. He
sl it was simply a revival of previous ru-
mors which had been denied by the secratary
himself.

CONTINUATION OF BONDS,

belng redeemed for continuation at 2 per
cent will be prepaid to September 2, 18Ul
while the interest va bonds not continuod
will eeaso on that doy and be paid ouly when
bonds are presented for redemption,

Tho redemption of 412 per cent bonds will
not bezin until September 2, 1541, the dato of
the maturity. Up to date about 11,000,000
of these bouds buve been continued at 2 per
cent.  The comptroller of the currency has
fssued the following civeular to wvational
banks i regard to this loan:

I"assenger Train Leaves the Track and
Several People Injurced,
