The scean was terribly  sublime Maon,
women and ehildron woro shivioking and
praying in the steeots, while wills of houses

eracked, tottered and foll

There was nodeep, continuons rumbling, as
of heavy thunder, The sky was overenst and
the ar was filed with o e, penstrating
dust,  While the shock iastod the envth rose
and fell in long waves, nnd  strong moen were
unable to keep their feet, The panie-stricken
peaple Hoeked to the apen ground outside of
the city. Temporary sncliors were thrown
up wherever possible, but nearly all the mon
and a grent many of the women and chilaron
had only the sky for a covar.

All through thoe morning
slight shocks, but none
intensity that wnich had
tive, The inbabitants are sfraid to returnm to
thelr houses and are muking thomselvos as
comfortable as possible in their tomporary
camps until the commotion subsides.

Prosidont Ezeta is doing evorything he ean
to stop the pauic and eare for the homeloss
people until it Is consigdered sufe for tham o
get biuck to their homes, The towns throngh-
out the countey have suffored more severely
than the eapital even Analguito and Coma-
sagns have  been  eomplotely  destroyed,
Cojutepezue, Santucla, San Pedro and Mosas
huet were so badly shaken that thoy are
practioally  ruined  while the sliock was
plainly felt at Sauta Ann and Susimicpeguo,
fully sixty miles from here.

T'wo people were killea  here,
though there were miany almost miraculous
escapos from denth, T ls Teaved, however,
that there have boon many  people killed in
the smaller towns.  The loss of property will
run well inte the millions, "This is the third
tuno within less than  forty yoears that San
Salvador tns boen destroyed by carthguake
shocks., In April, 1854, not n siigle lhiouse
was left in the clty fit for hubitation and over
200 hives were lost,

The dust and dobris from the falling bullds
ings tilled up wll of the wells wud arinking
places,  Again in Mireh, 1851 ihe vity waos
shuknn to the ground, over £5,000000 worth
of property was destroyed then and uoward
of fifty lives lost, So il seoms that destrues
tive aisturbancos visit the countey al iuters
vuls of nineteon years.
