FROM SUN SCORCHED FIELDS.

Intense Heat in the Dakotaa Oauses Many
Berlons Prairia Firea,

CORN IN NORTHWEST SAFE FROM FROST,

While the Heat Has Boen Unbearable
In Many Sections Irs Heneflt to
the Country Has Been
Inestimable.

Javmesrows, N. D, Sapt, 19 —The terrible
heat of the past fow devs bas acorched every
stubblo field and hay rangoe in the state until
tho fuintest spark 1s sufMelont o start Ao
almost unguenchable fre, Inteuse anxiety
exists throughout Lthe state at this time over
tho dungor to erops and liyves as well. 1o
thiis county nlone over £1,000,000 worth of
whesat lios exposad to fire, which may be
lgnited now from tho slightest
causn, From Fmmops county, comps
the report of disastrous fires, but mnalls
have beon delayed from Willlnmsport and
the oxact amount of damage is not known,
Williameport was aaved from deatruction by
a studden change in the winds, Near Lisbon
thousands of neres of wheat have been de-
stroved, 'I'he next fow davs are regardod
with positive fear of some extended disastor
1o lifo ns weil ns property. BSwmall fires,
checked by prompt action of neighbors, have
alreaay ruined many farms in the Jim river
valley., Heports of small firas are coming in
bhourly, Tho sun of the lust fow duys has
mnde tho grass Jike tindor,

Siorx Faas, 8. D, Sept, 1, <From all
over the state come reports of unusunl heat,
in somo instances the mercury excooding
1=, Near the north state line many
prairio fires are rveported, but dotails ns to
the losses are unknown. Thus far no loss of
life hins been reported from fives, So intenso
hus been the heat in some sactions that work
in theharvest fields during the day has peon
impossible, Many persons were prostreated and
farmors, taking advantaga of tha elear
nights, have threshed their grain by moon-

light. Unless ilmmeadiate rellefl comes the
destruction of whent by fire will be
enormous. A nraivie fire ravaged the coun-

try between White Loke and Plankinton yes-
torday, causing the destruction of from
SLO,000 to $15,000, Tho fire was started by
spetion men burnlag a fire break,

Henoxs, S, D., Sept. 19.—The thermometor
registerod ninety-throe in the shade yester-
day, making the fiftlh hot day this week,
ranging from ninety-two to ninoty-five.
Parties from the country say throshing
gangs experience difficulty in keeping upa
full werking force, the heat beling so intonse
that the men are unable to continue work In
thesun. The hum of threshing machinas
are leard in every diraction all hours of the
night, the moon furnishing sufviant light to
enable the work to go on, men working in re-
liefs of threo hours each.

Dergorr, Mich,, Sept, 10.—Not in eight
years has Detroit experienced  such hot
weather as fell to its lot vesterday. The
mercury roso to ninety-eight deerees in the
shade, causing intonse suffering. City am-
bulances cared for the persons who were
ovarcome by heat and one of these eases will
probably prove fawnl. Work was practically
suspended for three hours during the fore-
noon in the neart of the city,

Curre, Neb,, Sept. 1, —The woek past has
been one of high temperature, cloudlsss sky
and not south winds, which have been very
favorable for matnring the corn eorp,  The
mean temperature has beon from six 1o nine
degrees aboye the normal for this scason of
the year; for four consecutive days the tem-
peraturo rose to cighty-eighth or ninety de-
grees. Tne sunshine has bean very much
above the normal. The rainfall has varied
from none or o trace to n little over half un
inch in  different parts of tha state.
The abonormally high temperatura of
tho past weck has bronght the corn for-
ward very rapidly and bas done much to
make gooa the deficiencies in temperature of
the carlier part of the season. he drying
weatuer has hastened the ripening of somo
of tne latest corn so that 1t will not reacth
full weight. Much praivie bay has been
secured during the weok: the ground has be-
come so dry ns to interfere with fall plow-
ing, 'The bulletin of next week will be the
last of the season and observers are re-
quested to make g5 good an estimate os they
can of the corn corp, conparing it with that
of 1559,

Des Moixes, 1a, Sept. 10.—This weok's
bullotin of the lowa weather and crop ser-
vice says that the dally average temperaturo
of the week was over nine degrees above
normnl, making the hollest week ever re-
corded for the middle of Seplember. In the
state ut large fully 75 per cent of the corn is
secure and more than the nsual proportion is
being eut and shocked. About 75 per cent
is more or less immature, needing from one
to two weelks to ripen. The prospect is that
the state will produce 85 per cect of a full
crop of sound c¢orn. Ralon is needed for pas-

turage ana plowing.

Sr. Lovis, Mo, Sept. 10.—The secretary of
the State Board of Argiculture furnishes the
Associated press with the following weather
crop bulletin for the week ending Saturday,
September 19:  Except for light showors in
the river counties there was un absence of
rainfall for the weelk, Temperature was

aboye the normal. BSuoshine excess-
ive, Absence of rain, high  tem-
aature and oxcess of sunshine has

astencd rinening of the corn, which 1=, far
the most part, maturing well and now ail 1s
proctically beyond danger of frost. Wheat
seeding is progressing in the northern coun-
ties, where the aren will be greatly incrensed,
but {n the central and southern countles
plowing and planting have beed suspended
on aceount of drouth. Pastures are drying
up, water getting scarce and stock being re-
duced in condition. Drouth s uffecting late
potatoes aud winter apples,

All ogrross had boon cut off  from the rear of
the house. The fire had mude rapia progress
un the stairway. ‘Thera was no firo escapes
and the single fight of stairs in  the front
portion of the butluing ufforded Littls oppor-
tunity for escupe, Oun the first toor lived
Willlain Ruvin. He was awakened by the
smoke pud heat when the partitions of his
room were smounldoring,  Hoe awoko his wile
and tour children and they munaved to get
down the stairs only slhightly burned. The
fire did its worst on the second fleor, When
Ofiver O'Neill broke into the rooms ocoupied
by the Schalk family, in company with the
firemen, a hoerible sight mat their eyes.

For some time Anncondna peopln  have
threatonod to build o line of their own between
Anweondn aud  Butte, and went so far as 1o
have s survey made, J. 1B, Hagein, who wans
at the Richelion sovoral weaks ngo, aftor
denving the atory that tho mioe had  been

old to an Foglish syndicate, as stated oo
dispateh of sevaral columns In the Chicngo
papors, suid that the owners of the wine
woro vory well satisfed with tho ineome
from it mnd had no dosive 1o sell, and adided
that unless the difficulty with the Union
Pacific, which gaused tho shutting down of
the mine, was settled soon, the compuny pro-
posed billding a line of their own, as thoy
could not affora to hayve the proporty lying
idle.
