Mr. W. B, Taylor of this city has returned
trom an extended tour theouph  Fuvony, dur
g which he made a thorough investigation
of matters affecting the money market and

Phe vondition of Russia s too well
known 1o need  sny  extendod  com-
ment, he fact that an orvder has
just  beeu  issued  JTorbidding  tho ox-
port of any grain shows  clearty the condi-
tion of dMuirs thore. Aloug tho border be-
tween Hussio and Germauy the Germans had
beon buying  IKussinn grain, but just before
the ordor fortndding any  further export wiis
fssucd the people gathered in droves along
the border nt the rallway stations and pro-
viented the shipment of any jprvaln,  The
IRussian government has put theusands of
people at work on the rowlds [u order to keep
themn from sturving

“In Englund and  Secotland the conditions
nro bad, It vaioed twenty-one days out of
twoentyv-five during harvest thine in Scotland ;
that is pretry good evidenee as o what kind
of u erop they have, Il they get one-third of
werop they will be very fortunste,

cunivd 1 good share of my avtention.  The
fullure of Argentine Hepublic securities has
gong into every home in Engloand.  People of
lurgo oud small means invested in thoge se-
curities nmnd lost evervthiing, It has tnkoan
out of PFuagland millions apd millions of Jdol-
les,  Scotlona has suffered alse, but has not
bioen wifected as much us Englahd,
