Jlo Could Not Sleep AVudnciilny-

Gnrnicn 18 Arrangements
at the Jail.

The throng of morbidly curious ones hung
around thu corner of Eighteenth nnd Hnrncy
until after 0 o'clock , Its numbers alternately
Increasing nnd diminishing with the arrival
ot now comers and the departure of those
who had grown weary of their nonreivardedv-
igil. .

At dusk n force of live deputies began
forcing back the crowd from the Immediate
vicinity of the jail , nnd after succeeding In
clearing the grounds between the court-
house mid Hartley street and the jail and
Eighteenth street , allowed no moro of the
gazers to approach within the lines.
From 0 until 11 o'clock tlio crowd very per-
