THAT FURNITURE SCINDAL

Tho Keteham furniture conteact has
boen o seandal from the beginning.
W hether money wns actually  paid for
votes or non is yet to be determined.
The avidence presented to the couneil
investiguling committee warrints
tho presumption  at  least that
the represontatives of the Keleham
company were nok Averso Lo
the use of cold cash 1if it should be re-
quired, The voluntary confessions of
severnl councilmoen show that the furcni-
ture men who were secking the award
of the eity holl contract hud convineod
themselves that the almighty dollar was
w good argument 1o usae.

The council ncted Ina strangely in-
cohoront manner if no boodle wus used.
For several weehs  the question
of Turniture wus under consideration,
The method of inviting bids wus open
to eriticism, for it provided that each
bidder should present his own  plans
with his estimates,  This made a comn-
petition of pluns instond of prices. Then
word wud given out that the cost of the
furniture must be senled down., Two of
thoe outside bidders were permitted to
cut out  warticles enough  to reduce
tha figures by nenrvly 50 per cent,
Meanwhile nn Omaha bidaor was troated
with soant convtesy. He coula not in-
duce the council to examine his fupni-
ture, and no intimation was given him
to soule down his figures,  The foreign
bidders, who vouncilman say had
money to pay for votes, winad and
dined the city fathers, Cligars were free
and plug hats were disteibuted nmong
the boys,  All-nlght ecarvousals in the
buent disteict ure nlso raported to have
been enjoyed at the expense of the

Koetehum  compuny. Finally, as if
to  ¢linch  the truth of the ru-
mors of  bribery and  covruption,

contrary Lo the ndvieo of the city attor-
nay, conteary to the expressod wishes of
the mayor, conterary to the known senti-
ment of tho community and cantrary to
the principles which made it necessary
to invite publie scompetition apon public
work, the ecouncll voted the furniture
contruct o the Ketcham  compuny,
though n home bidder offered to supply
just as good furniture for $2000 less
than the price pamed by the Toledo
bidder,

Then came, tha charges of boodling,
the appointment of an Investigating
committee nud the incldents of that lone
drawn out Inquiry which coverod aimost
everytaing and made over G0 pages
whuen type wreitten. At the rogular
moating of the council it was shown that
the majority of the committes wora de-
termined to ride rough shod over the
winority. The lalter were given no

final  wward contract 1o the
Keteham  Fueniture  company  might
ba  innde, In this they wers
temporarily  foiled, but on Saturday
night they will undoubtedly enrry out
this purpose,

The gang which has disgreaced the
city for tho past two vorrs, und the lead-
ors of which will retive from offlea soon,
are determined 1o enrey out the corrupt
Jjob which guve the Keteham Fupniture
compiny aoconteact for furnishing the
city hull ar a price #2600 in  excess
of the bid of a home mnnufacturer. The
contract should cancelled. The
Keteham managers have brought scan-
dal and disgracs cnough upon this eity
government.  If the council hns any re-
gard whataver for what is toft of ita good
nme it will refuse to consummnto a con-
traet tinetured by suspicions of fraud
and corruption of the rankest churacter.

Tue comptrollar of the currency
regommends legislntion move clearly de-
fining the dutics of nationnl bank direc-
tors. It is quite gonerally admitted thay
the law resulating nationul bank asso-
cintions is capeelnlly weuak in this par-
tieular, the fact bheing, according 1o the
interpretation of the supreme court of
the United States, that it practically de-
volves no obligations or responsibilities
upon bank directors, Those officials, so
ne a8 they arve recognized by the law,
are little more than fgueehends. No
extended avgumant ean bo necessary to
demonstrate that the law peeds chang-
ing in this respect.  The greater secur-
ity of the public clenrly requires that
bank directors should exoercise some-
thing more than a merely perfunetory
supervision of the affairs of the institu-
tions they ave supposed to direet, anid
while it is trua that perhaps in o major-
ity of cases the personal interests of di-
réctors can be depended upon to secure
from them all necessary watchful-
ness  and  cnre  over  the  busi-
ness of their banlks, the numerous [lail-
ures have shown that this is very far
from being an absolutely safe rehisnce,
At any rate, legislntion that would  im-
pose upon bank directors the duty of
looking more glosely into the afTairs of
the institutions with which they are
connected would be  entirely ncceptuble
to those who sdroady perform this duty,
and it would help o strengthen public
confidenco in the security of the banks,
which must be desived by all interested
in those institutions.
