to it and take hold and make a success ol the
enterprise, The plan Is to put in power'so
that machinery can be operated to illustrate
the method of manufacture. The exhibiv

would mim to show the raw material,
the method of mannfacture and the
finishoed material. The object of such

an exhibit would be to bring before the peo-

le of the state the different lines of manu-

acture and interest them in tho subject.
The advantages to the manufacturers would
come from the advertising which thoy would
get from such un exhibition of their goods,

The prosident was instructed to appoint a
committee of three to wait on the architoots
of the aity and ask thein to sign an agree-
ment to use all their influence to have Ne-
braska material used in all the buildings that
may be constructed the coming season. The
following committee was appointed : Messys,
Hogin, Farrell and HRovinson.

men, representing the four large commercial
organizations of the city, will call upon ’'the
man who insists upon sending Nebraska
money out of the state, and argue the -Jues-
tion with him and tr, By every fair means to
induce him to lend his mEport to the move-
ment to bulld up Nebraska industries, The
committes will then report to the association
the result of the intorview. If any good rea-

AFFAIRS AT SOUTH OMAHA

Thugs Who Robbed John Nelson in Syndi-
eate Park Put on Trial.

THREE OF THEM ARE HELD TO ANSWER

Carlson's Costly Experienee In Search of
Work as Developed During the Trinl
—How the Horse Market Pro-
gresses—Magle Clty Notes.

Tho teial of the thugs who decoved John
Nelson into Syndioate park and there
brutally beat aud robbed him commonced
yostorday before Palice Judge ing. It was
decided to try them one at a tie.

Fred Hagerman, bettor known among  the
tough element of Omaha ns “Duteh  Fred,"
wis thoe first to be arralgned. Howas idonti-
fioa by Nelson as the follow who held him
while the other thres went through his
pockets and took nls money, watoh and ring.
Dave Loescher, the saloonkeeper, testified
that just before the robbery Hagerman came
to s place of business and asked for a billy,
romarliing that he was ‘“going to turn n
trick.” Loescher refused to let him have the
Weapon.

Tom Beard, another saloon ioeoper, testi-
fied that he saw Hagerman and two otlhor
follows follow Nelson to the park aftor he
had been decoyed there by Mike Corcoran.
Word was recelved at the police station
yesterday that Neal Corcoran, unother of the
gang, haa been capturea at Covington, The
chlel of police loaves today to hring him here
for trial, .

Hagerman was held to tho district court in
the sum of #1.000.

As ax d thare was Lo evidencato prove
that Billy Nico was with the robbers at the
time the erime was committed. Op the con-
trary there were witnesses to swear that at
the time the robbory was committed ho was
In anothor part of the city. On moton of
Assistant Uounty Attornoy Doud Nice was
dismissed. Charles Swoarington, anothar
suspect, wns also releasad.

Frank Nice afd J. J. Corcoran wera next
arraigned. Nelson positively ldentified both
of theeo follows ws being with Hagerman
and nssisting in the robbery, Tommy Beard,
the seloonkeeper, also testified that the two
with Hagerman followed the Swede to the
park where a fow minutes later the rovbbery
was committed. Both Nice and Corcoran
wera held to tho district eourt in the sum of
$1,000 onch ana in default of ball these two
with Hagerman were sent to the county jail.

Everybody Worked Him,.

From the testimony brought out it appears
that Nolson came to the eity with €0 in his

cket, that on account o baing a green
Swede ho was made a mark of by all who
met him and his roll in twenty-four hours
had diminished to nearly half its originul
size, The Swede wes looking fora job and
among the wuiﬂo he met was oneo Gus Me-
Donough. , Nelson says that McDonough told
him that he could get a job for him in the
fire department, but it would cost Nelson £10
for his influenca with the ohef of the fire
department. The Swede put up the $10 and
the same was rapidly converted into drinks,
The company of bacchanalians accompanied
by Neison then went to Dave Loescher's
saloon where it was claimed the fire chief
would be found. On reaching the resort
Dave the proprietor was found and Me-
Donough with a pompous an said to
Loescher:

“Giood morning, chiel,”

“Giood morning,’ was the echoed rejoinder.

“Chiof, here is a friend of mine from the
weat who wishes a position as fireman, Give
him the best job in the department. Hals
worthy of it."

“All mght,"” said Dave, 'what position does
bo wishi"

After the most desirable position had beon
picked out and the exultant Swede had “set
up the pest in the shop' it was discovered b{:
McDonough that his services were wort
another §10 bill. Nelson, however, declared
that if $10 was not sufficient to secure the
position he would seek anothor job where he
would not have to put up £10 every fifteen or
twanty minutes, He then lelt Loescher's, to
fall into the hands of thugs and lose every-
thing of value on his parson,

Nelson's city expoerionce has cost bim
ahout §200. As he has no money it was
necessary to put him under 00 bonds to
appaar against the robbers. He has no
iriends or acquaintances in South Omaha,
but three well kuown Swedish citizens took
pity on hin: and went his bail,

Mr, Erastus Wyman, the notad New York
economist, bolng nsked recontiy as to the
bost way to lnvest n itl\?l!ll Allm of money,
sald:  “Tho best way to invest 8100 is 1o be-
come a shareholder in some well managea
building and loan association, They repre-
sent the aggrerate savings of the members,
and the monay in luvested 1n honses bullt for
tholr own mombers, The investment s
therefore n safo one, bacause men will pay
ferthelr own homos and the Interest due
thoreon sooner than thoy will pay for any-
thing else.”

Tho endorsement of so eminent an author-
1ty is illustrated by the experience of the
Omaha Loan and Bullding association.

The ninth wnnual meeting of tho association
was hold Wednesday eveaing at its office in
the Board of Trade bullding. Thore wasna
Iargor attondance than usual, owing to the
fact that the ficst sories of stock issued had
rosched par value, $£200. Mr, T. J. Fitzmorris
prosided ana G. M. Nattinger acted as
secroetary.,

The joint yeport of the president and secre-
tary 18 an instruoctive document, detallmg
the history of tho assoclation, its early
strugeles as woll as ita later succosses,

The great valve of building and loan asso.
olations Is pecoghized and approoiated in
every progressive country., Thera arve thou-
sunds of thom in the enstern states. Phila-
delpnin’s title, “The City of Homes,' is
largely due to the fact that they have been
in oporation there for sixty years, Lately,
speculative concorns, taking auvantage of
the confidence reposed in legltimata co-oper-
ative assoclutions, have imposed on the pub-
lie, so much so that rigid laws have beon en-
acted in many states, regulating building aod
loan associations, guarding against fraud and
Erovldhlg for state inspaction. The Ne-

raska law is a model of this class,
and all lochl assoclations are subject to
its provisions. As the Omaha was the pio-
neor association in this city, a summary ol
its operations is of publie interest.

Tho associntion was organized and iucor-

rated in April, 1834, and began business in

lay. With only n superfivial knowledge of
building and loan systems, mistakes were
made. the most serious being the adoption of
the terminating plan, All stock issued was
grouped in one scries, 2,000 shares being
1ssuecd. Large numbers of the subscribers
were investors, and aas the association grew
olaerthe management foresaw that a vast sum
would be required to cancel unpledgod
shares when they reached par. Quarterly
sories were then issued, making the associn-
tion continuous. To meaot the urpladged frst
series shares now due, amounting to £32,000,
the assoclation has real property and mort-
gages nggregating 5,000, The net result of
the investment is that shareholders receive
200 for 8105 paid in,

During the eight and three-quarteérs years
ol ita existence, the association loaned on
nortgage socurity $71,500. Averaging the
lonas at §1,000 each the Omaba has enabled
971 persons to secure homes of their own. Of
the loans made #71,300 was paid back and
£141,100 of mortgages made by borrowers in
the first series will be canceled within a few

days.

'}:ho fact thata promium is paid fora loan
and § per cent interest charged, lead many to
beliove that the rate is exorvitant and usur-
fous. Butthe bLorrowers share equally in
the profits, which materally reduce the in-
torest, ﬁurlng its flrst yvear the Omaha
loaned, not cash, $24,8580,, The total amount
E«m back, principal and interest, was &i4,230,

'"he nat interest pald was $11,443, equal o
6.16%{ per cent per annum,

The question 1s frequently asked, *‘where
do the groeut profits come f{romi{” They
are to be found in the oconomy

of management, The saiary list of
the Umaha amounts to  #10  per
annum. In eight and three-quarter years

the association handled &337,656.:0, at a total
expense of £3,814.40, Only seven foreclosure
suits wore necessary to protect the interests
of the association.

“Local bullding and loan associations,”
anld the presiden’ 1n conclusion, *‘represent
the most interesting economic movement of
the times, a movement going forward with-
cut spocial leadership or impulse, and illus
trates the benign sentiment of ‘a govern-
ment of the people, for the people and by the
people.’ As a savings institution, as an inven-
tive tww cconomy, @s @an_ inducement
to home building, as an escape from theland-
land and rent day, 1t may be confidently as-
sortod, from our experionce, that nothing yet
devised for tho purpose has been found to
combiuo so large a measure of safety, econ-
omy of management, successful operation
and profitable resulta, as the local bullding
und loan associations,”

Resolutions were adopea ordering the di
rectors to cancel the association’s obligations
to Lhe first sérios stockbolders.
