In Livutennant Dudiey's Behalf.

The mission to Washington at this time of
N. 5. Harwood of Linculn is to prasest the
name of First Lieutenant Edear K. Dudlay
of the Second artillery, U. 5. A., now sta-
tioned in California, for the position of judge
advocate ceneral of the army, Itis conceded
that General Swain, wbo is suspended from
duty by court martinl sentence, will be
placed upon the retired list soon. Army ofti-
cers und men in congress say President
Harrison will probably soon relieve Goneral
Bwaln of the sentence, and permit the opera-
tion of the law which will retlrea him next
month, he having almost reached the age
limit, Mr, Harwood says ho ia conscious of
the custom which operates against the policy
of appointing Lisutenant Dudiey, but he is
determined to see If [t canuot be set nside in
this instance for the general good of the
pervice. 1t 1s the custom or rule which for-
bids the appointment ot an officer to the po-
sition of judge advocate general of the army
who Is in rank below a captain, He says he
thinksit is time that mon were sslected Lo
this position who are lawyers as well as imli-
tary olficials, aud that there is searcely a de-
elsion on record of a court martial which
oould stand for a moment the test of a il
eour!, In Lieutenant Dudley he says he pre-
sents o lnwyer as woll us n military man,

Dudley entered tho volunteer serviee rom
Albeny, N. Y., and wos mustered out in No-
yvember, 1564, Ho then entered and grad-
vated from West Point in the volunteer ser-
vice, He was first licutenant of the First
New York light artillory, llo hns been a
firat houtennant In the regular sorvice siuce
Qctober, 1876, Heo hos mode a thorvuogh
atudy of the law, been sdmitted to the bar
and was for some time on detall in the State
university at Lineoln. He thiuks the hieh
characterof Lisutenasnt Dudley, his legal
attainments and military record demand the
exception of the rulo which fuvors oficers of
a higher rank.

No Penslons for Indian Flghters.

Last month Senator Paddock reccived a
letter frem Isaac Wiles of Pluttsmouth nsk-
fog whethior the Nebraska mlilitia of 1564,
wgo in that and in the subsequent years en-
dured many hardships 1n protecting sottlers
against indian ralds during tho civil war,
could not draw peosions from the disabllitles
focurred in such servico, Senator Paddock
at once wrole to the burenu of pensions and
yooceived n reply to the offect that the Ne-
braska militis of 15864 wus not called into
service by the general government nor
mustered (nto the military servien of
the United States, but fought under the
act of July, 1806, The territory of Nebraska
waus fully reimbursed for the oxpenses and
Habilities incurred by it ou secount of the
service of the militia in guestion. General
Jtaum stared that that set a]:prnl:rlulud $45,-
000 for the payment of this ilabllity and that
aluims for 20 officers snd men wmounting to
$25,720 were pald under the statutes, In
coneluding his lstter General Raum says
that it therefore appeurs that whilo theso
troops wers called out by the covernment of
Nebrasks und not mustered into the service
of the United States, I.hu{ were aotually un-
der the ofticers of the [Tulted States and co-
operating with troops of tne Unlted States
iu the suppression of Indien hostilities, Not-
withstunding vhis fact, under the existing
lawas they ure uot entitlod to penslons.

General Haum added: “*You will observe
thut congress came to the relief of the Mis-
souri state militla and the provinclal Mis-
sourl militis who were disabled by lnjuries
or disease contracted iu the line of duty
while they were co-operating with the United
Statos troops.  The only difference betwoen
the service of thess two troops is that the

Indian Lands to Be Opened.

Secretary Noble his 1ssued a schedule of
the lands within the Wahpeton anid Sisséton
nnd Lake Teaverse Indian reservations in
tha states of North and South Dakota ex-
peated to be opened for settlement on April
15, 1802, at noon, under proclamation of the
presidont yet ta be issued. Tho alloiments
to indians, though sufMelently defined to on
fble this schogale to be made, have not been
approved and wild not be bofore the p. ocla-
mation is issued. The schoadules show that
thero are about 575,000 acres affected by the
forthieoming prociamation. Tho schedules
of the land ocoupies about thirty-scven pages
of printed pamphler and Secrctary Noole
gives the following warning in reiation to
tho settiement of the Iand in guestion:
“Warning is hereby glven that until said
lnnds are oponed to settloment by the procla-
maunon aforesaid ull persons save tho sald
Indinns ave forbiddon to enter upon and oe-
cupy the samo or anv part thereof and that
uo person violstine this provision shall be
permitted to enter any of sald lands or ne-
quire any right thereto and tho offleors of
the United States will ve roquired to onloree
this provision.” The lands in South Da-
wotn will be wttacned o tho land office at
Watertown, S. 1D, and thoze in North Da-
kotn will be attacbed to the land office at
IMargo, N. D,
