Marvelons ‘:I'rnmrnrmnflnn Wronght In the
Parndise of Shorn Salnts-A Fav-
ored  Region  Palrly
Shetehod,

Sart Laue City, Utah, Fab, 27— [Spacial
Correapondenco to Tur Bep, | —Eoglishmen,
as woll as Amoricans, who have wmade the
trip around the world—"“the grand tour'' —
gonerally eoneode that the Mormon capital is
the loveliost eity on earth, It has boon
deseribod time and again by writers whose
very prose (s pootry, but there is always a
rising generation who like to hoar of the
fontures which make 1t distinot In charactor
whon compared with othor munlelpalitios in
the nation,

To bogln with, [t 1z looatad in a vallay of
wondrous beauty aud fortility, at the wost-
orn baso of the Wasatoh range of mountains
and slghteon miles from thy shores of Groat
Salt Lake. Its elovation 1s 4,3% fool above
son tevel. Enslgn peak stands sentinel over
SZion on the north; on the east risos Lhoe
precipitous slopo of the Wasateh, whoso
summit in midsummer, with its gleaming
whito panoply formed by tho oternal snows,
aooms litorally o ovorhong the city; to the
southward strotchos the long valloy with 1w
rich farms and smelters; Lo the wost loom up
tho bold nnd rugged sides of the Oguirrh
range, yielding hatf of tins boundary to the
lako itscll. Thoelimits of the ecity propor
are, spoaking o round numbers, abount six
miles sguare. Tho “squares’ originally lud
out by Brigham Youug on o plan rovealed to
him dlrectly from the Lord, embrace ton
aores onch, and no mention was mwle in the
divine messago of any alleys, but the center
of cach block wae utllized as acourt, or wall,
that wus plapted with troes and was froe to
nll the residents on that block, Shade trecs
wore sot oul along ovory stroot and on either
side of ovory thoroughfore n ditch was cut
through which, from sprng until wintor,
flowed a stream of sparklmg wator (rom Lhe
monntuing, coming down through *‘City
Creek' cnuon, The surplus water, at one
time of cousidorable volume, was, and <till
is, conducted 1o the lnko by moenus of & eanal,
vory wide asnd deon, the bottom and sides
Lined with greanito boulders. ‘T'his canal s
elghteen mites in longth and as steaight as an
arrow.  Aflter n spring freshoet ono may
stand at its head and wateh tho tossing erys-
tal waves until thoy noite with tho waters of
tho Inke—whon the sun is shinipg a stroam
of molien silver that ends in & silver thread.
AL this season, too, ono may stapd at a shght
olevatiop on the bage of Eusign peak and the
whole clty 15 brought within his range of
vision, ‘I'hen it looks like a vast park, the
dense folinge almost concealing the bulldings
fn o moantle of brigot emernld, The Almighty
was, perhaps, nover astiamed at being cred-
fted as tho desiguer of this home of the Lat-
tor Dlay Saiuts,

A Walled Clty,

In the early days, whon King Brigham's
power was us absolute as that of the oem-
paror of Morocco, he caused tho city to be
surroundoed by a massive adobo wall, twenty
feot high and correspondingly thick, sections
of wllch may still bo seen standing on the
hillside noviheast of town, and reminding
onn of tho great wall of China. The squaras
on which were erceted those stroctures de-
slgnod exclusively for church purposes, avd
which are three in nuwmber, were simllurly
onclosed, and these walls have wvover been
daisturved, nor aver should be,

‘I'ne most ramnrkablo stroct lald out under
Inspleation (s State street, u broad driveway
which, touching the base of Eosign Peak,
runs “as the crow flies” clear down the wval-
ley to tho mountsins that form its southern
boundary—thirty mites awny, AL the head
of this muognificont avonuo, barring the
cniranca to that portion passing botween two
of the church blocks, Is ouo of the lana-
mnrks of Zlon, an avchway known ns “*Kaglo
Gate” tamilinr to and admired by everyone

who has  ever  visited the city
I'ho old wooden pillars rotted
und were recently torn down,

but in their place have been erected four
massive columus of granite, above which the
omblom of Amoerican freodom  will heveafter
stand with outstretched wings, as it prepar-
ing for flight from a place wnere Ameriean
liberty was so long an unkunown factor,
Meantime the old bird, sadiy demorahized by
remaining in his uncomfortable position so
long, hos bean sont  esst 1o oo gilded and
will scurcely rocognize himself when he
agaln gets on his peroh,

Temple Bloek,

All the structures on the block retorred to
nbove ure vurious, old fushioved affuirs,
with tho excoption of the temple and assem-
bley ball, and they nea of o modorn atylo of
architeoture, I'ho three onclosures front on
n street running duo east and wost and the
buildings all face the south, In tho Hrst on-
closure ure the thbernacle, temple and assem-
bly huil, Tho first named, ealied by the un-
godiy “thoe turtle back,” Is 243 fest long,
183 foot wide and 70 fost nigh, und possesses
the enormous seating capacity of 12,000, its
ncoustic powers are the marvel of the world
and its organ has but one rival in America.
On the cconsion of the semi-annual confer-
©encos It is crowded to its utimost capacity and
when the audlence Is dismissed a veritable
urmy marches forth from !ts doors,

The temple is the most glovious work of
the builders who have followed the designs
of Prasident Young, and it is doubtful if
there is a more lmposing mass of granite in
the world. 'Tho corner stone was lold April
12, 1854, nud at least two voors more will be
required for its  completion. For nearly
forty yeurs the tollers bave bewn and eut
and squared the great blocks of stone, und
with infinite paticnce snd  labor put
them  togothor, For tnirty  yoars
the massive walls presonted a howely, un-
slglhu,r appearaoce, thelr only apparent merit
being their murvelous thickness and strongth.
They will endure us lonz us the pyramids of
Egypt. But the tals of *T'he Ugly Duck-
ling," waioh developed Into the graceful and
stataly swan, is {llusteated in this temple,
The towers, which rise at pne north and
south end of the bullding, bave boen com-
;lluwd ana otbherornnmentation added, ana 50

ar as extorior uppoarunce is concerned it Is
practically finished, Its beauty now is bo-
youd descrirtion—*'the ond crowns the
worl.' 1t is like an architeot's drenm and
no Orental mosque or temple, with dome
and spire and minaret, Is more dolicate fn s
outlines, more 1mmposing or more awe lusplr-

ing. A Gentile told me [t was an exact ro-
production of King Solomon's temple,
minus  the roo of id, 1t
might have had  that ﬁ? Brig-
ham had turned the autention  of

his subjects more Lo minlog thao to “inorens-
ng, multiplylng sod replonishing the earth."*
‘I'nis temple s not, as many suppose, & houso
of wuuhlﬂ for the saints, but will be qae-
voted 1o the celebration of the rites of the
priesthood, which it s shrowdly suspected
ware stolon from a certmin braneh of the Ma-
~sonle oraer that has Its headquarters in Scot-
land. (s 200x100 feet in sizo, with walls
100 feet high. The mididle towers on elther
end are 200 feet high, The total cost up to
date s 8,500,000, which sum has been raised
by constant levies of burdensome taxes on
the peaple,

alab of granite which, with olher devices,
was deslgnod to provant grave robibers from
varrying off tha snored remmns of the
proptict.

he Palace of the Favorite,

The most striking of all the Mormon build-
Ings, and the most modern in appearauoe is
Amolin palace, otherwise known as the
Gardo house, wbich ocouples a beautiful
Corner exacuy opposite the Bee Hive, Un
like tho latteor, lts Yanuty i not conveaslnd by
ud walls, but two sides of the spacious
Inwn aro onclosad by a neat iron fance, This
is probably 1he finest resldence in the west

n voritable palace—uuigue In its architee-
ture, but stately In its proportions and very
pleasing to tho artistic eyo It wus bulit by
the prophet for his favorite wife, Amelin
Folsom Young, but after his death snoe pre-
farred to dwell in a less protentious home
and now occupies u smaller but still commo-
dious and comfortanle residence none
the Unlog Pacifie depot, Alter she ro-
moved It was utilized for n tima by the
chuoh dignitarios as an oMes, but when this
with other eburch properly was eschaated
by the govormont the salnts surrenderod it

A Romuntle Spot.

In that portion of the eity nbove deseribed,
magnificent trees lino both sides of the
streets,  Irom tno rear of the sacred squares
the monntains rise abruptly towaed the
sitles and elose to the adobe walls, rushing
and tumbling in thelr mad tlight from the
snow ciad orest of the rango, run the prvstal
waters of City eresk, In April and May,
when the earth I8 clothing herself in groeoen:
In midsummer when fecoy clouds hang over
the mountains, their white forms scareely
distivguishaple from the spowbunks in the
pulehes and among the peaks, or when a
thundoer storm gathers nbove Kasign peak

1 never
AW but ono town that grow us Salt Lake has
done, and thut was Omnha—1554 to 1854, The
pretiy village from which President Young
governod tho arid state of Desoret with an
iron hond has disappenred and in its stead
hns como a mogmilicent metvopolis, from
which there goes forth the Influence, the
oapital and the motive nower that are de-
veloping the marvalous resources of n terri-
wory whose resources are boundless, The
single hine of straet ratlway, on which cars
were run by mule power and formerly segmed
o meet all tho exizencies of the times, hos
been relogated to oblivion and now the city is
traversed in every direction by electrie rail-
way lnes, splendldly equipped and eareying
piassengers for threo and four miles out into
the stburbs,  In the matver of steam rallrond
facilitios, the chanve is equally marked. The
Union Poeific now runs its solld passengor
trains throueh the gates of Zion. The Wio
Lirande Western does the same, The Utan
Central Is the mmn srtory of loeal! commerce
it the territory and Llifty good towns recog-
nlzo Salt Lako City as their metropolls and
puy hor tribute,

K. Schnockn, cumirman of the committes
appolnted to ook up ana report upon anlaries
of city ofelals, submitted the following:

“Mr, President, your committes appointod
at tho lust meoting of thix assooiation, being
adverse to an oxtra sosslon of the legislature,
but consldering foresight the batter policy.
submit that wo fina that during tho last five
voars the sularies and the numberof oar
munieipal oMcers have steadily lneronsed
and that the complaint of Thr Oymana Ber
about too many tax eaters will bo rondlly
endorsed by every taxpayer. [For the pur-
posa of substantintiug this assertion we sub-

mit the following list, showing the salaries
of city officlals during aiffersnt  periods in
tho history of the ity

STRIKERS STIR  UP STRIFE

Bloody Battles With Staves and (lubs in
the Strects of Indianapolis

POLICEMEN ROUGHLY HANDLED BY A MOB

Fatile Attempt to Run the Streot Unrs—
Scenes of Wild Gonfaklon <The Peoaple
Sympnthiestng With the Strikers
—An Exciting Day,

INDrAxaronts, Ind,, Fob, =Today hns
soen somo rather riotous aemonsteations in
connection with the streot raliway strike,
but the casualties have baeh limited o a fow
cracked bouds and a shghily larger number
of black eyes. Tomght both sides to the
controversy appoar as dotermined as ever,
and expross and biaggago wagons, hastlly
filled with rough sests, are furoishing the
popular means of rapld transit at 10 conts o
trip.  The victory of toaay’s battle secms to
rest with tho strikers, tor they have suc-
coeded In proventing the running of oars and
demovstratod that thore wors no desortors
fram thoir ranks, They have nlso convinced
nearly avorybody that the company’s elatm
to have sufMiclont men to rua its oors was
fniso,

The first attempt to move cars was mado
at the New Jersey stroot barns, in tho out-
skirts of the aty, Mavor Sulllvan, with
Chier of Police Colbort and thirty -six patrol-
mon, nppeared thero shortly before ¥ o'clock
this morning.  The mayor uddrossed the as.
sembled strikers, tolling thom that they
must do no violenco,

Took Out the Filest Car,

Soon the bl doors of tho barn wore openoed
and a ear was driven out. At the Grand
opern house 100 steliters mot it with a ehout,
They stopped the enr and unhitebed the
mules, but the policemen drove them awny,
uitched the mules agmin, and the cur pro-
cecaed on its way,

Not far behind it was oar No, 82, escorted
tlso by polles, By the timo it ronched tho
spot where the strikers bad congregated, the
mob bad becoms o surglng mass and com-
pletely blockaded tho streets,  The polica
wers too few Lo overcomy the odds and the
strikers unhitchod the mulos and turped the
oar Crosswisoe upon the track, wnore (v re-
mained for w balf hour.

IPtnally police veluforeements nrelved and
tho car was foread through the mob, deapite
the struggles of the strikers agninst it,

Thon wnother ear  uppearsd, out  the
strileors uphiteliod too  mules, captured thio
car and ran it back to the stables,

At the cornerof Goeotginand Ulinols stroots
nnothor wob contested the progeass of ony
47, wunrded by four pollvemon,  ‘he strikors
derailed iy, but the police replaeed it upon
the rails, and again it started on its journoy.

Stragule with the Steiliers,

Then was hoard tho ory, “Horo comaes an
other," and the poliee were poworless to pro
vent tho grand vush that was made for the
mulo-chariot rounding the Goorgin strear
corner heading north on  Ilinois, A dotep-
mined stand was maite by the steikors, In
valn did Superintendent Colbert shout and
try to beat the crowd back. In valn did his
men try to follow his examplo, Thov ilat-
tenod themn up against the ear ona o g trice
bhiad it crosswise on the tracks, where it
stood for fifteon minutes,

T'he crowd bocame noisier and noisier, and
raluing volumes of abuse upon the driver,
whoso face was anything but fearless. Al
the adjacent windows wero thronged with
people, who waved their handkorchiofs ana
gave avery ovidence of sympathy with the
min,

A lull seemoed to ensue after tho first wild
demonstration. and Superintendent Colbert
took advantage of iLto organize his men tor n
froeh nttack. Tho orowd was pushed back
and the driver ordered to move on, He
applied the lash, but the car could not be
builged,

Thut scemed to Infuriate the cerowd and
they burst inte the wildest of yells and a few
stones commeneed flving into thoe onr. Ono
of them struck the deiver, while another
lodged in the bosom of o reporter stunding
on the front platform,.  Then the police
began to make arrests and men were yauked
indiseriminataly out of tho crowd and hustlod
off to the patrol wagoun.

Tho car was zotten on the traek and after
o violont elfort stacted. It procooded for.
ward north on Pennsylvanin, in spite of the
attempis of the mer to push it from the ralls,
The policomen drove the men back, the
mules were whipoed up, going at o lively
rate, wid the car continued its Journey ovee
the line

Another Ittar Fight,

About 11:30 the corner of Georgin and 111i-
nois streets was the scene of another bitter
fight, A ear rounded the corner and o b
erowd intercapted It Prominent among its
members was a burly negro who was fore-
most in trying vo stop the cur, "T'be officors
lniid hold of him to place him under areest,
With a yell the erowd sprang upon the ofieer
and the negro was wrenched from his greasp.

Superintenaent Colbert headed o detail for
his recapture.  Thoy waded into the erowd,
mowing vight and left with thoeir clubs,
Crush, and o big heavy bowrtd, wioided by
one of tho erowd, descended ol the superin
tondont's bead,  Avotner ernsh and Caprain
