Lora Salisbury's proposal of a thirty mile
radius around th * Pribvlov Islunds, in which
no sealing should be allowed, is a judicious
Lemporary  measure of proecaution pending
the estadlishmoentof permaneat regulations
for the Hshery as n whole. 1t is a somowhat
larger proposal than that wnich you origin-
ally madge to me on March 16, 1501, and which
was for a similar radius of twenty-five miles
only. The reason why you subsequently
abandoned the “‘radius’ proposal is stated in
your note of May 4, 1501, That reason was
not that such a radius would be ineffeotual,
but that it might possibly provoke contliot
in the Bering sea.” At thal time no actof
parliament had been passed in England to
onfores such @& measure on British vessels
and no doubt there was some danger on that

Wasmixeron, D,
D,, March 8§, 1802, —Sir: 1 am directad by
the president to say in response to your two
notes of February 24 and March o, that he
notices with the deopest regret the Indis-
position of her majesty’s government 1o agree
upon an affective moduy for the preservation
of the seals in the Bering sea pending the
settlement of respactive rights of that gov-
arnment and of the govarnmentof the United
States in those waters and in the fur seal
tisherios therain, The United States claims
an exclusive right to take sefls in & portion
of the Bering sea, while her majosty’s gov-
ernment claima & common right to pursue
and tako tho seals in those waters outside of
a three-mile limit.

This serious controversy, it has now been
hoppily agreed, shall be submitted to the
detenmination of a tribunal of arbitration
and the treaty only awaits the action of the
American senate, The judgment of the ar-
bitration eannot, however, be reached and
stated in time to control the conduct of the
respective governments snu of their citizons
during the sealing season of 1842 and the
urgent question is now, whal does good
fulth, to say uothing of internation comity,
reguire of tho parties to the arbitration?

An Injury to the United States,

If the convention of this government 1s sus-
tained by arbitrators, theu the killing of seals
by the Canadian sealers during this season
in these waters is an injurv to this govern-
ment in its jurisdiction and proporty. The
injury 18 uvor measured by the skins takon,
but affects the main vulue of
our property. Wuas it ever heard of
beforgs that one party to such a controversy
whether a navion or an individual, could ap-
propriate the whole or any purt of the income
and profits, much tho less thea body of the
contested proporty, pomlin{ the livigation,
without so accountability ! Usually o court
of chancery wounld plrce a receiver or tristee
iu charge and hold the income of the property
for the benefit of the prevalling purty. You
say that Lord Sailsbury, rujecting the illus-
tration used oy Mr. Blaine, “sugwgest that
the case is more like oue of Arvitration re-
specting the title to a meadow. While the
arbitration is going on we cut the grass, and
quite rignuy, for the sfra:es would reproduce
next yeai, and so will thoe seuls.” He cun
haraly moan by this illustration that being

In coutention with = neighbor regard-
g the title to & meadow bhe could
by any precedent in  the  equity

courts or by any standard of common hou-
esty, be justified in pocketing the whole or
any part of the wains of a horvest without
accountabllity to the adversoe claimant whose
exclusive title was nfterward established. It
is no auswor for the usurper to say thut the
owner will have an unlinnted harvest next
year, Last year's narvest was his own also,
If by the plural pronoun his lordship mosns
that the harvest of the contested meadow is
to bo divided betwoen the litigants [ beg to
romind him that the title of tho United States
to the Pribylov islunds has not been con-
tosted and that our fag does not float over
any sealing veasel. Tho illustration is inapt
in the further particular that the seals not
taken by this yoar may be by next, while the
grass must be barvested or lost.

Repudintes Clnlms for Indemnity.

This govornment bas already been advisea
in the course of this correspondence that
Great Britaln repudiates all obligations to
Indemnify the United States forany invasion
of Its jurisdiction or any iujury done to Its
soaling property by the Canadiun sealers,
The attompt Lo make & damage clause 1n the
arbicles of arvitration agreement failod ve-
causo hor majosty's govoronment would not
consent that the question of its labllity to
indemnify this sortot lojury done by the
Cauadian sealors. ‘T'wo extracts from the
correspondence will suftioieatly recall tne
altitude ol the respective governmaents,

Mr. Wharton reviews the correspond-
ence of the summer reflecting linbilities for
damages and suys: “The president canuot
believe that while holding this view of i1s
pecountubility, the government of Great
Britain will, pending the aroitration, count-
onance, mucn less justify or defend ths con-
tinuance of pelagic sealing by Ita subjects.
1t should either nssume responsibility for
the aots of thess sealers or restrain them
from & pursuit, the lawfulness of which (s to
be determined by arvitration,”

Sulisbury Takes u Ooe-Siaed View,

In your note of February 20 vou state her
mujesty's governmoent hns been informed oy
the Britisn comwissioners *'that so fur as
pelagio sealing is coucerned, there ia no aan-
gor of serious duninution of the fur seal spe-
oclos as & consequence.of this year's hunting,'
sud uimu this ground Lord Salsbury places
bis refusal Lo rensw the modus of last year.
His lordship seenis to assume o determina-
tion of the arbitration sganst the United
States and in favor of Ureat Britalo,and that
it 1s wiready ouly & quastion of s0 regulating

oence, In the memorandum furnished by you
with vour note of June 6 vou say Lord Saiis-
bury points out that “if suen hunting be
prohibited on ona slde of a purely imeginary
ling deswa io the ocenn while it s permitted
on the other side of the line it will be Im-
possible [n many cases to prove unlawful
sciling or to infer It [rom the possession of
skins or fishing taokle.™

Wil fTnsist on 0 Modas YVivendi.

Tnis was said with reference to the latter
boundary of our purchase from Itussia, but
it is quite as applicabio to the thrty-mile
gone which he now suggests, The nrevalonce
of fogs in these waters gives incroasad force
und conclusiveness to the point mado by his
ordship against an imagiuary water line,
The president cannot ageee, naw that the
terms of arbitvation Have beon settlsd that
the restrictions imposed aball be less thun
those which both governments decmad to bn
appropriate when it was still  uneertain
whether an early adjustmert of the contro-
versy was attainable, He therofore hopes
that her majesty’s government will consenl
to renew the arrangement of last year with
the promptuess which the oxigoncy demands
and to agrea to enforce it by refusing all
clearances to salling vessels for the prohb-
ited waters and recalling from these waters
all such vessels as have already cleared,

This governmont will honorably abide the
judeemont of the high tribunal which has
been agreed upon should thav judgment be
favorabloe or unfavorable, and will not seck
to avold a just responsitnlity for any of its
acts which ny that judgment are found to be
uniawtol, but certainly the United States
cannot be axpected to suspend the defenae,
by such means aa are within its power, of
the property and jurisaictionnl rights claimed
by it, pending the arbitration and to consent
to receive them from the teibunal, if awardad,
shorn of much of their valuae by the ae's of
irresponsible parsons.

During the opening speoch of Reprosenta
tive MoMillin, Mur, urvows, of Michigan
and o few of his leading repablican col-
lesgues vacated thelr seats and gatbered on
the demoeratic side to be neay the Tenvessee
gentleman as he urridgned their party Irom
A democratic standpoint acd. defended tho
justice of thg Springer wool oill and the
various measures reported ‘from the ways
and means committoes to reduge the dutios on
imports, b

When Representative Dlylﬁy of Maine,
although not a moember of the ways aud
means commiltee, opened vhe! disoussion on
behalf of the republican side, go less was the
flattering attention paid :te”him and his
arguments by his democrgtfaoppononts,

Mr., MueMilllo, as mi, h:‘l;pn Dean. ex-
pected, aevoted his attenlor a review of
the McKinley law and its° anol. upon com-
merce, thaimiustries and the. wagoworkers
of the country, and Mr. Dingley naturally
sought to defend and justify the law and in-
sisted that the highest commercial wisdom
justified its perpetuity. g

Senator Carlisle, under whoae leadershiup
a3 speaker of past democratic houses the
tariff debate in this Iatter half of the century
was revivod, found the occasion one of such
charin that he left the seat in the upper body
to which he had veeh called by the Blue
Grass Stato and was an attentive listener to
the eloquent arguments of [lepresentative
moeMlilin, Noless vigilanr was the atten-
tion with which ex-Speaker Reed noted
every argumeont, not only of his trienda buv of
his political opponents as waeil,

The spoakers wera genorously applaudaa
by their party colloagues, sad us. éach man
resumed his seat he was the reaipient of
warm congratulations and & boguet of mem-
moth sizo,

Mr. Blount Opsns the Debato,

The wmorning hour navipg expired the
house went into commitrepof the whole on
revenue bills, Blount of (Jeorgia presiding,
MeMillin then adaressed the house tn behalf
of the committee on ways and meaops, and
roferred in his opening remarks Lo the work
of the last congress, He déalaved it imposed
the highest tariff taxes aver lovied in tbis
country, and made the niost extravagant ap-
propriations ever made hers in o time of
peace. This congress, he said, was sent hore
to correct both evils by lmposing less tax
and by sponding less monay.

MceMillin said tho bill was Auued undsr
the pratense of a desire Lo banefit the lubor-
ing man, but what benetit tras it been to him.

How It Affecied Wool,

He then took up wool, and sald: “The
whole matter may be summed up in fact,
that after twonty-five yoars of experimest
with high rates of duty on wool the result
has been n reauetion of ong-ball in the num-
ber of sheep in the states east of the Missis-
s1ppl and Missouri rivers and & reduction of
about one-thalfin the priee of woolj nor have
the results beon encouraginglto wool manu-
facturers, they have beeu tricted to the
use of a quality they could 10 buy. By
reason of the tariff they have besn restricted
1o markets substaptially oWH coun-

try. ‘I'ney have been forced 1o use shoddy
as & substitute for woolea wnd sheap
busbandmen derived no subslantisl benefit,
The spuaker declared now more than

two-thirds of the expenses; red during
the late war have been paid, every lepitimuto
axcuse for i1s incredse ll;:.l;l Lns disuppearsd,
but not only bas there oy o reduction in
the taviff ratos, Lut they haweebeon vastly io-
croased.”

Touching on sugar MeMillin sald: “The
authors of the blll take muel aredit to them-
selves for: having placed sugar on the froe
list, They did, 1t 18 truw some and
most grades of sugar on L list, but the
finer grades are still texed beavily for the
benefit of the manufpoturer and he is left
with more protection by that bill thao by the
rates imposed in the Milis Bl True, fifty
odd mUlfons of dollars has beem taken off the
sugar tax, but this is no feee will offeriug,
for the same measurs provided for tha pay-
ment, I veliove, of millicas to the producers
of sugar ou bounties again, While fifty odd
miliion dollurs of & tax was takeu off sugar
thore was an increase of (duties amounting
Lo about #5000 put on pther thiugs and gen
erally on the necessaries of life. They ve
moved the sugar tax, which yielded eght-
ninths of the benefit to the treasury and but
one-ninth w the manufsciurers, only Lo
place many mililons po Lhin the sugar Lax
on other things. Where but cae-fourth of
the law's exaclion wen! into the treasury,
three-fourths went Into private coffers of
favored wanufecturers,”’

had naver been considered,

The sxigencies of the preceding campaign
had required a vast amount of money to
carry the slections, and it was ralsed by
rousing the apprehotisions of some and prom
ising banefits to others, and the promises of
that campaign wore put into statutory form.
Evory ciass excont those who neadod it the
worst had been benofitted by the wvarious
laws passad by our opponents on the subjact
of taxation since 1844,

In regard to reclprocity the spoaker spld:
“T am astounded that in a freo republie,
whore the right taxation through chosen
roprasanntives —bought with blood that sach
A thing was possible as the surrender of this
right to oue man.  The most sacred right a
fros man has is to  determine the extent and
manner of his taxation.'

The spoaker denounced the rebate feature

When
an American cltizon buys a foreign articls,
manufactured aoroad, he pays tor not only
tho original cost abroad but the costofl traus.

rtation to this country and the duty coi-

acted at the port of entry, and when he uses
aud consumes tho article he pays & tax Im-
posed by the government on i, no matter
whother he or some dealor handed the money
10 the oustoms offloer collectaa for tha duty.
And pot only this. When an American citi-
zan buys goods manufactured hore which are
sold in daily competition with goods of like
character that have s similar use, imported
from abroad, he has o pay cost

roduction there on, in many
nstances an amount equal to or nearly aquual
to the rate of duty tixed on the foreign goods
s0 compoting. If the foreigner and not our
citizens pay duty, why did we rellave him
from paying millions of tax tor us on sugor;
why not let him continue to pay this (fty
odd milllons, 1f no other good resulted from
the MoeKinley bill it taught the American
people that the tariff is o tax and & tax upon
I'»ouula who consumo srtioies upon which it
s levied. Tbe day taxes were removei from
sugar prices yent down in =l American
markets to an amount about equal to the
duty removed. On the other hand, whon an
additional tax of 2 cents a pound was im-
posed on tin piate tin plate went upin price
all over the country. 1t was so on pearl bur-
tons, upoo which duty was vastly incroased,
wnd so on linen goods. Whatever may have
been the situation bafore, the American peo-
ple have coms to know that the tarifl is a
tax und have dealt with those who Increased
the tax in the lnst congress nocordingly, by ad-
ministering to the authors of the high rates
we now have to pay the greatast reoulke that
was over administered to any party in this
country, turning the republican majority into
n Jdemocratic majority of slmost three-
fourths,

Another Segtion that Would Be Repealed,

“Thers is another provision of the present
luw that should be amended, on allowing
thoso who are opulent enough and have lels-
urs to'go abroad to vring in tree of duty
quantities of clothes as wearing apparel."’

In closing the speaker said: "“The people
have resoived, and they will make tLhat
