Exposition,

For the pastihree or four weeks Omabn
has been the coone of a hutly conteatad teade
fight which (s not yet settled, The success
of the home patronage movemont Innugurated
by Tur Hew rodaced tho saies in Nebracka
of all goods from distant stales, Some enat-
ern manufacturers withdeew from this fleld
ontirely, and others nocopted a reduction In
their business and said nothing. The Min.
nesota millers, who have deawn hundroeds of
thousands of dollars from Nebraska, were
not roady to give up their bold without a
fight and they selected Omahn as the batile-
ground.

One of their first moves was to send down
n train load of flour to Omuaha, with a great
biast of trumpetis, hoping i this way to at-
tract the attention of consumers and win
them back into the Minnesota fold, This did
not bhave the desired resull, however, as 1t
only called the attention of tne people to the
enormous tribute that Omabha haa beon pay-
ing to Minneapolls, ang al o tume, toe, when

. money was nonue to plenty in Omaha,

Tho next move was to sent export bakers
arouna 1o the different grocery stores and
give away warm blscult made from Minne-
apolis flour. Although the grocers genceally
lent themselves to the scheme and did what
thoy could to help Minveapolis, this plan,
too, fell short of the mark. A prominont
grocor said that he could not see that it nad
made o salo of a slogle sacic of flour.

The failuro of these efforts participated the
war. "T'he Minoesota millers evidontly came
to the conclusion that the best way to kil off
the Omaha and Nebraska miils would be 1o
cut the price below the cost of production.
They accoraingly dropped the price 20¢ per
hundred aod at tho same timo put forth
strong offorts to load up the rotml doealers.
Omaha, and Nebraska milis that are selling
in the city, promptly met the cut, but
even this did pot prevent the erocers from
putticg  in heavy stocks of Minnesotn
flour, The eut Is still in foreo, ana it is im-
possible to say how much longer it will con-
tinue, but itis safe tosay tbhat Minnesota
millers will not stop so long as they think
there may be a chance of getting back their
Omana trade, They aim at nothing less than
the closing up of the Omalia mill and the
driving from this market of the other Ne-
braska mills,

As noted above, the grocers are many of
them on the side of Mioneapolis, or at least
indifferent to the good of Omaha, so that {t
remains entirely with the consumeors to say
whethor Minneapolis shall be allowed to kill
the manulacturing spirit in this cliy. So
muny of the grocerymen have loaded up with
Minnesota flour that they will put it off onto
evory customer that does not demand some-
thire else,

The action of the retail trade In this flour
fight illustrates the folly of many manufac-
tursrs who are spending o good deal of
money to agvertise their goods to the rotail
dealers. The averave retail daealer appar-
ently cares little where his goods come from
50 long as he can see & proft in them, sod
mouey spent in trying to reach him
alone 18  money thrown away. The
Nebraska manufacturers must reach the con-
sumer. Eastern maoufacturers learned this
loog ago,

Oue of the sirange features of the flour
war fs, that while it is backed by the Minne-
sota millers, it is engincercd by Omaha job-
bers: who are hapdling these Minnesota
brands.

In the wvresent fight Omaha has not so
much to lose as the state at large, for there
is only one mill in Omaha while there are
several mills at gifferent points in Nebrasin
which are dependent very largely upon their
Omaha trade for support. These mills have
been serlously nffected by the fight,

The grocerv jobbers bave cianimed that
they werein favor of homoe industries, but
they were forced to handle Minnesota flour
bocause Lhe people wanted it. Now that a
good many people have learned that Nebros-
ka flour is just as good, ns woll as chesaper,
and ave using it in preference to uny other,
the grocery jobbers instead of handling
what the people want are trying to drive Ne-
braska flour out of the market by cutting the
price of Minnesota below ihe cost of pro-
duction,

The DButton Workers,

The button factories of the city furnish a
good example of what the jobbers can do in
