Judge Scott Falled to Intlmidate Attorney
Grecno o Savpy County.

Judge Cunninghsm I Scolt of the district
bounch haa had another row with the lawyers
who practice before nim,

It happeued in this way: Scott was hold-
fog an adjourned session of the Sarpy county
court at "apillion last week and & cose was
on trist in which Charles J. (ircene of tho
firm of Greene & Buxter of this city appeared
as attornsy for one of the partios to the suit,

Attornoy (ireeno was attempling Lo intro-
duce some testimouy to show that damugoe to
the property of his client resulted from the
overflow of the Platte river. This did not
suit Seott's [deas of the case and in o long
tirndo of abuse commanded Mr, Groon to sit
down, Grecne did not propose to be bluffed
vy tha court and so informed tho man who
wore the judicial roves. He said that he
would sit down when he got roeady aud vot
until theo, as ho was talking to the point
aud wot violating soy of the rules of prac-
tive udooted by the members of the beoeh of
this distriet.

This was move tpan Judge Scott could
staud, and adopting the tactics that he re-
sorted toiu the case jo this city, when he
buildozed Attorneys Clair aud Cobb, bhe
fumed and foamwed about preserving intact
the honor and official standing of the beneh,
Completiog his spooch, ho called the sheriff
and told him to make Mr. Greeno sit down.
The sberiff altempted to carry out the order
of the court, but when Mr, (ireons, in po
very wmild toue, sald: “Don't you lay & buad
on e, he retiedted 1o w safe distance and
the discussion went on for some fiftéen or
twenty minutes, to the great amusemsent af
the crowd that had gathered in the court
room,

Two or threa times during Mr, Greens's

remarks Judge Scott threatened to lmpose
the contempt remedy, but he did not. Some
of the lawyers who wore pres¢nt and heard
the discussion stated that itlocked as thoughb
Scott was alrald to tine Greene for con-
l.ampt.
After Mr. Greeno had expressed his ovin-
ion 1o the most forcible Iangusge thut he
could commaud, ho resumed bis seat and
went on with the case,

Mr, Greene in spenking of the case yester-
day said that o did not care 1o comment ou
Judge Scolt's notlon, though he regarded tha
sbuse unfair, uucalind for and beoeath the
di‘ghuity of & justice upon the police beuoh,
When Scott opened tis guns there was noth-
ing sald that called for such sp sbusive at-
tack, as he (Greene) was simply protoectiog
Ltho loteresis of his olient the samo as any

It is stated that o tacit agreemont was made
soma months ago at Albany wheroby Gray
wis to help Hill and thoe jJatter wis Lo nssist
the former i sccuring delegates, the not re-
sults to be finally poolea o convention for
the one having the largest numeoer and that
Gray was accepted by Hill as o running moto
provided the ticket could be made to read
il and Girav,

The intiination was made today that under
tho instructions of Thursday the Indinua
delegates to Chicago will sec from the very
stard nn opening for Geay and vote for bim.
but the moment they discovoer thut thelr in-
fluenee will help Hill they will move in n
body to the New Yorker,and vico vorsn, At
no time, it is stated, are the Indinna delo-
gatos to support Cleveland when their votes
will materially nolp his chance, In other
words, Giray mon ara Hill men in disguise,
dospite lostructions 1o Lhe contrary.

Not In the Cleveland Coluamn,

Sanntor il is roported to have sald when
he read the instructions of the Indiana con-
vention of Thursday that they wero per-
fectly satisfactory to bim, and that Indiana
was not in the Cleveland column, He hos
since that time figured the state outside of
the Cleveland line. The signilicant silenco
of the state pintform upon tho subject of
stiver is sald to have been the work of Iill
through Gray men, It was the wish of
leveland that free colnage boe renounced,

Senator Voorhees, when asked to explain
the result of the ludiana convention, sala
atnony othor things: *“Oue prominent result
wias o compromise resolution endorsing
Clevelnnd’s administration without instruc-
tions for him, but instructing that Governor
Giray's namo be presented to the couvention
and all henorable means used for his nomin-
ation in the event that Mr. Cleveland does
not carry thoe convention.' Sinee the demo-
erats reauire a two-thirds vole to nominate,
Senator Voorhees and othor prominent demao-
crats hera say Cleveland will not ‘‘earry"
the convention, and therefore the Indiana
delegates under their instructions will not
be obliged to vote for Clevelana, Thay will
vote for Giray till it becomes apparont that
Hill can be pominatod, theu tbhey will sup-
port him.

National Committes Issucs an Invitation
to All Bimetallists.

PLEA FOR DOUBLE-STANDARv MONEY

Congress Suld to e cHypnotized by the
Wand of Gold”— A Qoestion That
Wil Not Down—=A  1‘ara-

mount Issue,

Waemxarox, 1, O, April 220 —The nna-
tional sliver committee today Issued the tol-
lowing onli:

The national silver ecommittes appointed
by the first national silver convention No-
vomber, 1800, at St Louls, belioving tho ex
egioney has arisen whleh calla for enrnest
deliteration and united action on the part of
the friends of bimetallism throughout the
United States, hereby cails a convention to
be known as tho gecond national silver con-
vention to be held at Washington May
W oand 25, 18, onue ol the objects
belng to organize & natlonal  bimotal
o association or league for the wel
ter promotion of the ocrusa of free
bimotallie colnage, This action is impeiled
by the manifest determination on the part of
the gold combination to snppress tho sitver
Issue tor ot least anothor decade and il possi-
bl perpotuate the systom of ronbory that
has been  earried on for Lwenty veurs by
moans of & monoy standard thut L5 constuntly
Increasing in value. s anderstanding miust
bo defeotive who dots not guow that the
demonetization of silver inoreased the money
stanadard of the United States, or his con
sclonce must bo seared whea he would ut-
tempt o justify it

Guolil Girowing Searcer.

But this still goes on aod ns pold grows
seareo and dear and will continue o grow
scareer and dearer until  the  bimetallic
standard {3 restored and gold relieved of the
strain of being the only money of tinal re-
demption for otbher forms of money and
eredit.
