Syiracvse, N, Y., May 81, —Tha demoorats
opposed to Hill und his mid-winter snap con-
vention met in state convention lere tnis
afternoon. Tho convention waa called to
ardor by ex-Secrotary of the Troasury Fafe-
ctild, onairman of the state eommittes.
Fuirehild made o brief speoch, in which he
spoke of the strengih of the movemont
ngninst Hill, and its growth since the con-
ventlon was called, and sald: “We have
only 10 go ou in w spirit of justice firmly and
calmly to nocomplish what we believe will do
more for the domecratic party in the state of

New York than all tne other political move-
ments i tho last goneration,'

John D, Kernan of Oneidncounty was then
made temporary chairman, He mado an ex-
tended and ringing spoecoh,

When Kernan mentioned the name of
Cloveiand the convention rose as ono mit
and gayoe vent to its feolings 1o an extra
ordinary burst of ontiusiasm, Thospeaker's
reforence to silver wet quick recoguition.

Aller tho appointmeut of committees the
convonlion tool n recess,

During the recesa the delegations met by
congressionnl distrivts to eleet, membors to
oinch of the committees that hnd been pro-
vided for before intermission. ‘L'he commit-
tees then so constituted met at the vavious
hotels to do tho work apportioned Lo each.

The convention renssembled at 4:15 and
the temporary orgooization was made per-
manent,

E. K. Auderson, chairman of tha commit-
tee on resolutions, sent up to Secretary Hald-
win the platform ns prevared and rovised by
the committes during reeess, It rends:

illon-Dollar Congress Chestnut,

We, the delegatos of tho democeatie party
of tho state of Now York, assomblod in con-
vention at Syvacuse, declare that tho most
urgent necessity of the union 1s a radieal re-
form in tho aaministration of the federal
government. We declure that the demo.
cratic party alone is trus to the peovle and
plone ean bo trusted to administer tho gov-
ernment of tnis pation in their interest,

We denounce the republican party fov its
nbuse of powor during tho past four yenrs.
Obtuining in 1580 control of the oxecutive
and both branches of congross, that pmrty
immedintely entered upon n courseol extray-
agnnoe, 1yranny and freud, 1v found tne
treasury in recelpt of a lurge und  increasing

It maae most of theis appropriations per-
manent, su that they cannot bo reduced by
the preseut democratic house ol representn-
tives without the concurronce of Lho repub-
lican sennto. It turnod o magnificent sur-
plus into an imminent deliciency.

1t wentto lengths of class leglsiation be.
fore unbeurd of by enacting its MceKinley
bill.

It deprived the state of New York of its
just representation in coveress and in the
elactornl coliega by a fraudulant census,

Iv displayed an utter contempt for cconomy
and honesty by its fruudulent administra-
tion of the pension office.

1t vreuched a climax of partisan oppression
in its strenuous eundenvor to enuet into lnw
tho infamous forco bill,

An Alleged Odlous Comparison,

Contrasted with Lhis history of extrava-
gance and oppression, wa recall with ever in-
creasing satisfaction the wise and prudent
democratic administeation of Grover Cleve-
lnnd, He pointed out in his message of De-
comber, 1857, the true mission of the demo-
crntic party, and though tewpornvily deleat-
ed he brought it to the magaiticent victories
of 1500 ana 1891, AIll this has baen remoui-
bered by our preihren in othor stiates from
tho Atlantie to tho Paeific, and New York,
wao amphatically declare, shall not bo a blank
spice upon the demoeratic man.

Wlhe fariilis o Tax"

We denounce the McKinloy tarmiff, We de-
cliro that a tarifl is a tux, that all taxation
is u burden; that it should uever exceod the
necessities of a government wisoly and eco-
nomieally administered,

We condemn the prosent taviff, not only
becauso it is excessive and restrictive of tho
commercinl development of the country, but
pecauso it has been snacted in thelnterests of
a fow at the expense and for the oporession
of the masses of the people, Class legisin-
tion does nov inerease tho receipts of wage-
enrucrs, but it turns over to tho protecred
manufacturers, ever becoming more and
more rapaclons, the federal treasury and the
toxing power of the federal government to
use for their own benefit, and it leaves at 10
them to decide whotheror not the wage-earn-
ers they employ shall recoive uny part of this
enormous vounty., It 18 an inexhaustiblo
gourco of corruption, & constant menace 1o
free government. It hassanped tho lndepen-
dence of indestry and induces men to seeld to
grow rich by oflicial favoritisin rather than
through their own exertions,

Demoerney's Urgent Misslon.

An Inevituble consequence isthat the olass
1 recoipt of these vast fuvors should seek to

pppetuato their grasp upon the government
B‘y supplyiog, in  practically uniimited
nmouuts, the money with which an electorato
may be corrupted and popular government
deerled, Tne democratic party hus uo more
urgont mission thau to destroy a systom pra-
auctive of so wueh evil. Ina spirit of mod-
eration, with due regard to the iuterests of
the capital now invested and tho labor now
employed in protected inaustries, the pars-
mount duty of the party is to continua its

SHERMAN ON FREE COINAGE

He Talks in Opposition to the Stewart
Bill in the Benate,

CLOSE ATTENTION PAID THE SPEAKER

Democrnts and Ropuablicans Allke Inter-
eated in His  Arguments=Facts and
Figares Clred=Little Interest Belng
Taken in House AMairs,

Wasnxaroy, 0D, C., May 8l.—Mr. Sher-
man’s specch in opposition Lo the bill for the
freo coinage of gold and silvor was tho  fea-
ture in the senato today. ‘The first two
tiours of 1hesession were given, ns usual, to
tho morning bosiness ana vo the considera-
tiou of bills on the ecdlondar, of which thirty
were passod. There wera fow of thom, now-
evor, of any public mportance, During
these two hours listlessnoss prevailed in the
senate, the average number of souators pres-
ent being not more than twenty-five. But
that listlessness disappoeared and vho senate
chamber fllled up as Mr. Snermuaun pro-
cecdod with his speech,  All around him on
the republienn 8ide of the cuamber his col-
leaguos settled themselves In their chairs
ana faced him with an alr of markea atton-
tion, It wus the same on tho democratic
side. Duringtho two nud a half bhours that
Mr, Sherman spoke, but fow senators left
tho chamber. ['ully soveuty of them re-
majned in their seats nearly all the time,
paying closo attention to the nrgument. Mr.
Sneriman's manner was forcible, his volce
clear and strong, and he spoko like ono who
folt aceply tho importance of ecarrying con-
viction to his hearers,  Although ho was in-
terrupted on several ocessions he aid not
sllow himselfl to be diverted from the course
which he had marked out for himself,

The catondar was !nld aside and the biil to
provide for the free coinage of gold and sil-
Ver wins taken up. Sherman  bogan  his
speech on the subject,

Senntor Sherman's Speoch,

Five states, ho sald, were largely inter-
ested in the production ot silver and were
ubly roprosented in the senate. Tho souih
seomed ulso to have caught something of the
spirit that actunies tho micing states, bo-
ciuse it desirod, not exasctly froe coinagzo
of silver, but an expansion of the ourrency,
cheaper monoy, & broader oredit. It was
also represented largely an the scnate in
favor of the freo coinnge of silver, And ko
in other parts of the country. ie—rvepre-
senting 4 state nearly central in population—
haid tosted tho sense of the poopie of Ohio
and taoy (bo believed) were by a largo ma-
Jority, nov only fu the republican party, but
in the aemocratic parly, opposed to the froes
colnaga of silver. They believed that it
would degrade the body of the currency,
radiee 118 purchnsing  power  one-third,
destroy vhe vimetaliie systom of the country
to the single monetary standard of silver
mensurad at the rato of O7L graius to the
dollnr.

Ho want on to detend the fnancial action
of the republican party and his action in it,
In & passing allvsion to the national banking
system Mr. Shorman said that those banks
would soon pass away—not because thoy
were not the best baunlks iu the world, but
bocause the United States boods on which
they rested would be paid off, No map hnd
evor lost nsingle dollar on the notes of o
failea opationul vank, depositors had lost
somothing bore and there, bui very little.
The system, therefore, had fully justified
tsell.

Conceraing the Law of 1873,

Coming to the dropping of the silver dollar
from the colonge in 15783 aod the substitu-
tion of the trade doliur for it, he sald that
wna done on the representations and petition
of the legislature of Callforaia—the people of
that and the other silver mining states want-
ing to trausport their silver to China, The
total amount of silver dollers coined from
tho foundauon of tho government up to 1574
had been o little over #5,000,000 ptd at that
time the silver dollar was obsolete, dead ana
buried., Noone wanoted it. It was Lhere-
fore unfair und unmanly to arcalgn tho gen-
tlemen who hiad charee of the il which had
demonetized silver. The only trouble about
that law was that senators wero not as wise
as the Almighty and could not see
abead. If it had been known that silver wos
golug to full as vapidly as it did he woula
bave kopt the silver dollur and put it on the
same footing ns the fractlonal silver. The
suspansion of silver coinage by the Latin
union had given avothor blow Lo silver, and
the inereased production of silver bad given
it nuotner viow, It was not truo that he wns
unfriendly tn siiver,

Mp, Sherman thon went on to denounes the
bill under consideration as wrong in princl-
ple, wrong in detall, wrong in every aspect—
u fraud on the creditor, & deception 1o the
debtor and demoralizing to golu, The advo-
cacy of the free coinage of sliver, he said,
wns doinge more than anythiog to disturb the
business interests of Lhe country.

At this point Mr, Shermun yielded w a
motion to adjourn.
