stationed to wake care of the business of the
delegates and the party leaders. The
officials of both companies state that the
tolegraphle facilities will be as complete ns
were those at eithor Minnespolis or Chiongo.

A concert grand plano and an organ will
pe placed on the platform to ascompany the
gleo clubs that will be i attendance,

HAVE NUMEROUS CANDIDATES |

Prohibit'oniste Are Not Looking for Pres-
idential Timber

MANY ANXIOUS FOR THE NOMINATION

All Is Not Plessant Among the Delegntes
Assombled at Cincinpath<Todinns He-
publicans Meet in State Convention
=Various Politieal Pointers,

Cixcisxar, O Juno 25,—All the neces-
sary preparations have boon made and a% 10
o'clock tomorrow morning the sixth annual
couvention of the protivition party will be-
gin its session in the big Musie hall in which
Hancock was nominated, The voovention,
unless an effort, not now very promising, to
pateh differences and agres on s now man
shall ba sucvessful, will have a fight on hand
for the Thonor of belag tue prosi-
dential nominen of the party, astate of things
which is n novelty to the cold wateér advo-
oates,  ‘The fight is throwing an s of a real
politteal conventlon over tho prooceedings
and what, with lithographs and badges of
the two rival candidates, campaign head-
quarters, charges aud counter charges wad
night conforences, an outsider may sdateh
somathing of the soirit whioh pervades more
fmportant politieal conventions,

Lending Cundidntes.

Goneral Bidwoll of Califoenin and Mre, W.
Jonnlngs Demorsst of New York are the
lendine competitors for the nomination and
their supporters aro bocoming excited over
the matter, Mr, Bascom, a well known
business man of Troy, N, Y., is the ebony
equine most mentioned as tha best nominee
in tho event of both Biawell and Domorest
belng ruled off,

While talk of a compromise Is heard,
neither Goneral Bidwell's nor My, Demorest's
frienas look on It with favor, and many aele-
gates think the matter bas gone o far
that it must be fought ont. General Bid-
well's frionds claim his election on the first
baliot and ridiculo the Damorest claims as
basoless, Geneoral Bidwell has strong cast-
ern supporters in New York and Pennsyl-
vianla, most of the leaders are for him. and
ox-Governor St. John, who could probably
get the nomination i he would take it, 18
working hard for Bldwell and will place him
in nomioation. Chalrman Diokie of the na-
tional commitiee, Miss Willurd, Mrs, Gougar,
A. A, Stevens of Pepnsylvunia, Dr. Funk
and others, are supporting Bidwell also.

Demorest's Strength,

The Demorest supnortera arrived in larger
numbers today and it is evident that he has
a considerablo following, though handi-
capped by lack of support 1n his own state,
He s expected to stavd well in the south,
and perhupe in some of the waestern stutes,
Colonul It S, Chevls, RRev. Sam small, 1Psof.
Cirandison of Norih Carvoling, John Lloyd
Thomns, secrotary of the national committes,
and Heary B. Hudson, of the “Blue and the
CGiray,'"” aro his principat advocates, The
lirst threa named will, it is understood,
make the nominstion and seconding speeches
tor Domorest,

Gideon T, Stewart of Ohlo, will probably
be put in nominution and the prohibition
presidential nomination being itsell largzely
of a complimentary nature, there i8 no tell-
ing how many persous will receive lnformal
ballots,

‘fonight canpusea of the two lenders wore
hela to arrange for the proper conduct of the
two booms. Toe Demorest mon are making
much of the strong seontlment ngninst
fusion with the people's party, and one
charge they make ngalnst Bidwell s thut hels
inclined to withdraw il wWeaver is nom-

inuted. They have out lithographs of Dem-
orest, inscribed: *“No Compromises, No
Fusion. No Daeals.” The Biawell men

retors that the Dewmorest esmpaign largely
rests on financial contriontions, The prohi-
bitlon newspaper organs ara coming o for a
share of denuneiation aud the Doemorest fol-
lowers and some others nsspil it vehomoently
and chargo that Demorest's lack of support
in New Youk state is due to machine mnth-
ods to which the Voice s u party.
Opposed to Faslon,

The opposition to fusion with the people's
party is very miarked, aod Miss Willard was
tonlght apparently wlimost alone In advochey
of it, The leaders of both the Bidwell ana
Demorest factions, at lenst on the surface,
seem auited in aptagouism to this propos-
ition, The peaple's party 18 not condemned,
but tho disposition is strong in favor of the
probibitionists keeping up their own organ-
iration apd presidentinl candldates in this
campalgn, ut least, and their foeling will find
an expression in the plaiform if the mwore
radicul have thoeir way .

Ex-Govarnor John I’. St Jonn of Kansas,
not so long ago n presidentinl nomines him-
self on the prohibition ticket, will ve in the
chair tomorrow ut the first sesslon of the
vonvention that Is tn chose the party's na-
tiona! eandidntes for 1582, That was sottlea
pefore the wojournment of an lmportant
maeting of tho prohibition nalional cowm-
o ttae,

A. I, Wolfenbarger of Nebraska will be
the secretary of the eonveution. The chioloa
of 4 Nebraskan for the hovor wis rerarded
a4 au olive braoch to the neople’s pariy, em-
pUasizing the itention of the prohibitioulsts
to wt least help in wresting Nebraska, this
yenr if possible, from the graspol the two
oldor parties—-this; too, whether a fusion of
the people's party wod the probibitionists be
uttemptod or not,

A, A, Stevens of Pennsvivanin or *rof,
Digkie will probably be permacent chisie-
o,

A. E. Wilson of Illinois, J. A, Tate of Ten-
nessoo and E. [ Stavens, the base bal! odi-
tor of the doston Horald, were chiosen for
assistunt secretaries, and B, T Chatin of
Wisconsin for sorgouint at-arms at tho na-
tional commitled moeeliug.

Exchauge of Personalities.

There was a lively exchange of person-
alities at tho committes meotivg over the
adoption of the treasurer's report. Sam
Small sald cortnlu names occurrad 100 often
as having been pmployed by Chalrman
Digkle for protuibition work. Ho charvao-
tarized them as “huangers on,'" without other
means of support, und saserted that their
employment was in violation of the spirclt of
u vesolution offored by bim sud adopted in
Piuwsbury.

B. T. Chafin of Wisconsin seoved Rav, Mr,
Small, aua mincing no words sard that gon-
tleman's resclution was *‘an watotle perform.
ance,'

Alter the reselution had been adopted
witbout division Chalrman Dickio spoike, de-
claring the resolution had not been viglutod,
a3 1t was understood when passed, and spoke
of the resolution as a *“tomfool oue,*!

Miss Frances Willurd's idea is that the

muklng both orgunizations narmonious. Miss
Willard admitted good bumoredly that the
plan had aesay met viDleat opposition and
wis likely 10 encounter more, wilh scant eu
conragement w8 L ultimals success .
