Bostox,  Mass,, Jauly 11, —President
Samuel (GGompars of the Amoriean Fadern-
tion of Luvor was in the city yesterday, In
roard to the Homestoad trouble ho said :

“Sinee Tuosaay I have been dependent
upon the nowspapoers for information regard-
ing the events at Homestead. 1 jJudge by
thole reports that there §s an fntention on
the part of the Carnasie company to bring in
moro Pinkertons, 1f this bo true and they
are braught, there will o a bloody battle'

“o you think the mon wererignt in firing
on the Pinkertons!'' ho wis askon,

“T'hat is for the men on the ground to de-
clde, 1 kuow that tho losk-out workors are
men conservative 1n speoch, good eitizsns,
man of property, saving and prudeat, and
in comfortable clreumstances.  Tho legul
status of the so-called dotoctive agency is
very much in question.

When ono
mun s in possession of evidones sufMicient 10
pring another to the gallows, the two can
hinrdly Hvo together in mutnal contidence,

supnosing that it was a good one. The pros-
centing attorney would not peliove the story.
