What Causes the Delay,

S continued the chalrman, “'is what
bas cuused all of the trouble, and  vight huere
I want to make u few explunations. On
chinrles strect thore was no wiater connoe-
tlons, Toere was no plat Hied showing the
locution of tho proposed waler counections,
In fuet, the counvil bad made no provisions
for anything to show thelr location, On
Norihh Twentioth strect the paving has been
tied up by an Injunction in tne United
States court, 1 understuna theoase hns been
settled, that the water ppea  will be
loid and that paving will  spon  begin.
Lowe avonue is tiod up with an injunetion.
‘I'io nlleys io the three blocls mentinned in
tho atatament have been completed,

“IPho Twenty-fourth street conteact has
been concelog, as the ecouncil hins  deciared
against eedar bloeks,  On Shdrman avesue
the counctl got o little too ast and oraerced

Mysterions Explosion in a Trench Does
Considerable Damage.

AT SOUTH OMAHA

TWO WORKMEN SERIOUSLY BURNED

One of Them WIH Probably Dle from the
Resalt of His Injurlies—The Ground
Wi Souled with Oll—=Some
Theories.

Yesterday afternoon an explosion oocurred
At the terminus of the Unlon Stoek Yards
company’s tracks, Just across the street from
tho office of the Cudntiy  Packiog compuany,
Martin Andergon and John I, Johnkon, two
Inbigrers, belug badly burned about the
body, the former probably tatally.

Thoe explosion came aoparently without
cause, aud no oun is able 1o exoplain how 1t
occurred, Anderson and Johnson were en-
gaeed 1in digging n smail trench nt the ona
of the tracks for tho purpose of putting in A
“bumper."” ‘They had excavated to a depth
of nearly three feet when, witliout o
moment's warelog, a mass of flames shot
into the alr and enveloped both men before
they could get out of the fire's way. The
clothes worn oy them were instantiv in
flames, and were extinguished by workmeo
near at hand

Anderson was burned about tho legs and
body and nrms.  His Injaries will probubly
prove fatal. Hls companion, Johuson, fared
Lotter, and his injuries are not so serious,
altbough he was Ladly burned about the logs
and arme.  Hoth men are unmarvried and ro-
side AL Twonty-fifth and L stresws, Ander.
BON Wis renioved to St Joseph's bospital for
treatment.,

The place where the accident occurrea ls
very near to where the Cudahy company
londs its oil onto the ears and the ground
wus saturated with that material, A spark
from a workman's pipe seems to be the gen-
cral explanation as 1o what causad the ex-
plosion, or ashovel striking Hinty substance
iizhit have done so. Those near where the
necident orourred state, however, thut no
oue was smoking at the time, A two-ineh

was pipe ruus throueh the trench which the
Workuen d_ug and it was filled with gas
The explosion bursted the pipe, and o leak

from this might have furnished material for
the explosion. A five alarin was turned (u, to
which both eampanles responded. Tho
Cuduby fArecompuany extinguistied the Hames
before much damage was done,

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SILVER MBEN TALK POLITICS,

New Seheme to Secnre n Presldent Bronched
In the Mining Congress,

Hevexa, Mont., July 18.—~The sccond day's
session of the national mining congress efl-
fected permanent organization by the elee-
tion of Francis R. Newlands of Nevada as
president.  On taking his seat Mr, Newlands
made a svrong silver sp2och, urging tho min-
ing states to puat the interests of silver be-
fore party interests, He advocated an agroe-
went between political parties providing that
tho eloctoral votes of wining stutos shoula bo
cast forno porsen as president who waould
not agreoe to permit any silver act passed by
congress to become n law. His view was
that all three of the national parties in the
mining states should instruct theiv electors
to act independontly in the electeral oolloge
in the interest of the silver cause rather
than in the interest of auy candidate. In
this way their optire vote could be aggre-
gated in the eleetoral college and would
probabiy hold the balanes of powor, It
would mean that, whilo the silver gueation
should ve settled by fnternntional ngresment,
the electors could cast their votes according
to thelr party preailections, but if not, could
exact ns & conditlon of thelr vole the support
of any chndldiate requiring thelr vote, the
understanding being tnat thoe action of coun-
gress on the silver guestion should stond
without executive interference, T'ho prople
acmanded, be sald, thar the popular will, ns
expressed by coneress, should not be opposed
and defeated by the will of one mnu, evon
tuough he bo president,

Ho also elndmed that even though the elee-
tion was thrown into the houso the causo of
silver would mnot necessarily be lost il tho
friends of silver wera active and vigilant,
While it was true that the preseat house was
democeatic and would bo likely to cast its
vote for Cleveland If no precautions weve
tukon, steps stiould be taken to nprevent nis
election unless he agreed not 1o use his ex-
ecutive nowers as hecetofore to defeat fres
silver ngnin.  Most of the democratic mom-
bers of thie present house represented sonth-
ori and western constituoncies, which wore
overwhelmingly for free coluage. ‘Thay
would be candidates for renomination and
olection ut the coming election, and pledges
should bo exacted from them that they would
not, in the event of the election being thrown
into the house, vote for any man for thoe
prosidency unless be would give assurancoe
that executive power would uwot pe used
aguinst tho popular will,

July 4, at an Indian daoee, o dranken waite
fisherman Kicked and assaulted & sguow,
Miny Iodians wore intoxicated and war was
declarod, Josepn Mvers of Asterin, Ure.,
wiks shot and killed, The whites solght shel
ter In the cannery. T'hoy opened fivo, kill
ing two Indtans and wounding several oth-
ers, Two white men, namos unknown, wasro
also wounded, ona probabiy fatally. The
Indians sougibt protection in the woods und
kept up an incessant fire for soveral hours,
In the afternoon they rovived [fromm the
effeets of the whisky and atruce was de-
clured.
