WOULD NOT HE TAKEN ALIVE.

Surrounded by w Posse o Pennsylvanin
Murderer Kitls Himselfl.

Freranvns, Po., Aug, 6. —0On the Uth of last
June Martin Reod, who was confined in the
Waslilngton county jail for the murdor of
Alex Chappell, esenped and was not located
by the detectives on his teail until toaosy.
Omeors MceBride and Orr, huve bDeen
working on the caso ever sinee the murderer
ted, and nfter mueh work they found him
today concealed Inan fee house at Nobles-
town, near Washington, Whan discoverod
Hoeea refused to surrenaor, wheroupon on
attompt wis mads to force the door of the
jee house and take bhim by force, lesed
tnd uvidently dotéermined not to be taken
nlive, for he opened fire on the officers
and dangorously wounded OMeer Orr, The
policemen secing they could not capturs the
desporado unalded, summoned assistanco,
A Iarge number of citizens of the placo
rosponded and o second attempt on the build-
Ing wiis commonceed, Stot alter shot eamo
from Reed's revolver ana his tHreing was so
rapid that no one dared o veature wnto the
{oe house,

In time Constable Coyle of MeDonald
stntion pluced himsell ot the bead ol a num-
ber of others and led nn nssault on the
murderer's stronghold,  T'he besiegers were
mot with o volles  from Reed’s pistol, Con-
stuble Coyle being costantly killea,

The death of this cficer spread con-
sternntion among Lhe assentbled citizens, but
they quickly ratiled and determined Lo, sot
fire to Lue ice bouse aud thus_force Reed to
surrender. Thoy were successful in setting
iton tire, Tho conflaegration sproad from
one ena of tha tuilding to the other, but
Itocd alld not give himsellf up, On the con-
trary a8 the flmmes mouunied higher and
higher, und he saw that he had the choica ot
burning to death, surrondering, or snooting
hiwself, be chose the latter. ‘I'he report of
his revolver raug out, sturtling the crowd,
who hnd not looked Tor sueh o termination Lo
the tragedy.

Rueed's body was pacovered soon nfterwards,
burned to ncrisp. Itshowed that he was
shot in his head,

The erime for which Reed
and sentenced to hang was the murder ol
Alexundaer Chappell.  Chappell’s wile was a
most attenetive woman, and Heed falling in
love with her planned and excouted the
erime in order to marry her. He gave his
victim poisoned whisky to driuk. |

sorvatory sinee it came within range, 1 pro-
1050 to address soon to the New York
Herald a general article based on the results
of our ohservations, in which I have had the
good fortune 1o be asaisted by co-lnborateurs
s zonlous as vney ware skilled, Quier,
Quenissel; Seenmll ana Mabire.

No bouble Comets Seen,

“Today I will simply tonch upon the great
and important observations made through
the grand equatorial of the Mount Huamilton
observalory, the most powerful telescope in
the world. Accordiug to these observations,
the Martial canuals have been recognized and
contirmed, but the illustrious director of the
Lick observutory adda: ‘The Iatest obser-
vitions haye disproved Schraparelli's theory
that the canals in Mars are doubles.' [t fol-
lows that double canals huve not beon seen,

**I'he case is the samoe here at the Juvisy
obsorvation, A cortain number of canals
were pbservad, bur all wera simple. I will
mention as examwples the Nusmyth pass, the
Indus, Gauges, Gepas, Iris, Gerdon, the

*The obseryvations were the mora diMaoult,

“Whyt! Because they arve only seen doubile

in the spring aud autumn of Mars, o little
after the spring equinox ned a llvtle bolore
the autumn equinox. 'T'ne grminations dis-
appoar in summer and in winter. Now the
lunabitants of the south hemisphere of Mars
aro in midsummer and those of the north
bemisphere in  midwinter. The spring
equinox of the south hemisphere nud the
autumn equinox of the north hemisphore
oceurred on Mareh 20 last, The summer
solstice of the south hemlisphers and the
winter solstico of the nortn hemisphere will
occur October 13 next, We caunot, there-
fore, observe the geminations during the
present observation of Maors,
Too Early In the Year,

“It is well known that on this neighboring
plunet tho seesons are twice as long ns with
us, lastiug nearly six months instead of
turee, The presant opposilion of Mars comes
nine weeks bofoae the summer solstice of the
southern hemisphere snd as in 1877 the
cannls appear simple, Schinparelli, who dls-
coverod them, was careful to warn astrono-
maers of what would happen this vear, Here
Is what he wrote In March, 1850

‘“‘It will not be long befora these conjec-
tures ave verities as the opportunity will pre-
sont itself {n 1802, T'he opposition in that
yeor will take place vopder almost the same
conditions as that of 1577, saud the total ab.
sence of gaminations must be expected," “Iu
is evadent that our koowledge of Mars is
becomiug verp precise and doubtless we shall
soon Know more of that pisnest's moterology
thon of that of the earth,
