tho court, Tho proporty was navertised for
sAle the 230 inst.  Mr, Goodell yesterduy an-
plied to Chief dustice Maxwell for a restrain-
fng ordoer to prevent the sule, representing to
him that if the Omahn company Wersn per-
mitten to take the property in question the
bona fido creditors of the bank would be in-
!urml. Judge Maxwell therefore issusd the

ollowing ordory

“ltsntisfactorily appearing from the pe-
titlon thnt tho astachinent in the oase was
1u all probability wrongfully and anlawfully
levied upon the property in question and thit
s sile thorsunder would tend 1o defraud
groditors o 1 the banking house of Kioman &
Arnnla of their Just dues, a restralning order
is therofore granted aguinst the defendants
and each of them, enjoming them from sell
Ing or disposing of said property or any purt
thereof or otherwlise aterforing with the
Pn.-.uminn of the recelvor i saul chuse,
This order to continue ln foree antil Sep-
temboer 22, 1892, unless soonor modified or
rovoked.'

Must Cat Down Exponses.

Under the exeeodingly low nssossment
magde this spring the olty governmont of
Lincoln finds it necossury to cut down ox-
pensos evon at tho risk of erippliog somo of
the depurtments. According to a statemont
of City Clerk Van Duvn it will be NeCessnry
to very materially cut down the polive foreo,
The present foreo consists of twonty-two
patrolmen aud (it moay bo necessary to re-
duee this number to fourtaen, It will also
be necessary to roduce the mombership of
tha fire department. which at present con-
sists of twenty-nine mon, The now salary
ordinance now pendlng provides for the ex-
penditure of abous $10,000 more than will ba
avalluble for this purpese. The necessity
for this rigld economy lles entirely in the
low assessment of the city proporty, ‘Tho
tevy will be from 35 to 40 mills,

Wo
suswer, yes; there 18 enoughn tin in the Black
Hiils nione to supply the world. ‘The Biack
Hills are situated in the western purt of
South Dakola und eastern Wyvoming. 'They
cover guito an ares of couotry aud lin ore is
found in many places throughout the whole,
but the lodes or ledges that have been most
extensively prospocted are in the naighbor-
hood of Hill City, Pennington county, 5, D,
‘'ho Harnoy Peak Tin Mining company, com-
posea of American and English capitalists,
is operating there, The Euoglish swok-
tolders are men who have large tin interests
in other parts of the world, and consequently
bave hua o groat deal ol practicunl experiouce
in the production of Un, sed they are fully
sousiled that tho mines of the Black Hills
cutt be made to pay ressonuble interest on
their capital opit Is not at all hikely that
they would bave Investod several willlons of
dollars in the anterprise.  They brought an
oxpert from Coronwall, Eungland, to ox-
amino  snd ropork on  the mines. He
made a thorough examipation, and 1 under-
stand that bhe was  tighly pleased, usnd
sold that they show as wall, if not bettor,
than the celebrated Doleouth tio mine of
Corpwall did nt the sume depth, The Hur-
nev Poaske company owos something like
1,100 ¢lnims, aod & claim comprises avout
twonty acres.  Thoy have suok shaflls on
sevaral of them to the depth of 400 to G
feot und the lvdges are improving o size aud
the quality of the ore iy aso tmproving s
they go down, The company bas builg re-
duction works with o capacity of 250 tons
