At ¥ o'cloek the attornoys bogan to
gather and lo o few minutes tater fully 200
lawyars hng seats In the toom,

Ed W. Simeral proposea that Judeos Grog.
ory act as chntrman, o was olected with-
out any opposition.  Upon tuking nis seat lio
sald that whatover was dobo ho hoped would

badong with dignity.

Chaorles Ofutt was the first man to break
the sileaen that hung wboat the room, Ha
stated that tho Information bad been con-
veyod to tho members of tho bar that serious
ehareas had been made sgalnst 4 member of
ho district beneh wna that the peonle should
know whothior they wero true or false; that
for the purposs of dotermining au investiga-
tion should b bnd, To bring thoe matter be.

Tuo passags of
Lthe resolutions eould bhave no effect and uo

man could show whut govd they could o,
In ths oo they might result in jm-
peachment, but a lighor uuthority
would bave to Issue order. In il
due rospoct to tha mot who
signed thoe call, tho juage said that ho  bhad
never neard of spelh o meating., If ho

offerad un indignity to tho court he could not
oxpress hits humility too auch. ihings
