Presid Asuplrations.

The republican national convention of 1870
was now ot hamd, and Mr, Blame was the
most prominent candidate for the presiden-
il nomination. Ho had o larger following
of cuthusiastic fricuds than any other as-

The canvass that followdd was one of
peculine bitterness, Mr. Bliine took the
stinp in Ohlo, Indinng and New York, wnd
innsories of remavkable speeches, chilelly
devoted to advoenting the policy of pro
tlon to American industries, deepenesd tho
| s pression of his intellectunl power.

The election turned upon the result in New
York stute, which gave Grover Cleveltind a
votes and defeated Mr
Bluine.  Soverdl viausos contributed to this
riesull, but it is probable the republicun can-
didate would have carried the stute but for
thoe illoonsidered alliteration of Rev, Dr.
Burchard, At recoption.  tendersd by
clergymen to Mr, Blaine in New York City a
few nights before the election, Mr Bur
chard ncted as spokesmy w1l in an addeess
nrraigning the demoor . chnrred it with
being the party of “Ruom, Romuanism and
Rebellion.” A large unumber of Irish Catho-
livs | beon won to Mr. Blalue's support by
the friendliness hehsd shown toward ITre-
land, but the Bumchard alliteration drove
thom back into the democratic party.

During the Lust Elght Years.

The campalgn of 1554 had futerrupted Mr.
Blaine's work on “Twenty Years of Con-
gress.' but hoe resumed its writing  imme-

dintoly after the result of the eloction was
