Thatstatement Is the condonsod essence of
all that travelers have told us up o dute
The countey upon whosa threshold wo pauss
has been thoroughly explorad by many of ony
cltizens during the past winter by the aid of
magnitieent dlustratious brouzht by & trav-
eler. Today, ot the rlsk of losing his reputa.
thon for veraeity, he submits the reflections
of tmemories of this hiot and dusty south
Innd.

From the deck of un ol freight steamer on
Christmas day hundreds of puairs of oyes
looked for the low, sandy, palm-fringed
econst of England’s grontest possession, In
this smnll vess:l were crowded over 70
human beings, packed for the part
like sardines Ino box, How the sallors ever
mude their way through this mnss of bones
and Hesh was known to thom only. In all
concelvablo shapes, some sitting, some
stunding, some lying about upon the steam
winches, In the companionwny, on the
hatehes, men, women and childvren wore in-
discriminatoly mingled. The moajority of
them woere Indisos returning from 4 season
of coffee picking on the hills of Coylon to
their lowland homes, for which they waore
gazing across blue haze so longingly.

First Glimpse of Lund,

At Hirst o dark shadow, thoen a green wav-
ering line, indicative of the natures hidden
behind it which soon pladnly assumed shape,
size and definiteness, The veasel anchors
five miles from shove, smoll native bonts
shoot out into the valleys of wives dnd dance
over the erests until they are at the side,
They are filled as soon as within leaping dis
tance, ond many o one is swamped.

Thome was lttle trouble in
substituting a rupoe piece for the whys and
wherefores, Once  through the ocustom
house, it is natural to wonder If you huave
been satisfactorily registered, labeled und
lundod in Indin,

“Indin, the dream of a life." What a
Kgh-i-nor to Englund’s pendant of jowels is
this great territory, that is larger than
Europe, with its 230,000,000 of souls!

Wonderful Southern India,

This southernmost city is Tuticorin, Its
streots are washed by the Arablan sen, the
bay of Bengal and the Indian ocean. Its
stroots are prolitdg, of styange contrasts-—a
small hut here, o L'.gﬁhl» tenmiple opposite, nond
between them willk the half-naked Indinns,
the descendants of the old Dravidisuns, The
forcigner has proluibly never seen peopls
and things stranger before. The people snd
things have probably never been passed by
the one who is so strange and old, standin
and leoking on.  Southoern India 1s vot much
traveled by white men; there ave few rail
roads, no hotels, but miserable public convey-
guces, Yeritis in the unkvown southern
corner that the greatest architectural won-
ders und the most mteresting of all India’s
races are to be studied. Hero
are  the  muasterpieces of  Druvia-
inn architecture, which in their
number, vasiness and siaboratenass of work-
manship astonnd and bewilaer the Christian
traveler, Thepe have never been so many
temples in any one land, Japan not excepted,
as there are lofb in this district.

Fall over in one of the great heavy, inclosed
bullock carts and try to rest us you journey
down from ‘Tuticorinto them. It {s not
easy to deseribe these, the most wonderful
temples the world has ever seen, 1t is ex-
tremely dificult to bring the reality bofore
the mind's eye. Babylon, Nineveh, Karuak,
Thebes, Eyphesus, Athens, Tehaulte-
pec hud none so  great, so  grand,
80 wonderful.

Five Classes of Temples.

A condensed description divides thom
into five parts, The vimaua, or ady-
tum of the Greels, is square and
surrounded by o pyramid  roof of
gold leaf,  Here in the dark cubieal cell the
1ol is nidden from the sight of even the re-
pulsive priests who perform thelr offensive
worshin before it.  Second, around tho
vimann and leading up to it from the points
of the compass are the makitapas, the
most wonderfully enrvidd porticoes in exist-
ence.  Third, the gopura, of great gatewasy,
is the most prominent and notiecable part of
all, One catohes sight of this when miles
awiny: it is tho first thing scen when the
traveler is far out on the sea, often nls-
taken by ignorant travelers for the templo
proper, 48 It towers from 200 to 400 feer in
the air, elaborately carved in tier upon tier
through fifteen stories, oach of which dimiu-
ishes in slze as you ascend, the whole
capped by an oblong domoe.  Fourth, the pil-

mast

lured halls or choulteries are formed by o

thousand pillars, each with o diferently
carved design, a veritable “campo santo' of
pillars.  Fifth arve the sacred tanks, sur-
roundel by corridors with flights of steps
lending down iuto the water.  All these,
gathored around and. leading to a common
oenter, the adytum, form the great spread-
ing temple of southern luda,

Time with its covages has deprived us of
much of the one-time beauty and splendor
that one hears of ehdefly in the Voda legends,
yot what is left dmpresses us with o high
sunso of kpowledgo and powor, subdues us
and emphasizes the Hitleness of man.  ‘This
hoight, largeness and grandeur is & proof not
only of manunl power, but of an extensive
knowledge of arithmetic, mechanivs and
gmnwu"v. .

The dotail is puzsthing, bewlldering, con-
fusing, Oune Is appalled if ne attempts o
noto rl nll, This wmvehitocture has always
been unreivaled fof pationt claboration of
the most minuto detall.
