Thomns Moore, the man snot by a fellow
tramp during a fracas 'n the Rook Island
ritlrond  yards late yestorday afternoon,
died of his wound at St Ellzibeth hoapital
at L:40o'clock this morning. The doctors
did everything in their power tosuve the
unfortunnte man's life, but their offorts
wore unnvailing, Late last evening, after
probing unsuccessfully for the buliet, thoy
performed an operation upon him.

RODBERT L. BLAINE'S REMOVAL,

Secretary Morton Gives Roasons for His
Action in the Matter.

Wasmxaroxw, D, ., April 11 —Secretury
Morton's attention was called today to cer-
tain criticisms for his removal of Iobert L.
Hlaine from the position of chisf of the quar-
untine division of the Bureau of Animal la-
dustry. The sceretary says when he took
charge of the Depfartment of Agriculture he
found Mr. Blaine oceupying a position with
practically no dutiva to perform, gnd arsw-

ing a salary of £.000 per annum. It
was one of the most evident  sinecures
in the department and he could pot, con-
ajatently, allow it to romain,  although

tne fpeumbent happened to b the brother
of the lnto James €+, Blaine.  If he hnd been
the brother of President Cleveland the result
would hove been the sume.  The only posi
tion which could be taken in the Interest of
eeonomy a\lld i.:'urnl government wis Lo abol-
ish this division.which consisted of one man,
and nssign the clevieal force connieted with
the stations to thy divisions of fleld lnvesti-
gation and miscellineous work at the bursau
of animal industry, which i% bad really done
during Mr. Blaine's incumbency, The quar-
antine stations, he said, will be muintsined
aud conductad as they have been heretofore
under the dircction ot the chief of the burean
ot anlmal industry, without the least detri-
ment to the public service,
