There is trouble in store for the Burling-
ton and Unton Pacific railronds over the mat-
ter of the O street  viaduet, work on which
was bogun  yesterday,  The committee to
appraise domages to abutting property hos
not yet roported, and many of the propoarty
owners are desirous of halting work so that
they can find out for sure Just how much
money they are to get, and whether the
amount is satisfuctory to them, A meeting
of the interested real estite owners was
held this movaing, and O, Whedon re-
tnined to  begin  injunction  proceedings
agninst the companies and stop the further
progress of  the  work,  The matter of
damangres, it appenrs, §s not thoe most polont
one, however, s muany of the property
owners believe that in egquity the vailroads
should pay the abutting damiages, nad not
the eity, ds s the cuse under the present
agreement, the city also being bound to
muintnin the vinduet forever., ‘The Oakley
bill, which was passed without the emergency
elunuse, does not go into offect until July, but
It s believed that the present contract bes
tween the city and the raflrosas can be
brokoen because it s inequitable, and  before
A new one can be entered into the Oakley
bill will have boecome a law.  This of course
means the begloning of extended litkeation,

The history of vimduet legisintion in the
city is an interesting ous. © For years the
council endeavored to induce the Burlington
and Union Pacific to build a  viaduct across
the interminable numper of tracks on West
O street, but owing to the lnck of legislation
on the subject and the pohitical pull of the
romds they could not be forced to do any-
thing, A fow months ago tho Oakley bill
was introduced, and soon afterwards the
ronds suddenly agreed upon the matter of
allotment of expense, and appeared before
the council one night and insisted on rushing
through a vinduet ordinnnee,  Some of the
moembers wanted time and it went over os-
tensibly for o week, The next day, how-
ever, o call for o special meeting was clrcu-
Inted, o sufficient number of members gotten
together, and the ordinance went through,
At other stages the same wild haste was
pbserved and the contranctors have been
rushed from the time it was awarded them.
