AN, while the Commorelal and Bavines
ande and John Barnd received in exehango
thore fore 82,000 cash, the amount of a  §H00
nole assnmaod by the ifnvesument compny
and St John, and 200 shnros of worthiess
bunk stook, o total of 7,000, Upon the 85.000
note the Investment company was alrondy o
unrantor, ind It was well known to St
ohn and the investment company that
neither Barmd dor the bank would be able to
pay ik, sothat the investmont company ns-
sumod no new liability when it agreed to
pay 1t. Wherefore the court flgures out
that while St Joha and his company re-
ceived $27.450 by tho trade Lhe bank received
wvirtually only 8 006, n clear bulanee in favor
of the lnvestniont company of $25,4560,

Denounoeed in Strong Terms.

Continuing the declsion sava: “As there
was found in this bank but £0.50 in cash ne-
eording to the ovidence of John Barnd, its
partner ns party of the first part in the
above teansnction, it would seem that the
bank got nothlug out of this doeal, which,
with  something of grim  irony, its

resident and cashior call an  exchange,

Vhen, In  considering this ‘oxchange,'
1t 18 roemembored that the Commercial
and Snvings bank was ropresented by its
cashior, whose fudement was impalved by
an insane delusion, and by o president whoso
Intorests  woere that the oppoesite party,
whose controlling offlear ho then was, should
roft e the bank's expense, thore s noth-
nig marvelous in the result, On behalf of
the seeretary of tho Mutunl Loun and Invest-
maont compiny., who hold the ofiice of  presi-
dent of the insolvent bank, until fvs utter
ruln and the rohbory of its patrons wis an
accomplished fact, nothing in extenuntion
ean bo urged,

“When he tandored his resignation ns presl-
dent 5f tho bank ot the mecting of tha di-
rectors held at 8 o'clock in the foronoon of
Monday, February 1, 1818, he was awaro
that the bank was insolvent, rendered hope-
lossly s0 by his own betvaysl of his trust
1t is now urged on his belinlf that there can
be no order mado in respect to the atocke of
the defunct bank, held by the sons and
brothers of this perfidipus presidont, boehuso
thoy are not made parties to this procead -
ing. Under tho facts in this case it is hoped
that no necesslty will exist for making these
relatives such parties. The misconduct of
Sylvestor S, 5t John as president of tho
Commoercinl and Savings bank in becoming
party to the misappropriation of the assets
of that bank, subjocted LWim to a porsonal
linbility for the full value of those assets to
the bank's creditors, It cannot be to
strongly or too frequently impressed upon
the llﬂlldl bf oMeers and managers of banks
ana other corporations that they are but
ngents, and as such thoy must loyally
sorve their principals. Banks are necessary
concomitants of civilization; to them are
entrusted the earnings of looest toil, the
accumulations of intelligent enterprise; the
trust funds of charity, orphanage and help-
less 0ld age, vud ns managors of such insti-
tutions bank presidents und cashiersand
directors cannot be too strongly impressed
with the responsibility of their oficinl posi-
tions.  As to this trust relation, the law will
especially  tolorate no  vielntion of the
wlghth commandment,”

followling the above seathing denunciation
of the bank's oficors is the order upon St
Joho and the investment company to pay
into the hands of the receiver bofore July 6
the amount of 7,600, of which they had
robbed the broken banic.

Edncoln's Mayoralty Contest,

There was a large crowd present at the
county court room  this morning to hesr the
doeisfon of Judge Lansing on the sdvisabil-
ity of tlre ballots ss evidenve, upon which
the fate of the contest aepended. The
court, in effefy, said:

1 am froo to say that though considerable
time has been consumod and much has been
said on the objection to the introduction of
the ballots in this case, my mipd is far from
clear as to the proper ruling. As @ under-
stund the law, and I think It is plon, a
reasonable probability that the ballots have
been tampered with not only, us has been
stated by counsel, affects vhelr ereaibility,
but sotually destroys their admissibility ns
evidenca, But the full recogoition of this
principla does not remove the difculty,
for the question of fact, and B very
vexatious one, still remains. Is there or
has there been shown by the evidenca
adduced s reasonable probability that the
integrity of tho ballots cast hins been do-
stroyoll, 1 have called the guestion vexa-
tious: it is so intrinsionlly. snd in this case
it has beon made doubly so by outeroppings
of Itival and persenal acrimony which are
unbecoming a court of justice, and which
have been offensively paraded in the court
robi, tho echioes of which huve come to the
ears of the court in the highways and by-
ways of the eity, Professional ethics and
the dugx of counsel to ulient, require that
counsel do his utmost to present the elements
of equity nnd justice in his client's cause to
she court intolllgently, aud that he make tho
poth of the court as easy and smooth ag pos-
sible; and counsel who violute these prin-
eiplea not only forfeit the regard of the court
and vhelr colleagues, but seriously endanger
the interests of thelr cllonts,

BOND BUYERS BACUK DOWN.

County Mosd Improvement Blocked for the
Fresent.

Indications are that the threa county
ronds, for the improvement of which bonds
in tho sum of $150,000 were votod last June,
will not be paved this year, as Hayes & Sons
of Cloveland, O., the parties who purchased
the paper, have kicked over the traces and
have said that they would not take the paper.

Soms weeks ngo when tthe bids for the
bonds were openad, these Ohlo gentlomen
wero found to be the highest and best bid-
ders for the bonds, they agreeing to pay par
and asmall premiuvm, A% that time the
commissioners accopted their bid and re-
jocted all of the others.  The clerk wrote
the Cleveland parties that their bid was
necopted nnd nt once they sent a 85,000 check
upen theirown bank, »s8 o guaranty that
they would comply with the terms of
the contract with the ocounty. After that
thoy sent o man here Lo look up the condi-
tion of the county and the law authorizing
the voting of the bonls. Hoe reported to the
commissioners thut everything wns satis-
factory, and -'tppolmMI theé money would
be on hand when n tho board adver-
tisod for bids for the paving and awarded
the contracts. Now it turos out that Hoyes
& Sons do not propose Lo Lake the paper,
thoy havieg writton that tho bonds are not
legal and they cannol use them,

They claim shat when the bonds were
voted that tho eloction was hold 1n eighty-
aight precincts in tho city of Omuha, and
that there was no law authorledng the crow-
tion of that numbor of vollug precinols.

The commissioners huve not decided the
polut as to whether they will go o law for the
purpose of compelling s comptiance and before
dolng so, they will tuke some legal ndvice
regarding Whe matier. The #5, forteit
which they beld they do not cousider of auy
particular value, as they are of the opinion
thit if the firm would refuse to take the
bonds it would refuse Lo honor lis check

What He Sala.

The first Swedish or Lutheran bishop who
ever visited Amorica arrived in Omaha
Yestorday in the distinguished person of Ri
Rav., Kout Henning Gozelius von Scheele,
Ph. D, D.D,, member and commander of the
Royal North Star Order, and ono of the
twelve bishops of Sweden,

America has no eplscopate of her own In
the Swedish Lutheran church, and Bishop
Von Boheolo is over here participating in the
exorcises commemorative of theahind centen.
ninl of Swoedish Lutheranlsm, which dates
back to the council of Upsala in 1503, al-
though Sweden had adopted the reforma-

tion nk early ns 1527, The bishaop is visiting
the larger cities of the country, and has
beenon  American soll since enrly in May.
He is b5 yoars of age, but Is seemingly as
vigorous as most men ot 40, and his white

rl soems somewhat out of place In
connection with the tall, athletic frame and
the step and movements are quick almost to
NOrYOUSTIOAS,

The bishop was quite fatigued by his
Journey, but kindly consented to soe & Mpre-
sentative of Tie Bee, who called at the rosl-
dénce of Rev, A, G. 'reden, pastor of the
Swedish Lutheran church at Nineteenth
and Cass, whose guest ho s during his stay
in the oity. Although very much ot a lin-

uist, the bishop s‘makn Einglish very impors
ectly, but gracefully uses tha fow phrases
of American mpther-tongiue that he has
mastered, As fiay be supposed his trip hos
thus far been very much of a revelation to
him, and it is apparent from s moment's
convarsation with him that he has made the
utmost of his powors of observation since
landing on this side of the ocoan.  His uye-
sighl is defoctive, as for six yeara of his
youth he was totally blind, but for the past
twentv-five yonrs he has boon  gradually re-
covering his sight and now 1s able to use
his oyes quite freoly, but is unable to use
notos in his sermons or nddresses, and from
constint extemporancous spoaking has ae-
quired the habit of rapid talking. ;

For thirty yenrs prior to his advancoement
to the episcopacy, he was at the head of the
great Unlversity of Upsala, in Sweden, and
ns o theologinn and author is known not
only In Sweden, but Germany nna England
ns woll, muoh of his writings having been
translnted into both of thoss Innguages.

Ha spoke last mght in Swedish at
the Swedish Lutheran church, and leaves
today for Portland, Ore,, whenco he goes
to Tacomn and San Francisco. On his re-
turn trip o will stop at Salt Lake, Denver
and Chicago, and will then go to Virginia,
whore he will visitv for a weoek with rela-
tives, sailing from New York July 23 on the
Kalser Wilhelm.

Among the Lutheran clergymen who came
to meat the bishopare Rev. L. G. Abra-
hamson and wife, Chicago, president of
the Iliinols conference; Rev. Caswens-
son of Lindsbery, Kan, president of
Bethony college; Rev. C. G, Widen, Moaa,
Nab, ; Rev. J. Torell, Swedesburg, Nub. ; Rev,
F. N. Swanborg, Oakland, Neb., president
of the Nebraska confercnce; Rov. C. J.
Backman, P ortland, Ore.; Rev, A, Douren,
Baylytown, Ind.; Rev., C. Granere, BSt,
Edwards, Neb, ; Hey, C. J. Ekholm, Wahoo,
Neb,, professor at Luttice academy,

Bishop Von Soheeloa’ Address.

At tha Swaodlsh Lutheran church at Nine-
teenth nnd Casa streets lnst ovening, Bishop
von Scheeles delivered an able address. Ho
spoke on tho subject of “How We Shall be
People Accepted of the Lord.”  Hisaddress,
in part, wiua as follows;

“This requires a life of love. Life {s the
greatest of all, Death is terrible, more ter-
rible than any one thinks, that is if we must
die without the eternal life in Christ. - By
nature we are under the world and tho flesh,
Yet our innermost souls are related to Goa;
and by Christ's redemption we belong by
right to God, Then we must in this life of
love be in n continual warfure against sin
and corruption, ‘'he life of love is next a
crowth, n power, 8 pgreat something that
oxists, develops and rules, Oh, that we all
might grow in the knowleage of this unseen
life, the warfire agninst evil and the con-
tinued development of the inner man from
the two great principles id the life of love,

“In the second place we are to bocome the
necepted people of God through the assur-
ance of faith that we are the sona of God.
The world is full of tear for God, the fear of
the siave, not of the child, Even the Greeks
felt this fear in thelr day. But God has fur-
nished us o means to overcome this fear,
This is dona when we recognize in God our
fathor. How simple, you say. How grand
and sablime, I say. A great wonder that
God 1s our father in creation, yet more in
redemption and sanctification. The assur-
ance is two fold, First, a crying out of the
depths of the soul in times of need and trou-
ble, changing into o full and belleving abba
Abba Fatb oh, God, Thou art my Father,
indeed. And how this father loves dearly
this erying, belioving, longing child. The
other part is the witness or testimony of the
Spirit in our souls. This is done first in ba
tism, then through the holy word of God, h{:
ministers and sorvants, and in the Holy
Sacramen’ of the Lord's Suppor. By recolv-
Ing these weans io falth we recalve assur-
anee of the blessed fact thit we ave the chil-
dron of God,

“'ha third Is the hope of the Christlan,
A great hope indeed. On earth everything
is Incomplete, importect, insufcient, If we
hind pot this blessod hope we would sgon bo
done for. Here we must belleve aguinss
what we see, but then our groeat safeguard,
the hoza. tells us that all this  will
change aud by, Perfeotion, completion,
a wonderful sufcioncy awalt us, A ocon-
dition, however, we must suffer with Him
here below. Noone forms an excoption.
Contioued uninterrupted luck and growth
make the Christinn full of fear and appro-
hension, but lu the trouble juself he rei;.n a8
in hope. hopo, blessed possibility
of 8o taking everything in life.

“Those that suffor shall nfterward reign
with Christ. This fact will make us strong
in times of suffering and trouble. A great
future awaits every bellever. All nature
sighs for the grout revelation of the glory
of God's people. And that glory shail most
certainly come 1 the new world which God
shnll yot give unto us. In that new world
righteousness shall reign supreme, If you,
my hearer, desire to hasten this happy day,
love and do righteousness. Here the speaker
reforred to & wvery beautiful, well known
Swedish poem, which we cannot give in
translution,”

The choir rendered another anthem and
thon Rev. C. A. Swensson of Bethany coll
spolee briefly in Knglish, explaining the his-
torical connections leading to the jubilee.
Ho thon spoke of the chiof characteristios of
tho Lutheran church; the educatlonal, de-
veloping idea of the Lutherans. Then justi-
floation by falth and an absolute baliel in the
word of God as being of divine orlgin were
touched upen., Iev, Avrabamsoun lollowed
in a fow concluding remarks. The benedio-
tion was pronounced by the bishop iu the
Euglish language,

At the conclusion of the address the bishop
was serconded by the Swedish Lutheran
choir st tho parsonage.

Now, when this is supplemented
by the elevated railway, the cable com-
panies and the steamboat lines, it is
mare than equal to the present demands
and capable of expansion to meoct any
possible omergenoy,

“The stories of extortion are like
everything else affecting Chicago—
greatly exaggeratod, I think that peo-
ple can spcure about what they want for
a reasonabla price in Chleago. 1 find
the restaurants on the grounds good and
not extortionately high. People cannot
oxpect a parlor, o bedroom and a bath-
room on the first floor of a hotel, with
full eourse of meals, st prices which pro-
vall in bowrding houses and 81-a-doy
hotols, any. more in Chivago than they
do in New York eity. ’

A Sight of & Lliotime,

HThe falr itself s so vast, compre-
hensive and heantiful that it eliminates
comparison with other expositions over
held in the world in estimating its ex-
tent or its value.  In other words, to use
a very comprehensive American phrase,
when compared with this fuir, the other
