ARIZONA CLAIMS A TREE OF AGATE

Several Strikes of VPrecloos Metals— Rival
Horders Stll Warring on the Colo-
rado Line—A Law Case Involving
B20,000,000--Othor Tneldonis,

Iti & reécent articlo deseriptive of the rich
deposits in the South Rass gold fields the
New York Timoes says: “Thore are minors
who have knowin of thia formation for YOS,
but it romalned for K O, Bartlott, known in
Wyomling as the ofl king, to discover that
this formation was rich ingold,  He was
famillar with the Potadam coment deposits
of Californis, which yielded so many mil-
Hona of dollars.  His attention was eallad to
this conglomoerate late last tail. Ho kopt
tho mattor o secrob.  Tunndls wors oponed
and apecimens of the conglomernte sent 1o
assayers. Tho returns showed from 810 to
£20 0 tom in gold. 1t is cortainly one of the
lurgest goldl doposits ever foumd in the
Rooky mountaln roglon,  There are nt lenst
10,000,000 tons of comont in sight and mulyl-
piying this by the yield por ton shows that
Itis a lterabmountain of gold, Durine 1878
there was o large mining population in the
South I'ass country and boefore 1872 over
27000000 had been taken out. But the
Indians In five years killed off over 100
miners and the country for the most part
went back Into solitude, Hepre and thore a
minerremained and mining o s primitive way
has been carvied on.  Ewidlo Gealnor cloaned
up in 801, 800,000 from theso digeings.

Arizonn's Cartosity.

A mining expert, sent to inveatigate some
Arvizonn properties for Denver capitilists
recently, returnod and reports thoe finding
of i most romarkable natural bridee formed
by a trea of agatized wood, spannite a
canon forty-five fect in width, The tree has
at somo remote timo fallen, when {t hocame
imbeded in the silt of some grent inlind soa
or mighty watar ovorflow. The silt beeame
in time sandstone, and the wood  gradually
passed through the stages of mineralization
until it s now a wonderful troe of solid
agnte,

In after years water washed and ate away
the sandstone until & canon forty-ive feet,
in width hias been formed, the flintyhike
substance of the agatized wood having ro-
sistod tho erosion of the wator flow, Fuliy
fifty foot of thoe tree rests on one side and
can be teacod, but how far its other omd lies
burieit in the sandstone cannot bo detor-
mined without blasting away tho rock.

The trunk visibleabove the canon varies
In size from four fiet to threo feat in dinm-
eter, Where the bark has boen broken and
torn awany the characteristie colors of [asper
and neate are seon, ‘o the united oye tho
wood s beautiful,. Under a microscope op
miner's magnifying glass the briliisney of
the colorings ore cloarly brought out in all
thelr wondrous beasuty,

Mnss of Free Gold,

Samuel V. Wilson, who recoently visited
the rich gold flolds of eastern Oregon In the
rogion known as the Viertae mining disiriet,
seven miles distant from Baler Olty, encor-
Lained o group of astonished listenors at the
Mining exchnnes, anyva the Spoliane e view,
Mr. Wilson snid : *“The Mubel niine is oven
more wonderful than the White Swan or
any of the properties in that district. It
wis discoversd about the Istof Inst May,
ind o shaft was started which Is now down
about forty feet on a continuous vein, five

feot in width, The best of the ore tiken
out of Lthe shnft during this ex-
perimental  doevelopment  was sancloed
and  lts value is eslimatod nt

fully $50,000. Thoe balenee of the oro on the
dump will probably rum 000 1o the ton. A
few duys oago an immense boulder wis on-
countered, This was broken open by a few
shots, and tho result was the tilling of the
bottom of the shaftwith froe gold, over
2500 ot which was  taken out, the remainder
of the quartz going into sacks. "' Mabel
lead is almost a solld mass of gold all the
way down to the depth of forty feet, and
