obliged to rofuse payment of checks for
want of funas, although no nutice of the
failure was given until this morning. Da-
positors ure, howevaer, not in  the least
alarmed either in the case of the Nebruska
Nutional or the Amerioun bank, as to ulti-
mately boing paid the full amount of their
deposits.

slight run was commaenced on the Ger-
mon Nationnl this morning, bue it soon  be-
vame ovident that it was prepared to
llnf all demands, and by 11 o’clock no unus-
unl excitemend wus noticeable.

worth 250,000, Such is the confidence of the
dopositors that many offers of W per cent
woro rofused this afternoon. The run was
caused by the closing of the Nebraska
National and the suspension to the fallure
of funds, which waere in transit, to arrive.

No exact statemoent of the affairs of the
Nebraska National bank can be given until
the arrival of W A, Lasimer, bank exam-
iner. The deposits ut the close of the busi-
noss lnst nyght were £120,000 while the nom-
innl assels aro estimated at £250,000.: The
oftficors of the bank are old and rospected

CITY TAXES.

Prompt Paymonts on the Day They DBe-
cawne Doelinguent, lor 18093,

City taxes for 1508 became delinguent yes-
tevday, and by a legislutive avt o penalty of
1 pervent n month is now attached until
they are paid. Treasurer Bolln's oftice wos
thronged yesterday by people paying thelr
taxes, and Doputy Coulter found but
few idle moments on his hauds.
Nearly #0,000 was passed over the
counter, swelling the total recaipis
of the 1803 tux toabout 8125000, This sum
gppenrs very small in face of the total
amount of $000,000. It is o fact that & ma-
jority of the proporty owners fall to pay
their taxes before the day of delingquency,
and invariably they get caught for the pen-
wlty. In this respeot this year Is no worse
than former ones, and the recoipts so fur are
in oxoeess of thoso of last year.

Owing to the existing stringency in money
matters there Ia & movement on foot to give
the peopls rolief in the matior of paying
taxes and esouping the peusity, The char-
ter provides that taxes become delinguent
July 1, and that the penalty of 1 per conta
month  shall be collected for non-pay-
moent st vhat time. With a  ohartor
provision existing to that effect the flnance
committes finds that the council has not the
power W exiloud the date of delinguency as
requested by the Commercial olub and will
80 report. A majority of the members of
the council were favorable to the proposi-
tion if it could be 1 ¢ done aud nre disap-
pointed because 0  roequest cannot bo
granted. ’

However, the finance commitiee has been
instructed ;o oconfer w}t? tho ‘:H: treasurer
upon swother pro tiom, somoth
mauy vome of 6. \\!h.:wmr is done wlubg
by mutusl agresment, and 150t made a rec-
ord. A little investigation reveals the faot
that by s bit of stralegy the chartor pro-
vision can be overcome, The tax lists can be
made out, dated back and held for thirty or
sixty days to be taken up at that time, In
this way the peoalty can be escaped.
The books of the tressurer will show
that the lists were called for pre.
vious to she ist of July, and that owing to
4 rush thoy could not be made uf noy
soouer. 1f o property owner calls for hi’n
list bofore the 1st he eacal the peaalty,
aud pays his taxes the day the treasurer
sayas they will be in readiness. Helief will
thus be afforded the property owner, whose
finunoves are not flush in theso trying tumas,
and at the same time there will ba no direct
violation of the laws of tho cummonwealth.

The power to make such an arrangement
has beon lefs entirely in the haonds of the
flupnce committos aud Tressursr Bollu and
they will nmediately get together,

THEY FIND IN FAVOR OF THE APPLICANTS

Company and the Iron Works for the
Krectiom of the Visduoes
Legnl amd Hinding.

Laxcors, Neb,, July 1.—{8pecial to Tnn
Bree | —Judges Strode and Hall this after-
noon filed their findings 1n district court in
the vinduet Injunction cases, As fore.
shadowed In Tur Bue, they found in favor
of the applicants, but the defendants ex-
pected and flled o 1,000 supersedeas bond.

“The court further finds that the contract

company and Iron Works for the erection of
the viaduct is & vatld and binding agreement
nnd exocuted under the authority of law,
and that the cley has Tull authority to entor
into the contract; that the ordinance passed
by the counpil and approved by the mayor
is good In part, and void in part; that sec-
tions ¥ and 8, and 9 much of said ondinance
ns ralstes to the appraisement and assess-
ment of damages, Is  vold and withous
authority of law for the reasons that the
plaintiffs have not been componsated for tho
loss and damage oconsioned to thom by tho
eroction of the viaduct and the vacation of
tho streots, and that no lawful menns have
boen taken to ascortain and determine
sald damages: that before defepdants can
erect tho viaduet and appronches just
compensation must be made to abutting
property owners for damages sustained
thereby, which must be ascertained In ne-
vordance with she lwo\'lnlom of subdivision
1,707 of chaprer xiils of compiled stututes,
which provides for proceedings to be insti-
tuted in the county court and contlucted as
by law provided for the condomnution of
rallway companies, and before proceedine to
erect the vinduect thoe defendendunt, the city,
must attempt to settle with the properly
owners for the injury and damage occas-
sioned. and upon failure to make such settle.
ment the city may apply to the county judge
to Inatitute such proceedings ns are by law
required for the condémnation of right of
wiay for railway purposcs,
No More Work to Ba Done,

“It is thereforo ordered, adjudged and de-
oreed that an InJunction issue in this cause
restraining the defendunts, annd cach of
them, and their oMicors, agents, roprescnlo-
tives, employes or persons acting under
their direction or control, from erecting,
miintaining or bullding sid vinduet and ap-
pronches so situate, or from disturbing the
pavement on sald O street between Eighth
and Third streets, or from obstructing sald
street, or tearing up the pavement thercon,
or from interfering with said plaintiff's right
of ingress or cgress. over and across the full
width of said O street, or from wvacat-
ing sald O street until the injury ana
damage occasioned to sald plaintifls by rea-
son of such vacation of Ostroet and the erec-
tion of said vinduot and upproaches has been
dotormined by sgrecment of tho parties or
by proceedings properly commenced and
conducted in the county court, and until
compensation for the damages ana injury
sgroed upon or s0 ascertnined and estab-
lished shall have veen paid or tendered to
these pluintiffs, or deposited with the-county
judge.

Ten Days to Pay Damnages.

“And b is furthor ordered and decreed that
unloss the nmount of damages is fixed by
ngreement or such proceedings to ascertain
said damares shall bo commenced in smd
court within ton days from the date hereof,
and conducted to o speedy determination,
then the aefendants, the city of Lincoln and
the Milwnukee Bridge compsany and Iron
Works, are hereby perpetually enjoined from
further prosecuting said work and are
hereby ordered and required to remove ull
obstruction from said O street between
Eighth and Third streets in said city of
Lincoln, Neb., and to replace the pavement
thereon, und fill up the holes and excava-
tions made by them in pursunnce of the
erection of the viaduet and the approaches,
and to plnee said street in the same copdi-
tion, as near as may be practicable, as it
wis at the time they entored upon the erec-
tion and construction of said viaduet and
appronches, and thut the defendants be ad-
judged to pay the costs of this action.”
