But on
the prohibition question, the great dividiog
issue in Towa, the democrats have all the ad-

It grew o power and force and
succcadod 0 securing u stuto temperance
organization. Sovon 1t projected itsel! luto
polltics and the vlatforms of both parties at
that time showed a recogoition of the tem-
perance iden.  Tts ondvorates soon grew
bolder and bepan besieging the republican
convention for o recognition of Prehibition
us the best mouns to seouro  temperanos
This Impulse hasd it lendor and ehivimpion in
General James B, Weaver.

Those whoare used to thinking of Wenver
ns conpectod with “libor,"  “ereenbuock,”
and “populist’” movements woulldl not recog-
nize him in his 1575 role. At that time he
was vonspieuous for his radical repuniican-
iswm, his hatred of the south, Wis extreme
temperance  views, and his devotion to
chureh work, In the lntter, Brother Weaver
was o “shouting” Methodist, o loy delegate
to uwll confercnces Wd o prominent figure i
revivuls, prayor moeetings, and tomperance
gatherngs. He dellvered temporance leg-
tures uli over the stute, and was the idol of
the temporance wing of his party. Io all
these things it 8 not diMeolt to see the
demagopus which hus been so promiueut in
Waenver's nationunl carcer.  Ho was pressod
forward by the pronibition faction in
the republicin  party for the nomiog-
tion for governor o 1875, There was
noother prownent candidate and his vio-
tory seemed easy. Hut the scors of the
party realized the dungors to the orgaoizn-
tion which Woesver's candwacy wod eleoe-
tion would bring, Tho party bad Just passed
through u demoralizing “granee” cawpoign,
having been nlmost cut In twain by that
movement, wnd the necessity of km!plllg
other crunkisms fn the background was reo.
oguized. Tho convention, after & long
wrangle, sucoerded fu defeating Weaver by
nomioatiog Samuel J, Kirkwood, who hsd
been the famous “war goveruor'' two Ltorms
pnd did not seck the nomination, but, to do-
feat Weaverlan, consented to accept it
This defeat soured Weaver, and he never
ufterward noted with the republican party.
Kirkwood served as @overnor ouly a shors
time, going into the senate and thence (uto
Garfleld's cubinet,

But this movement to defeat prohibition
did not suceeed, for the logisiature took up
the quostion, and, sfter slhe nevessary legal
steps hind been taken, & vote was orderad at B
special elpction In 1582 on no smendment to
the constivution prohibiting the manufaciure
und salg of liguors. The amendment was
adoptod by 30,000 majority. Bul thesupreme
court, u few months later, decldod that the
smendment was unconstitutional becsause of
nu error o its copstruction, The next logls-
lature, 1o 1554, passed & law embodylog sil the
features of the smendment, and thislaw went
into effect July 1,1884, Sucoewding legisia-
tures passed more striogent regulations 1o se.
cure its enforcement, aud iy stands today a
model law, with all the necessary nids to {ta
enforcoment—oxcept & state constabulary,
which last has been advocated by many re-
publiosn journals 8uG apeakers

When thoe law was passed, It had the ap-
rroul of s majority of lowa's peoplo, and
ts suforoewent seemed wost probable, Hus

1t hos
beon evideut from the fiest that the people
of lowa expectid the luw o enforoe itaslf.
They bad become s0 saturated with socinl-
tsm, produced hy the war, proteotion, pen-
siong, bountios and laud grants that they re-
gurdod govornment 48 a supreme suthority.
The failure of probibition  bas done much to
open thoir eyes to the impotence of law
withoul the backing given by the prople,
The repeal of the lnw will necomplish some-
what toward o return to the principles of
true doemocraey and will aid in repelling to
some extent the baneful doctrines of socinl-
s, which have beon growing so rapidly in
Lhie west during the past twenty-five yoears.

Ono of the Phases of the Silver Quuostion
Now Bifora the People.

EFFECT OF REPEAL UPON THE BLAND LAW

Differsnt Views Itold ns to What Would
Rosuit from Unecomidithionst HRepeal of
the Shorman Law ore Jast the

First Spotion,

—

WASHINGTON, Tuly 2%, —Phore is muok
difference of opinion as to what the ol
feet upn the Bland act would be tho
unconditionsl repe! of the Sherman
silver pucehoase avt, Moerchants, politio-
ans and attorneys alike hold diferont
views upon this subject, A vory enveful
writor on finance nas recontly =aid that
the unconditionnl ropenl of the Sherman
act wonld restore the aet of 1878, or the
Bland act, and would leave the tronsury
nites without legal provision for their
rademption,  Hye stiyse

“The uneonditional vepoal of the Shop-
man act wonlid restoro the act of 1878 o
the Bland acy and would leave the
treasuey notes without logal provision
for their roavmption. If the tepeal be
cintined 1o the lirst sootion of tho Shore
mun aet the purehase of bullion would
conse, and thore would be no law on the

stutute book  authorizing furthor ac-
cutnulations of silver, The silver purs
chinsed nnder the prosont law  could bo

aoited into dollars of 4124 greains whoen-
evor sueh edinngee bhecami nocossary o
vedecns the treasuey notes, and all the
provisions relaving to the eliaraeter sind
rademption of these notes would ro-
main. It will be thus seen that tho
only thing required to stop further
purchase of silver is to repend the first
section of  the Shorman  act, That
would not affeet the loral status and
power of the silver dollar, nor interfirs
with provisions made  for its exchango
With silver cortiticates under the Bland
net and the trousury noted under tho
Sherman act,  In other words, tho ro-
peal of the first section of the Shorman
law would leave the silver coinngo
exnctly whoro it is now,”

This is a vory common view, and ono
whieh is nntavad, if the Shorman ast is
Lo be conslderod only by itself. The in-
ference is o nutureal one that if o law
Which repeals an oot is itself vopealod,
the originul act  wonld be revived.
Whether or not that would neeossarily
bothe faet the lawyers must docide,
But those who opposed the Bland law,
as woellms the silyver purchase aet, will
undouited!y madintain the uneonditional
repienl of the section of the Sherman
act which repealod the coinage provisions
of the original Bland act would not b
arevival of those provisions of the Bland
act,  To sustain this view reforence is
had to chuptae 12, Revisod Statiutos, pel-
ative to the form of statutos and  the
clfeet of the repoal,  Seetion 12 of that
chaptur, which is 8oction 12 of tho Re-
visod Statutes, is a8 follows:

“sSection 120 Whenever  any act s
heraby repealed  which  repeals  any
[ormaet act, such Tormoer act shall not

thereby be revived unloss it ds axprossly
S0 prrovided.

I the provisions of soction 12 are to
prevail in the event of tho unconditional
repeal of the Shermuan actor a part. of
the Shermun act, it is elesr that the
colnige provisions of the bill and act
would nat thereby  be restored,  ho
lunguage of the Shoerman act, which
repoled the coinage provisions of the
Bland act, is thnt “somuach of the act of
February 28, 1875, entitled *‘An act to
anthorizo the coinage of the stand-
urd silver  dollar,  and o ros
ftore its legal tender charaoter ns ro-
quires the monthly purchuse of and eoin-
age of theswne inte silver dollars of not

lss  than  #2.000,000 nor more than
£L,000,000 worth of sllvor bullion,' is

hereby ropealod.”

The clnim will certainly be mado that
it the Sherman shlver purchosing act
shall be wncopditionally repenlad thoe
repeal would not wevive the lungrango of
the Bland act just guoted; that on the
contrary the unconditional repeal of the
sherman luw would lewve no. provision
in tho Revised Statutes for the purpose,
