MOURNED RBY FHEMONT.

Death in Chlcagoe of Benjamin Hershey—
Loeal Happonings.

FrEMONT, Sepl. 8.—[Special to Tue Bze.|
—Tho death of Bonjumin Hershey, founder
and proprietor of the famed Hershey ranch,
near North Bend, Is reported from Chicago,
ho having met a wviolent death by being
knocked down und ran over in the strect.
His death is greatiy regrotted by all classes

of citizens, as ne had been a  lead-
ing spirit in  developing the re-
sources of western Dodge county and

had done more toward perfecting a system
of country roads than any other niwency, the
county board not excepted. Every road
leading from and through his great furm
was thoroughly turnpiked. he maintaining
one of the latest and best road graders for
thatl purpose.

He furnished a markot for very much of
the grain of his townsnip, and always paid a
liberal price, generally more than could be
obtnined at the rallroad centers. He was
erratic and often considered visionary, but
he pursued s liberal policy toward his em-
ployes and his farmer neighbors who patron-
ized him, It Is not yet known whether nis
great farm will be sustuined in a body or be
divided up and sold.

The Narrow Esenpe of a Steepls Climber
from an Awfal Death,

Townstolk of Plainfleld, N. J., have
tervifiecd themselves during the last
week looking at Harry Walson, a tinner,
while he was at work at tho top of the
steeple of the Creseent avenue church.

CALIFORNIA CONDOR.

Huge Bird Captured by a Huonter on the
Edge of the Desert,

Archibald Campboll, writing to the
San Diego Sun from Luaguna, on the
edge of the desert, under date of August
L, says: Today as Henry E. Clark was
riding near the lacuna” he noticed a
large bird among some carrion crows,
eating at a steer whieh had died from a
rattlesnake bite. Tt Newup into o tree,
where he shot it with & rifle, and the
shot broke its thigh. It then lew away
among some rocks, when he threw his
riasta over it and caught it, and it tried
to get away and it nearly unhorsed him.
He gave it anothe shot through the
wing and disabled §t.

The
biggest was whiter underncath than the
other two, and I think that It was one of
tho smaller birds thut wasshot. Mrs,
Wieger from San Diego, who is up here
on a visit, skinned the bird, and on her
return will tuke it with her and put it
on exhibition at the Chamber of Com-
morce. They are very rare here now.
Valentine says they used to be very
numerous here when ho was young.
Two years ugo we used to see a solitary
vulture every now and again, but he
disappeared, and now these three are to
be scen near the same place. This une,
I think, could have easily carried off a
spotted fawn, a young calf or a baby,

In the pasture at the lower end of
town, says & correspondent of the New
York Sun, is a long, lank and very quick
bull, owned by Lke Frazior, and the bull
had a very important part in Lem's ex-
perience.

olities in Harpor's Riohard Harding
Javis contonds that “‘the part womoen
play In the eloetion is one of the things
which no American can accept as an im-
provement over our methods, It may
eithor mmmuse him or shook him, but ho
would not eare to see itadopted at home,
The canvassing in the country from oot-
tage to eottage he ean understand; that
seoms  possible enough, 1t takes the
iorm of a polite visit to the tenants and
the real object is cloaked with a fow
vague inquiries about the health of the
children or the condition of the erops,
and the tractlike distribution of cam-
paign documents, But in town f{t is
difforent. Tho invasion of bachelor
apartments by young Primrose dumes |s
embarrassing and unnice, and is the sort
of thing wo would not allow our sistors
to doj and the house-to-house canvass in
tho alleys of Whitechapal or among the
savages of Lambeth, which results in
insult and personal abuse, is, to our
winy of thinking, a simple impos-
sibility. The English, as a rule,
think we allow our women to do
preity much as they please, and it is
true that they do in many things enjoy
more (reedom than their British cousins,
but the men in our country are not 8o
anxious to get into offico, greedy as they
are after it, as 1o allow their wives, in
order to attain that end, to be even sub-
ject to annoyance, certainly not to bo
stoned and hustled off their fest or
splatterad with tho mud of the Mile-End
road. Any one in England who followed
the election lust year knows to the wile
of which distinguished candidate and to
the daugnters of which cabinet minister
I refer.

“I have seen women of .the best class
struck by stones and eggs and dead fish,
and the game did not seem to me to be
worth the candle. I confess that at the
time I was so intent in admiring their
pluck that it appeared to me as rather
fine than otherwise, but from this calmer
distance 1 can spe nothing in the active
work of the English woman in politices
which justifies the rigks she vol untarily
runs of insult and indignity and bodily
injury. A seat in the house would hardly
repay a candidate for the loss of one of
his wife's eyos, or of all of his sister's
front tecth, and, though that ia putting
it brutally, it is putting it fairly.

“It would not be fair, however, if 1
left the idea in the reader's mind that
the women go into this work unwillingly;
on the contrary, they delight in it, and
some of them are as clever at it as the
meon, and go to as great lencths, from
Mrs. Langtry, who plastered her house
from pavement to roof with red and
white posters for the conservative can-
didate, to the duchesses who sat ot the
side of the member for Westminster and
regretted that it threatened to be an
ovderly meeting., Tt is also only fair to
add that many of the most prominent
Englishmen in polities are as much op-
posed to what thoy call the interference
of women in matters political as they
are to briberv and corruption, and re-
gard both elements of an clectoral cam-
palgn with pronounced disfavor. The
veply which the present president of
the United States made to those enthu-
sinstio and nodoubt well-meaning women
who wished to form leagues and name
them after his wife, illustrates the spirit
with which the interference of women
in politics is regarded in this country.
But then it is a new thing with us, and
it is only right to remember that from
the days of the duchess of Devonshire's
sentimental canvass to the present, Eng-
lish women have taken a part in general
clections; that there is a perfect pre- |
codent for it, and when vou have sald |
that of anything Foglish, you have jus-
tified it for all time to ‘come. The
young American girl who would nog
think it proper to address men from g I
platform wnd give them a chaneo to
throw things at hee, must rememhbor
that the Eoglish girl would not give the
man she knew o cup of tea in the aftor-
noot unless her mother were in the
room to take care of lher. Anpd I am
sure the women in my candidate’s cam-
paign almost persunded me that thoey,
us the political agent declaved, did more
than himsell to win the election.”

Lord Chatham is accounted the most
consummate of English orators, says a
writer in the Century, Inmy youth I
greatly admired that passagoe in his
speech on the address to the kiong in
1777, in which, reforring to Lord Suffolk,
who had  defonded the employmenst of

the Indians in the war against the
eolonies, he exclulmed, “From the
tupestry that adorns these walls the
immortal ancestor of this noble lord

frowns with indignation at the diszrace
of his country.” [tisa very striking
passago, but I onge hoard Waobster say
grander words. 1t was on the I7th of
June, 1843, when I was one of that vast
throng gathered at Bunker Hill, which
saw Webster raise his outstretohed arm
up to the newly completed moaumant
and heard him say: YTt is not from my
lips—it could not b from any human
Lips—that that stream of elojuence is
this day o tlow, most compelent to move
and excite this vast multitude around
me, The powerful sposker stanids
motionless belfore us." 1 felt the thrill
which ran through that vast andience,
and I saw thelr uplifted eyes and
blanched chooles, and joined in that pe-
sponsive shont whieh wld, us no words
could tell, that we had heard one of the
most perfoct passages in all oratory,

Webster could also be dull—ia his
lator yewrs, very dull. Those who
heard him in his prisue wre quite angry
when one doubts whether he ever vould
have boen as populpr an orator as
Everott or Chonteor Philiips, Few now
livo who heard him in those early days,
when he wae at his best, 1, who heard
him often between 18s0 and 1850, nevar
heard him at his best but once, and thon

only for a few minutes. The ecircum-
stances were these;
At the festival of the Sons of New

Hampshire, gathered in the hall of
the i-'uuiahurg ralleogd in 1548, Mp.
Webster presided with admirable grace,
and spoke of his native stale as hor sons
would like to hear her spoken of, His
speoch, though Interesting, wus not pyr-
tleularly striking until, passing from
our own affairs to those of Hungary,
then in her struggle for liberty, he sald:
"I see that the emperor of Russia de-
mands of Turkey that the noble Kossuth
and his companions shall be given up to
be deslt with st nls pleasurs, And [
see that this dewand is made In deri-
slon of the established Jlaws of nations,
Guntlemen, there I8 something on
asarth greator thun arbitrary or despotic
powor, The lightming has its power
sid the whirlwind has its  powar, and
tho earthguuke has its power, bat there
s something among nen more capable

quake, and that is the oxolted and
aroused indignation of the whole elvil-
Inodl world,"

Before we ware aware ol what was
coming his munjestic form began to
towor und his eyes to kindle, and his
volce soon onught the keynote of the

The Uriminal Eye,

Eyos are the most cortain rovenlers of
the criminal nature, says s weritor in
Donnhoe's. Many an oxport dotective
tells a criminal by just one glance—not
at him, but from him. The eriminal oayo
varies greatly in setling, bt not so
much in color. Sometimes it is deoply
}ilum{l in the head as if it tried to hide,
oaring the result of ils own involuntary
revalations.  Sometimes it is bulgy, pro-
trusive like a frog's and heavy lidded.
Such eyes, taken in connection with
some other signs, donote treachory,
lechery, loquacity, mendacity and gen-
aral uruelty, with just enough coward lon
to prevent the oriminal feom doing mur-
der except  insiduously or through
othors,

Of the eriminal oye there are many
remarkabla ancedotes. The mnrderer,
Francesconi, had little about him to in-
divate the ferocity that ambushed {n s
broast. His forchead was high and
smooth, his board wos plentiful, To
most people he rendered himsell rathor
companionablo, by a cortain cheap tace
tonsness that often masquerades as wit,
and on acoount of this social quality
Francesconi's coneeit was tolorated, ane
his hugoe egotism did not have its full
chanee to repol people.  Bul years b
foro his erimo, o young girl—afterwards
the Countess della Roocca—who had
never left home and who lacked expori-
ence of life, recoiled from him violently
whon Introdnced, and refused to erdure
his presence, When  quostioned wh
she Lelhuved thus towards ono who stood
80 high sceinlly, she answered @ * If that
man has not aiready murdered peaple,
he will do s0.” This girlish provhecy
very soon came true, and when Lombroso
inquired by what sign she foretold, sho
replied, “The eyes—!I saw him in his
oyes,"

At the prosent time Tenacio, “the liv-
ing good Indian," is head chief of the
tribe and also chiof of the Weaminne
choee elan, the largost of the subtribes,
Buckskin Charley, whose original name
was Horned Toad, is the chief of the
Mouche elun, and Sevaro is the chief of
tho Capota elan.  The clans ave subdi-
vided into bands, each bund numbering
from four to ten men, and being Hove
erned by a head man or subchief. It
will thus be seen that a conumon  citizon
in Uteland owes allogiance first to the
head ehivf of the tribe, then to the chief
of his elan, and lastly and leastly to the
head man of his band.  There is alsn o
war chiel, whose authority in time of
war would transeond that of the head
chief.  Buckskin Charloy, who did hard
tighting with other teibes before the
days of railroads and white settlers, is
war chief of the tribe, and it is belleved
that in the event of n serions cmargoncy
he would also hold that office over tho
two othor main Ute tribes, the Ulintalis
and Unecompahgres of Utah.

Had I been able 1 should have
imitated his volee alsn, o ciosely did
that splendid Moor represent to me the
rare type of the Shakesporian hero,
Othello must have been a son of Mawrl-
tunin if we canargue from Tago's words o
Roderigo:  “He goes into Manritania,”
for whut else could the anthor have in-
tended to imply bat that the Moor was
returning to his native land?
