Lies in the Pool of Doath,

Yostorday two human hands woere found
flohting in Cut OF Inke withinthirty or forty
fect of the place whnore Frank Burdick's
body wis recantly found

Thoe hunds wors thoseof 4 man and are
nuite darge. The ehastly discovory was
maide by Dr, Holmes of 420 South Twonty-
sixthoatreet nnd KB, Arthuf Poulks of the
American Fxpress company of St Paaul,
who is visiting Dr. Holmos,

The hands ure not those of Burdick, the
minn thought o have becen robbed
and murdersd & weok awo,

several men have been mysterlously miss
ing of lute, and among thom were Burdick
e “Swode Charloy," a haek driver, Both
ware fpcoverad doad in the waters of this
viclty.  Theso things hinve created mueh
ik and many peopls now  believe  that (f
the lake is thoroughly deagieed other bodies
will Ivs found

Many rows have talon place on the dis-
puted tervitory of Cut O island and o lew
tmurdors hovs followed, Thors are o fim-
her of saloons in that vielnity  which npe
tised as o roendorvous by someof the toughest
mien du Omaba and Council Bluffs,  Sinee
Courtland beach has been established  and
become such 4 popular resort for the poople,
tho thugh elomont has bad o kf_mr further
away from the Iake, Not Ong (o
LN of the rowdies  who  infest
that locality, became so bold thnt
thoy attacked and uearly killed two police-
men, who attempled to arrvest them., Tonghs
are uot permitted to onter or loiter around
the beach, nnd it is thought that they lay
around the saloops and the outside of the
fenoe for the purposo of robhing some  un-
fortunate, who strays away from tha beach.
Most of theso loafers are known to tho
polico, and  the officers say that some of
them would commit murder, without hesita.
tion, for tho purpose of robbery.

‘T'his clnss of men ovidently boliove thst
“dead men tell no tales,” as attestod by
Burdick’s generally conceded murdor.

Why Dr. Holmes Was Interostod.

A woek ago yesterday De. Holmes nnd
Mr. Tzschuek, accompaniod by their wives,
warn rowing on the inke in the evening,
Toey distinetly hoand throe long-drawn-out
Serans w8 if somo oue was in mortal ngony.
They thought some one was drownlog  and
auswored the erics,  Roceiving no s ponse,

who is

they rowed to the place near whore Bur-
dick’s body was found.  They noard some
one splashing theough the water, going

toward the shore. They coula dimly  dis-
corn the outiines of u moun in the aarknoess,
They shouted to him  buv received no  ans-
wer

Nothing partieuisr was thoueht of the
matier until Burdicd's body was found,

De. Holmes and Mr. Foulks weat out to
the like yvesterday to quictly investieate
thiugs, They rowen to the spot swhere the
body was found.  Wading from the boat, Dr.
Hulmes soon found footprints doeply im-
pProssed in the mud. He followed them and
the tracks led him to the bank nortuwest
from the terminal of the tramway., Noar
this bank wis seen o mound of mnd, prob-
ably a muskreat's home, whers some one had
evidently siut down. This is aboat the place
whore they first saw  the man leaving
the lake a week apo. Dr. Holmes
now thinks that Burdick was slugged, robhed
anmdd carvied ont in the lake by this man who
sut down on this mound in the weods and
wittehed the party while they wore searcii-
iug for the persen whose sereams attreacted
their ottention. Hoe began searching the
lnke for the weapon which he thought mignt
have been thrown into the lake. While he
wus doing this he discovered o whito linen
handkerchief,

Horriticd at Another Discovery.

Hae was nbout to cull the attention of Mrs,
Foulks to it, whon Lie saw alaree hand stick-
ine partinliy out of the water. After de-
positing the handkerchief ana hand 1o the
bt he investignted furcher and fouud the
miste to the hinnd,

It was about six feet further west from
where the fest one was discovered. e
took the dismembered hands to the boat
honse at the beich and securing 4 bathing
sult returncd  to the ploee whore he found
the hands and instituted a thorough  search
to see i ho could Gng the body o wlileh the
hands belouged,  Hoe workeld ot the  wrie-
spme task until fatigoe aud heat compellsd
b to stopand lio roturned o Omahia,  he
doctor locked thie unds un in his ofoe and
uotitled the coronerof Poltawattambe county,
Lo, who will go to the beach this worning
antd talce vharge of the ghnstly fing,

Tie hands tre evidently those of a good-
stzedd man and the finger and thumb nsils
are broad, being slmost square,  "'he doctor
i3 of the opinion that they belonged to a
Inborlug man,  The back of the haods wore
covered by n thick growth of long, black
hair. They were like a pair of gloves,

Tno sk was laceraved in the palms neay
Lho wrists, but it is thought this was tho
offect of the water. The sloughing off of the
alin s regarded as bemg somewhab unusual,

Theory of Murder or Sulotde,

Dr. Holmes nnd others who assisted in the
search are of the fiem helief that the body of
the mnn to whom the hands bolonged is y-
ing in the bottom of the lake and is held
down by sonicthing, He and others will
continti¢ the seaieh toduy snd see if they
can solve this mystery.

They vegara It as strange that the hand
should ve found s0 elose to where Burdick's
hoay was founa, nnd the clrcumstance hias
caused all sorts of pumors

The theory bad becn advanced that this
portion of the lake 18 known by n gang who
fnd 1t o convenfeny, plaee to aispose of thelp
vietims, and that the man who was soon by
D, Holwes and party a week ago last nheht
Is one of tus gang,  This spot 18 quite o dis-
Laneo frow Courtiand  begch sl is not con-
tralled by the maongement of that resort.
The vitizons who live in tnat vicinity snd
this side of the boach say they will usk for
butter polive protection.
